APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of November 10, 2015: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the November 10, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman King reported the crew has put up the Christmas Decorations.  They have been working at the Airport on the Security Substation and the New Athletic Facility at Colgate.  Commissioner Baker commented that the decorations look great this year, making Hamilton a destination.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: A property on Maple, Madison and Milford were discussed.  There are no concerns at this time.
NYPA Email: Administrator Graham reported on a memorandum of revised firm hydro allocations.  Our total contract demand (kW) was reduced from 10,829 to 10,778.

New Business
Line Foreman King reported they out in a service at the new DPW building and the security substation.  The fire hydrants are tied to 4” lines.  Line Foreman King has been asked to put together a budget to replace all the hydrants.  

SRBC:  Administrator Graham reported the Susquehanna River Basin Commission renewal application and payment is due by 5/20/2017.
Old Business

College Street Culvert: Administrator Graham reported that we may only need to replace the deck.  We will want to put in a gas line.

New Business
DEC: Administrator Graham reported on the Municipal Sewage System Asset Management Pilot Program offered by the DEC.  Bill Davis is researching for us.  Also, WWTP Operator David Jordan will be consulted to see if he will be able to provide the information requested.
Old Business
GNB: We have not received the final numbers yet.  An option is an industrial use permit that allows the MUC adjust the load limits.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported 51 services are connected.  Six services were installed outside the Village, also the security substation and the DPW.  Crew is working on the 4” main on East Kendrick.
Town of Madison: One hundred and fifty gas surveys were mailed to the Town of Madison residents, as per the PSC, to determine the feasibility of bringing Natural Gas to Madison residents.  Administrator Graham received 72 responses to date with only 37 interested.  The Commission determined it is not feasible, cost prohibited, to bring gas to Madison.
Plastic Pipe Requirement: Administrator Graham informed the Commission that 114 Broad Street has installed underground piping, without notifying the Village, and recommends we change our O&M regarding pipe underground.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to authorize Administrator Graham change the O&M.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
Emkey: Emkey is interested in supplying natural gas to the Village and has promised a 10% savings.  The Commission is not interested in pursuing this offer.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 35%, expenses at 36%.  Water revenue is at 53%, expenses at 40%.  Sewer revenue is at 43%, expenses at 89%.  Gas revenue is at 28%, expenses at 36%.
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the resolution labeled Outstanding Purchase Orders from 2014-2015 Fiscal Year into the 2015-2016 Fiscal Year.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
The next meeting will be January 12, 2016, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

PERSONNEL:  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to enter into an executive session to discuss personnel matters at 5:27pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 5:50pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  No action taken.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:51pm.
