Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:00pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: Under Unfinished Business

A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of November 4, 2015, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the minutes from the November 4, 2015, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Good Nature Brewing: Matt Vrendenburgh stated they have several questions.  Attorney Stokes stated the best way to make presentations to the Board is in document form.  
1. Pedestrian Connection: are in conversations to Colgate.  The proposed path was presented to the Board.  The Board would like signage letting pedestrians know how to get to GNB.  Colgate is opposed to this.  Any signage will need to be on the final site plan.  The crosswalk will be painted.  
2. All easements will be on the site plan

3. Ken Andela from the DOT has been contacted regarding stormwater management plan, copy of GNB traffic analysis, letter identifying pedestrian traffic and pedestrian connection
4. Signage on site plan need to show location, size, lighting 

5. Wetlands have been delineated.  Nothing proposed is in the wetlands.

6. Parking plan will be updated

7. Utilities: Chairman Larson stated the Village needs the expected demand, where connections will be, how big the connections need to be, expected waste water

8. Landscaping Plan: does not need to have actual plants being used, but needs to show the gardens, hops, gardens, shrubs, and trees.

Possible project review of Chuck Fox on Maple Ave: Mr. Fox explained the proposed plan is for a Boardinghouse and Bakery. A bakery is planned for the ground floor with 2-4 bedroom apartments on the second floor.  Mr. Fox has sent a letter to the Village Board of Trustees asking for relief to the current moratorium on new boardinghouses.  At the November 17 Board of Trustees meeting the Trustees agreed to forward the request to the Planning Board for a formal recommendation as described in Local Law 5.  Mr. Fox needs now to apply for a special permit.  Mr. Fox was told to review code 174.53 and 174.82 for directions to proceed.  An asbestos analysis is needed.  
New Business
Colgate Boardinghouse 22 Utica Street: Plans presented by Bruce Ward, dated September 8, 2014, labeled EXG. FLOOR PLANS #1.  CEO Forth stated a Special Permit was issued in 1989.  There was an inspection done by CEO Forth, Joe Bello reported all building code issues are being addressed and will be completed by January 20.  This housing is needed for displaced students on campus.  The maximum number of residents will be 10.  A new license will need to be applied for by Colgate.  There is no change of use.  There have been no changes to the parking plan since the 1989 special permit.  
A motion was made by Chairman Larson to modify the 1989 special permit due to current codes and NYS regulations to a maximum occupancy of 10 individuals.  This is a Type II action, under provisions of 617.5, subsection C 2, with no adverse environmental impacts.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

S&S Sign: CEO Forth reported he has received a sign permit from S&S Appliance for two signs.  The Board determined that the two signs are actually one sign and must comply with the sign law.
The next meeting will be January 21, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
