President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:31p.m.
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of January 13, 2015: Changes requested: 
1. RFP: change Sterns to Stearns, add Administrator Graham after Mitchell

2. Windows: change ($58.49) to ($5849.85), ($58.19) to ($5819.92)

3. Present: add Administrative Assistant Mitchell
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the January 13, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  
      1. Utility Worker – update – Applications will be accepted until 2/19/15.  Line Foreman King, Gas Supervisor Chris Carhart, MUC President John Basher, Trustee Lura, and Administrator Graham will all be conducting the interviews.
ELECTRIC
New Business
1. Line Foreman’s Report: Three LEDs were installed on E. Kendrick and the service at the Fire House was worked on.
2. Status of Delinquent Accounts: None
3. EIA Report: Administrator Graham reported he received word that the EIA 861 report that details our kwh sold, peak load, and energy loss needs to be filed this week.  Administrator Graham will forward, by email, the report to the Commissioners.  The Dept. of Energy uses this information to determine what infrastructure to invest in.
4. Finger Lakes Technology: Line Foreman King reported he did a ride along with Fingerlakes who plan on installing fiber optic lines to the university.  Administrator Graham reported that a pole attachment agreement will need to be executed and Fingerlakes will be responsible for the cost of all make ready work.
Old Business
1. Generator: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported she forwarded all the specs to IEEP, looking for estimates, but has not heard back from them.  Line Foreman King stated that the switch is overloaded and needs to be replaced.  Shutting off the generator at specific times was discussed.  
2. RFP – Committee recommendation: A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Trustees to enter into an agreement with Barton & Loguidice to provide engineering services for the MUC building for $4,400.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
3. Windows – 3 additional, what to do with the door: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported there was money left in the budget to replace the ladies lounge windows and possibly the door by Clerk Scheckler’s desk.  The Commission agreed to replace the windows, but not the door.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to hire Wilcox Construction to replace the two windows in the ladies lounge for $345.00 per window.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
4. Intern: The Upstate Institute has interns available for summer help.  The Commission agreed to have Administrative Assistant Mitchell fill out the application and submit.
WATER
New Business
Line Foreman King reported the crew has been clearing snow from hydrants.  There was a water main break on Madison Street that was repaired.
1. Cell Tower: Administrator Graham reported that Jonathan Terry, Aerosmith Development, wants to install a 10-15’ (above tree line) tower at the water tank. They have offered $800 per month (5 year contract) with a 15% escalation clause.  Zoning states 75” high in an I district.  This would be an obstruction in a Part 77, airport surface obstruction.  Attorney Stokes will review.  Administrator Graham will let Mr. Terry know we are considering it.  
Old Business

SEWER
New Business
Line Foreman King reported the pump broke down and was replaced January.

1. Project-MRB Meeting: Administrator Graham reported there is a meeting scheduled for 2/18 to discuss and schedule the “kick-off” meeting, regarding the capital project, for residents that will focus on rates, design, and alternative designs.  We were notified that we qualify for a 0% interest loan from EFC.
2. NY Alert: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported we are now part of NY Alert that requires us to notify (via the website) the DEC of sewer spills within 2 hours of the incident.  
3. Cultural Art Center: Administrator Graham reported the CAC received funding and is moving forward.  Utilities will have to be relocated and our MUC will work closely with Colgate.
Old Business
Natural Gas

New Business  
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported that because the ground is frozen they are taking a few weeks off from digging.  They have been performing vehicle maintenance, and helping the electric/water department when needed.  There are now 18 active services.
1. EIA Report of Dept. of Energy: Administrator Graham stated he is sure that a Gas EIA 861 report will need to be filed.  
Old Business

1. Training: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to hire Premier to perform 3 training sessions for Village employees at $765.00 per day.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Board of Trustees to hire Ross Hoham for first responder training.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried

2. S.O.P. gas installation: A copy of the procedures was distributed to the Commissioners and will be given to the front office staff.   
3. PHSMA (pipeline hazardous material safety administration): Report needs to be filed online by March 15.
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: 
1. 2015-2016 Budget Recommendations: Treasurer Henderson distributed preliminary budgets and asked for input from the Commissioners.  Commissioner raises, administrative services, and attorney fees were briefly discussed.
2. Financial Reports: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 50%, expenses at 47%.  Water revenue is at 61%, expenses at 42%.  Sewer revenue is at 58%, expenses at 58%.  Gas revenue is at 3%, expenses at 2%.  Treasurer Henderson reported that the natural gas debt exclusion has been approved by the State Comptroller’s Office.
The next meeting will be March 10, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:49pm.
