President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of January 14, 2013: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the January 14, 2104, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  To the dismay of those present, Line Foreman Rhyde announced his plans to retire in December 2014 after 36 ½ years of employment with the Village of Hamilton.  
The new gas mechanics were introduced.  Chris Carhart, Jim McCann, and Bernie Kelly.  Each gave a brief report of their qualifications and past employment.  Gas Training is scheduled to begin on March 1.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: At the request of Clerk Scheckler, two new outside lights were installed at the Courthouse.  The crew is working on Spring Hill Road in preparation for boring for electric.  Attorney Stokes will need to obtain easements.  When time allows, poles along the railroad bed are being replaced.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no concerns at this time.
NYMPA-High Electric Bills: Administrator Graham reported that due to the length of the cold weather, electric demands have skyrocketed.  He distributed a worksheet that explains how the PPAC is calculated.  It is estimated that the PPAC kWh market rate will go from $0.02 to $0.05.  This is only an estimate.  The rate could be even higher.  A letter explaining this to our customers will be on our website, posted in the office, published in both papers, nextdoorhamilton, and on radiofreehamilton.com.  Having a different rate for all electric customers was also briefly discussed.
Old Business
Banners:  Clerk Scheckler distributed four renderings of possible banners for the MUC.  The size of lettering was discussed.  Administrator Graham stated that Harvey Kliman has a computer program that helps determine font size vs. banner size.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve illustration of banner #4.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Administrator Graham reported that yesterday he had a conference call with MRB’s Bill Davis and Attorney Kevin Brocks to discuss a non-typical phone call Attorney Brock’s received from the DEC regarding our concerns over the TMDL’s and our costs to make unfunded mandates to our WWTP.  Attorney Brocks will relay to the DEC that we would like our Nitrogen poundage raised from 3200 to 5200 per year, based on our .85 permit.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported he met with Gretchen McPhee, from NYSEG, regarding electric service at the Gatehouse.  Chris Carhart reported the crew is busy familiarizing themselves with the Village and are cleaning out an area at the Powerhouse to set up shop.

Old Business

Natural Gas Update: The Commission received a copy of a proposal for training the gas employees from DDS.  It would be 3 employees, for 10 days, in Rochester, not to exceed $30,200.00.  We are now a member of NGA so that not to exceed price may be lower.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the training with DDS for the gas employees.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Administrator Graham distributed the financials.  Electric revenues are at 59%, expenses are at 59%.  Water revenues are at 67%, expenses are at 42%.  Sewer revenues are at 68%, expenses are at 78%.  Gas revenues are at .04%, expenses are at 27%.
The next meeting will be March 11, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:42pm.
