Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
The Mayor welcomed the Boy Scouts to the meeting who are in attendance as a prerequisite for a merit badge.

Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: Administrator Graham asked for an executive session
A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the January 20, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the February 4, 2015, Special Meeting: Requested Changes: None
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the minutes of the January 6, 2015, Special Meeting as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried

Public Comment: Lynn Staley, Maple Ave, asked Attorney Stokes if it is legal to allow, during hunting season, a bow hunter, hunt on her property.  Attorney Stokes stated it is legal but there are laws that govern this.  She also stated that the residents are waiting for the Village to publish their deer control plan.
Chelly Crouch, Recreation Commission, asked permission to have an event, partnering with the Lions Club, to raise money for the ice rink, selling hot chocolate and having a fire pit in the next few weeks on a Saturday.  Ms. Crouch has received approval from Fire Chief Holcomb for the fire pits.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the use of Triangle Park for the fundraising event with fire pits.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.  
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: 

Bridges: No report
HBA: The members working on Dr. Seuss Day that is scheduled for February 28th.

Hamilton Initiative: No report.
July 4th Committee: Chair Linda Gorton is always working our July 4th celebration and lately has been giving me updates with the reminder that the warmth of July is not far away - about 130days.

Cultural Art Center:  Attended the community meeting for the progress report on the Center for Art and Culture.  The Colgate Trustees have approved the project to move forward and demolition of the current building at 18-20 Utica Street will begin this summer.  22 Utica St is now part of project with plans to house a cafe and community room on the first floor and museum staff offices on the second floor.

Represented the Village at the final Neighbor to Neighbor meeting held for students who will live off campus 2015-16.

Madison County Tourism hosted a meeting to launch a research study for 2015 to analyze the tourism market in Madison County.  Representatives from Young Strategies of Charlotte NC described the Research Project they will be working on for the five counties of Central New York Regional Economic Development Council.  Local businesses including local B&B’s are being asked to share their customer email data base so these visitors can be surveyed about their experience in our area.

The Mayor attended a NYMIR board meeting where large loss reports, municipal trucks, was discussed.
The Mayor, Chief Gifford, and Sergeant Worthley met with Colgate to discuss Spring Party events scheduled for April 25 & 26, 2015.

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: During January, vehicular/traffic violations accounted for the majority of the cases processed by the two Village justices.  Other violations included the following: one case of burglary, one possession of forged documents, one criminal trespass, and one criminal possession of a controlled substance.

Village Fire Dept: At a meeting on the second of the month, the Fountain Fire Company elected its officers for 2015.  John Basher is stepping down after serving as president for the past three years.  John Rathbone will take up the mantle, backed by Vice Presidents Rob Wise and Ahmed Khazee.  William Basher will serve as secretary, Bruce Prindle, as treasurer, and Jim Jerome, as personnel officer.

Pedestrian Safety Committee: Four members of the committee met on January 20th at 4:20pm in the Village Office.  Matthew Barber met with the group for the last time as he is moving out of the Village.  After a brief discussion about possible new members, it was decided that there were not enough members present to conduct business so the group dispersed at 4:30pm.  On February 14th, Samanthi Martinez tendered her resignation.
Public Relations: Information about the January meeting of the Board of Trustees appeared in the February 5th edition of the Mid-York Weekly.
Farmers’ Market: All the paper work necessary for the startup of the Village’s 2015 Farmers’ Market is set to go out. The packet includes the following: (a) rules and regulations for the Farmers’ Market, (b) vendor application, (c) letter to vendors, and (d) a pithy advertisement.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to adopt the 2015 Farmers’ Market Rules & Regulations and 2015 Application.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
Community Coalition (Bridges): The group met in the public library at 1:00 p.m. on January 29th where it continued brainstorming ways to be supportive of community efforts to protect our youth from an alcohol and drug culture with the primary focus being on youngsters of junior high and high school ages.  Contact with Hamilton Central brought a very thoughtful and thorough response from Dr. Curtin, the interim superintendent.  Gina Tori responded, also, suggesting brief programs suitable for forum.  The notion of holding coalition meetings at the school so that student leaders might easily participate was suggested.  
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Preparation continues for the audit.  Director Virgil still does not have a date for it.  

Director Virgil presented the process and a timeline for the yearly budget development.  This year’s budget proposal is the smallest % increase in nearly 5 years. Health insurance charges have increased in excess of $5000.

She presented the Circulation policy adopted in 2013 and asked the Board to consider updating it.

Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson was very helpful in assisting Director Virgil straighten out the January revenue and expense report.

The Friends of the Library report noted that they received a letter from the IRS acknowledging their mistake in taking away the tax exempt status, and all donations to the Friends following 2/19/14 are fully tax deductible.

Historical Commission: Meets next Monday.
Recreation Commission: There hasn’t been much use of the ice pond since the advent of this very cold weather, but prior to that, there were problems with a young man who used a sharp tool to chip big gouges in the ice.  He was spotted by several neighbors, but no one could identify him.  The HPD has been informed.

Winter break recreation activities began Monday, with a great variety of activities planned.  Monday’s skating was cancelled because of the very cold weather and wind chill.

Parks Advisory Committee: No report
Trails Committee: No report
Friends of the Symphony: We had our first meeting two weeks ago and divided up the various preparations among the members.  Rich Cohen reported that there won’t be an increase in Symphoria’s charge this year.  The date of the event is July 9th.
Shared Services Committee: No report
Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
ZRC: Our focus continues to be on parking and parking lots, especially relative to the Village Green.

Sam Cooper has written a section for the Code Book on commercial tower structures, such as the one Verizon is proposing.  It has been sent to Attorney Stokes for his review.

You’ve probably all seen the Committee’s letter in last week’s Mid York and Monday’s NDH announcing two meetings we’re going to hold, one at Good Nature Brewery and the other at the Library’s Community Room  to discuss with interested residents the provisions we’ve come up with which we believe will improve the residential health of the community.  
We’ll soon be starting on design standards for the 12B north commercial area. Many of our ideas will be variations from the Skaneateles Code.

Trustee Lura stated he would have preferred the ZRC send their recommendations to the Planning Board and the Trustees before any public forums were scheduled.  The Board of Trustees want a written report from the ZRC by April 2, 2015.  A meeting, inviting the Planning Board, has been scheduled for April 16, 2015, 6:30pm, at the Courthouse, to discuss the ZRC report.
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC:
1. Finger Lakes Technology will be using our poles to bring fiber optic cable to Colgate.

2.  Aerosmith technology has requested leasing of land at our water tower for the erection of a 150' high cell tower.  There are several issues to consider including airport landing and take-off obstruction, zoning height restriction of 75 feet, lease rate, aesthetics, and propriety of allowing cell tower near airport while objecting to windmills.  Sean and MUC will continue to examine the request.

3.  The Environmental Facilities Corporation will provide an interest free loan for the expected $8,000,000 improvements to sewer plant.

4.  Gas customers are being added although, because of the weather, it is currently on hold.  There are 18 active users, including hospital, Colgate, and the school.

5.  Gas safety training is being planned and scheduled for both staff and surrounding public safety agencies.

6.  The Commission agreed to recommend hiring Barton and Loguidice Engineering to undertake a structural needs and functional survey of the Village office building.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1.  Snow removal has been a major activity & priority.

2.  DPW Supervisor Weaver has been working on 3 year spending plan and budget.

3.  Regular maintenance.

4.  Continuing to sell salt brine.

5.  Loaned Town of Madison a truck while theirs was being repaired.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report
PCD: 
The PCD approved a conflict of interest policy for their board.  They continue to work on moving from a part-time director to full-time director.

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department:  Have been working on a sexual assault case from the University.  These are very delicate and time consuming cases.  The case regarding the scuffle on Airport Road was the result of an intoxicated person grabbing Officer Gates by the throat.  Everyone is ok.  The case is now before Judge Bogan.  We have investigated numerous property damage accidents over the last week. We assisted State Police on Rte. 12B with a vehicle accident near Middleport Road.  

Airport/Airpark Commission:  The contractor is aware that the security fence and trail needs to be looked at - weather has prevented this from happening.  The Canal Assoc. is having a run/walk on May 2 - hopefully will be addressed by then.  Property sales and Verizon’s cell tower request were also discussed.

Deer Task Force: Met on Monday, February 2 to discuss culling on Colgate property in the village (golf course and property on College Street across from the doctor’s offices).  Mike Jasper from Colgate attended and we discussed next steps which include identifying specific locations for the cull to include in a detailed plan to Colgate.  Mayor Miller stated before we move forward, she would like to have a discussion with the DEC.

ADMINISTRATOR GRAHAM’s REPORT

Administrator Graham reported he has been contacted by the company that owns the wind turbines on Crow Hill to see if the Village is interested in a renewable energy certificates.  Administrator Graham asked them for a proposal that the MUC could review. We are under contract until 2025 for our hydropower.  Graham stated he would like the Village to join a consortium.

UNDERTAKING

For the benefit of

The New York State Department of Transportation

In connection with work affecting state highways


WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton, from time to time receives permits from the New York State Department of Transportation (hereinafter referred to as the “NYSDOT”) and otherwise conducts activities and operations upon highways and/or within right-of-way controlled by the State of New York for such purposes as the obstruction, installation, construction, maintenance and/or operation of facilities; and


WHEREAS, Permittee’s access and operation upon state right-of-way is conditioned upon compliance with Highway Law Sections 52, 103, 203 and/or 234, including the conditions that permittee assume all responsibility for (a) the temporary control of all modes of traffic (including motorizes and non-motorizes travel) affected by Permittee’s operations, (b) complete restoration of state facilities to their condition prior to permitted use or activity, and (c) all claims, damages, losses and expenses,

NOW, THEREFORE, in relation to all operations and/or actions undertaken within state right-of-way, Permittee hereby agrees to the following terms and conditions:

1. Permit Application. Excepting only activities undertaken to protect public safety because of emergency conditions or incidents, Permittee shall provide timely written notice of NYSDOT of operations or activities affecting state right-of-way.  Under normal circumstances, a minimum of five business days notice shall be provided.  Notification of emergency activities shall be provided to NYSDOT as soon as practicable after the activity.  The Permittee shall apply for project-specific permits for activities not allowed under and existing annual permit.  Such application shall identify proposed project locations, desired dates/hours, proposed work/activities, traffic control, and site restoration

2. Applicable Rules, Regulations & Conditions.  Permittee shall comply with all of the laws, rules and regulations applicable to construction, maintenance activities and operations and shall further comply with such terms and conditions that may be imposed by NYSDOT in connection with permitted activity or operations.  Temporary Traffic Control, highway safety appurtenances, and restoration of state facilities shall be completed in accordance with NYSDOT regulations and standards.
3. Site Restoration. Permittee shall, at its own expense, promptly complete the work allowed under each permit and, within a reasonable time, restore State property damages by its work/activities to substantially the same or equivalent condition as existed before such work was begun as determined by the Commissioner or his/her designee.  In the event that the Permittee fails to restore damages State property within what the Commissioner deems to be a reasonable time, the Commissioner, after giving written notice to the Permittee, may restore the property to substantially the same or equivalent condition as existed before the Permittee’s work/activities, in which case, Permittee agrees to reimburse the expenses in connection therewith.
4. Payment & Release of Liens.  Permittee shall be responsible for the payment of all costs and materials relating to its work in the public right-of-way, and agrees to defend and save harmless NYSDOT against any and all lien claims made by persons supplying services or materials to Permittee in connection with Permittee’s work.
5. Indemnity. In addition to the protection afforded to NYSDOT under any available insurance, NYSDOT shall not be liable for any damage or injury to the Permittee, its agents, employees, or to any other person, or to any property, occurring on the site or in any way associated with Permittee’s activities or operations, whether undertaken by Permittee’s own forces or by contractors or other agents working on Permittee’s behalf.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Permittee agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the State of New York, NYSDOT, and their agents from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to, claims for personal injuries, property damage, wrongful death, and/or environmental claims and attorney fees arising out of such claim, that are in any way associated with the Permittee’s , activities or operations under any and all permits issued using this Undertaking.
FURTHERMORE, Permittee hereby warrants that the obligation of this Undertaking are backed by the full faith and credit of Permittee.  Permittee may insure or bond any of the obligations set forth herein, or may rely upon self-insurance, budgeted funds, or funds for general operations.

This Undertaking shall be applicable to all permitted activities and operations undertaken after the date of execution and work initiated while this Undertaking is in effect.  This Undertaking may be revoked by the Permittee or rejected by NYSDOT upon thirty days written notice but will continue to apply to all permitted activities/operations that were permitted by virtue of this Undertaking.  Unless terminating for the purpose of future activities/operations, this Undertaking shall have a term of twenty (20) years and shall be kept on file to facilitate the issuance of future permits to which it will apply

Structural Evaluation

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton has determined that it is in the best interest of the Village that an evaluation of the Village office building be performed in order to assess the need for currently needed repairs, and to also evaluate programming and feasibility of renovations and/or expansion for future Village use; and

WHEREAS, in response to its request and solicitation, the Municipal Utilities Commission received 12 proposals; and

WHEREAS, the MUC has interviewed representatives of the 12 responding firms; and

WHEREAS, the MUC has recommended that the Village of Hamilton enter into an agreement for services with Barton and Loguidice to perform the requested evaluation of the Village office building; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, THAT THE Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees approves the contract with Barton and Longuidice under the terms described in its proposal and at a cost not to exceed Four Thousand, Four Hundred dollars ($4,400.00), and authorizes the Mayor to execute the contract in such form and with such content as approved by the attorney for the Village.

Natural Gas Personnel

Training Services

WHEREAS, the Public Service Commission (PSC) requires the Village of Hamilton’s Municipal Gas Utility to provide ongoing training to personnel that respond to gas emergencies; and
WHEREAS, Premier Utilities has proposed to provide services as set forth and described in its proposal at a not to exceed cost of seven hundred, sixty-five dollars ($765.00)/day, not to exceed five (5) days; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission has reviewed the proposal for training submitted by Premier Utility Services and has recommended that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees approve the proposal and agreement between Premier Utility Services and the Village of Hamilton as presented; now
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, THAT THE Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees approves the contract with Premier Utility Services at a cost not to exceed $3,825.00 and authorizes the Mayor to execute the contract in such form and with such content as approved by the attorney for the Village.

Dr. Seuss Day: Administrator Graham reported he met with Donna Jarcho.  She has asked to use the Village Green for snow sculptures on Dr. Seuss Day on 2/28. MRB Group:  Have been hired to address the Chesapeake Bay Nitrogen and Phosphorous limit levels set by the EPA.  There is a planning and funding meeting schedule for 2/18 at 9:30am at the Village Office.
Drones: Cannot be operated without a license and the permission of the facility or within 5 miles of an Airport.
Damaged Equipment: A large stone, the size of a bowling ball, damaged a piece of equipment over the weekend.  The stone was left on the W. Pleasant sidewalk and went into the snow blower which resulted in a tremendous amount of damage.
Chenango Canal Association: Have planned a 5k run for May 2 along the trail.  The trail should be done by then.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to allow the race along the trail and airport.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
VILLAGE OF HAMILTON HISTORICAL COMMISSION CHARTER

Introduction: This document describes the purpose, authority, membership, and functioning of the Hamilton Historical Commission.

Background: The Village of Hamilton has acquired, through donation and collection, many artifacts related to the history of the Village. These varied items are of significant value and require careful maintenance, security, and display.

Existence: The existence of the Hamilton Historical Commission is hereby confirmed, ratified and approved.
Authority and Responsibilities: The responsibilities and duties of the Commission are to: 

1. catalogue, organize, and otherwise maintain items of historic value and interest acquired by the Village of Hamilton.

2. function as an advisory body to the Village Board of Trustees, including making recommendations to the Board of Trustees regarding appropriate historical items offered to the Village from donors.

3. organize, as appropriate, displays of groupings of certain artifacts.

4. consider specific related issues that may be referred to the Commission by the Mayor, Trustees, or, at the discretion of the Commission, from private citizens.

5. establish liaisons with other governmental agencies as necessary.

Appointment and Vacancies:

1. The Commission will consist of seven members, who shall be appointed by the Mayor subject to the approval of the Board of Trustees. All members shall reside in the greater Hamilton-Madison area. Terms shall be for two years, and members may be re-appointed to repeated terms without limit. Terms shall be staggered so that no more than four members’ terms expire in any given year. The Village/ Town Historian shall always be a member of the Commission.

2. The Commission members shall elect the Chairperson of the Commission.

3. Vacancies will be filled by the Mayor for the remainder of the departing member’s term. If the Chairperson should resign before the end of his/her term, the members shall choose a new Chairperson from among the Commission members.

Liaison with the Board of Trustees:

The Mayor may appoint a member from among the Trustees to be a liaison between the Commission, the Mayor, and the Board of Trustees. The liaison may attend all meetings, but shall not have a vote.

Meetings:

1. Meetings shall be held monthly unless the Chairperson determines otherwise.

2. Special meetings may be held if required, and meetings may be called by the Mayor or Village Administrator as deemed necessary, but not on less than two (2) days’ notice, except in cases of emergency.

3. Minutes of all meetings shall be kept and filed in the office of the Village Clerk. The Commission shall designate from among its members a secretary or other individual to take such minutes.

4. A quorum shall consist of four (4) members. All actions, motions and resolutions of the Commission shall require approval by a quorum of the Commission.

This charter was approved at the February 17, 2015 meeting of the Village of
Hamilton Board of Trustees. This charter is effective as of its date of approval.

VILLAGE of HAMILTON RECREATION COMMISSION CHARTER

Introduction: This document describes the purpose, authority, membership and functioning of the Village of Hamilton Recreation Commission.
Existence: The existence of the Village of Hamilton Recreation Commission is hereby confirmed, ratified and approved.

Authority and Responsibilities: The responsibilities of the Commission are to:

a. provide the Mayor, Board of Trustees, and Village Administrator with advice and counsel concerning all matters involving the operation of the Village's recreation programs.

b. advise the Board of Trustees on specific issues that may be referred to the Commission by the Mayor, Village Administrator, the Board of Trustees, or area residents.

c. act as liaison with other local, state, and federal agencies as necessary.

d. provide recreational activities for area children through summer and winter recreation programs.

e. consider options for, and make recommendations regarding recreational programming which may come before the Commission.

Membership

a. The Commission shall consist of not less than six and not more than nine members, which shall include a chairperson (who shall be elected from among the members), and the Director of Recreation for the Village.

b. All members and the Chairperson shall be residents of the Village or Town of Hamilton.

c. Terms of membership shall be for two years.

d. No person shall serve more than six consecutive terms as a member of the Commission.

Appointments

a. The Mayor, with the approval of the Board of Trustees, shall appoint members to the Commission. Current Commission members may propose prospective members to the Mayor.

b. The Commission shall elect, from among its members, a Chairperson.

c. The Mayor may appoint a member of the Board of Trustees to act as liaison between the Commission and the Board of Trustees. Such liaison may attend Commission meetings, but shall not be a voting member of the Commission.

Vacancies

a. If a Commission member vacates his/her position before the completion of his/her term, and the Commission desires to fill that vacancy, the Mayor shall appoint an individual to fill the remainder of that term.

b. If the Chairperson resigns before the completion of his/her term, the Commission shall elect a new Chairperson from among its members.

c. If the Chairperson is unable to attend a meeting, the Commission shall choose a temporary Chair from among the members present.

Meetings

a. Meetings shall be held at the discretion of the Chair and the Director of Recreation, but they shall be held no less than three times/year.

b. Special meetings may be called by the Mayor or Village Administrator as necessary, but with not less than two days' notice.

c. A quorum shall consist of a majority of the total number of appointed and sitting Commission members. All actions, motions and resolutions of the Commission shall require approval by a quorum of the Commission.

d. Minutes of all meetings of the Commission shall be kept and filed in the office of the Village Clerk. The Commission shall designate from among its members a secretary or other individual to take such minutes.

A RESOLUTION TO SCHEDULE A SPECIAL VILLAGE ELECTION REGARDING THE PROPOSED FORMATION OF THE TOWN OF HAMILTON AMBULANCE DISTRICT AND TO DESIGNATE THE PLACE, TIME AND ELECTION INSPECTORS FOR SAID SPECIAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON MARCH 23, 2015 

WHEREAS, by resolution # 9-2015, duly adopted at a special meeting held on February 4, 2015, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton determined that the question of whether the Village of Hamilton shall grant its consent to the formation of the Hamilton Ambulance District to include within said district all parcels of land within the incorporated limits of the Village of Hamilton that are in the Town of Hamilton shall be subject to referendum pursuant to the provisions of Article 9 of the Village Law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton in regular session duly convened that, for reasons of efficiency and economy and pursuant to the authority conferred by subdivision 5 of section 103 of the General Municipal Law, the Village of Hamilton shall standardize its purchase of fire retardant turnout gear for use by the Hamilton Fire Department by purchasing only turnout gear manufactured by Globe Manufacturing Company, Inc., and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the reasons supporting this determination are as follows:


1.
Firefighter safety is of paramount importance. As the useful life of existing turnout gear expires, it is imperative that new gear be purchased. Not all existing gear was purchased at the same time, and therefore not all gear will need to be replaced at one time.


2.
In emergency situations, it is imperative that firefighters be familiar with their turnout gear. Standardization to a single manufacturer will ensure that the firefighter is using the same gear he or she has trained with and is accustomed to.


3.
By standardizing to a single manufacturer of turnout gear, individual pieces in the Fire Department inventory may be interchangeable, thereby increasing efficiency and reducing waste.
