APPROVED MINUTES

Public Present:  Chelly Crouch, Rec Commission; Harvey Kliman;  Suzanne Collins, Town of Hamilton; Alexandra Mountford & Ryan Montalvo, Habitat for Humanity 
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda:    A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the January 21, 2014 Regular Meeting: Requested Changes:

A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the January 21, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the January 14, 2014 Special Meeting: A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the February 3, 2014 Special Meeting: A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to accept the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Public Comment: Alexandra Mountford and Ryan Montalvo, from Habitat for Humanity, stated that they would like to conduct a 5k run on April 12, 2014, from 8am-2pm and use the Village Green.  They are requesting that E Broad St be closed during the race.  They may have amplified sound and will have Holy Smoke catering.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the road closure as requested.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.  Administrator Graham stated that Ms. Mountford will be responsible for placing the road close signs and cones on the day of the race and replacing them on the porch.  The garbage will need to go in the dumpster behind the Library.  Ms. Mountford was instructed to notify the Village Police Department of their plans.
Harvey Kliman informed the Trustees of a proposed 5k run, sponsored by the Clean Water Coalition, at the Airport on May 3, 2014, mostly on the trails.
Chelly Crouch asked for clarification of money spent/charged against the donations received.  Treasurer Henderson reported that no man hours (personnel services) have been charged to the ice rink, only the liner, the freight charges, 2 roof rakes, chain link, and steps have been charged to that account.  Approaching the Town of Hamilton for funds to pay for labor was suggested by the Trustees.
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.
HBA: No report.
Chief Gifford and the Mayor participated in a Spring Party Weekend, April 25 & 26, 2014, meeting called by Dean Nelson.  Trustee Servedio went to follow up meeting with Stake holders.

The Mayor made brief presentation at PSC public hearing on our natural gas project that was held at the Library.
The Mayor attended Center for Art and Culture Building committee meeting whose focus was on the budget and fund raising.

Sargent Worthley and the Mayor participated in Neighbors to Neighbors meeting to explain Village expectations to Colgate students who will be living off campus next year.   We have our last session tomorrow night.

The Mayor participated in a meeting called by President Herbst to discuss the possibility of sharing services and a building with Birnie Bus, Colgate, the Town of Hamilton and our DPW.  The Mayor had a follow up meeting with Mr. Birnie, Brian Hutzley, Peter Darby, Bert Glazier and Mayor Miller to discuss possible locations.   The group concluded that the corner of Hamilton and Spring St would be first choice.   Brian Hutzley was going to take the suggestion back to his office to find out if it is available from Colgate.

The Mayor attended the monthly meeting with Deans Nelson and Brown.  Discussed Alcohol and Other Drug external review team meeting that Dean Brown and the Mayor had just attended - reps from Cornell and Harvard received information from committee members to learn what Colgate is doing to address these issues, also discussed proposed development in the downtown and they asked about progress on the food truck idea.

The Mayor participated in conference call on a new Consolidated Fund Application for grant for natural gas conversions of Colgate properties.  

The Mayor made “state of the Village” presentations to the Rotary and Hamilton Club.
The Mayor participated in two candidate meetings for the Colgate VP for Communications.
The Mayor attended NYCOM Legislative Conference in Albany- discussion centered around the governor’s proposal to put additional pressure on local officials to stay within the cap but with no sign of any mandate relief or other additional funding.  Under this proposal, municipalities must show more consolidation and sharing of services.

The Mayor attended presentation by Home HeadQuarters Inc on a new loan program for homeowners.  The presentation was held at CORE federal credit union in Morrisville.

Best of all, the Mayor went to 2 Birthday Parties for Margaret Stanley to celebrate her 100th Birthday.

Airport/Airpark Commission:  
Security Substation/Fence: Administrator Graham reported that we still have not received word from the NYS DOT regarding funding. We received an email from DOT requesting more information.  Our consultants responded that we have provided all the requested material and asked when funds will be allocated.  The consultants suggested a meeting that could include Senator Valesky to discuss the project.  Airport Signs: Commissioner Kliman stated that he contacted the Madison County Highway Superintendent, Joe Wasinski, who said they only do small routine signs.  The Commissioners are asking the Trustees to approve the two signs: runway side 1.75 high X 8 ft. long and driveway side 1 ft. high X 4 ft. long. The cost from Voss Signs is $270 for these aluminum signs. 

Resolution #10-2014

Airport Signage

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Airport Airpark Commission (APPC) has determined that signage is needed to inform both aviators utilizing the Airport facilities and persons visiting the facility by ground transportation; and 

WHEREAS, the APPC recommends to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees (BOT) that they execute they authorize the construction and placement of two signs; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes the APPC to construct and place the two signs as proposed; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the signs shall be installed by the Village of Hamilton Department of Public Works; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total not to exceed cost, without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton BOT, for the construction of the signs shall be Three hundred and Eighty Two dollars and Ninety Five cents ($270.00).

Motion by Trustee Cooper, Seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.


Chairman Albrecht expressed his concern with the recent information he received regarding a committee that has been formed to market the airpark.   Administrator Graham also stated his concerns with having a committee of non-Village taxpayers making decisions for the Airpark that could potentially affect the Village taxpayers.  The Commission thought the committee should be an ad hoc committee that would report to the APC and have a charter, with parameters.  Chair Albrecht will connect with the committee spokesperson and Mayor Miller on these concerns.   Trustee Lura does not feel the Airport Commission is not the right group to oversee the marketing at the Airpark.


8-10 Bay Tee Hangar Project: Administrator Graham reported we received notice of a grant for 8-10 tee hangars with an $83,000.00 match.  The total project is estimated at $830,000.00.  The Commission would like a project at the Airport that will generate revenue.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Trustees to move forward with the 8-10 bay tee hangar grant PIN 2915.67 with the New York State Department of Transportation.

NEW YORK STATE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

NEW YORK STATE AVIATION CAPITAL GRANT PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) has offered a grant for work to be completed at the Hamilton Municipal Airport; the project being described as the Construction of an 8 -10 Bay T-Hangar – (PIN 2915.67) and;

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton desires to advance the Project by committing funds for the local match; funding shares being State $747,000.00; Local $83,000.00; and total $830,000.00, now, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby endorses and approves the project being described as the Construction of an 8-10 Bay T-Hangar – (PIN 2915.67) for the amount of $830,000.00 and it is further;

RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton’s Board of Trustees make available all necessary funds to match the New York State grant share of funds for said project, and further

RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the Village of Hamilton is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements on behalf of the Village of Hamilton with NYSDOT in connection with the Project.

Motion by Trustee Cooper, Seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.


5K Fun Run: The Commission was approached by a student representative from the Clean Water Coalition at Colgate University to have a 5 K run on a pre-determined course around the airport property on April13 to benefit the Chenango Canal Association. The start/finish would be at the Canal Sign at the Airport. Keeping runners/walkers off the south end of the runway is a major priority.  The Commission would like a more detailed plan presented at the March meeting, but supported the idea of having a run at the Airport. A memo from the Clean Water group was received today. 

Bridges: The committee welcomed a new member, Wesley Smith, who shared his background working with youth who have experienced substance abuse issues at the various churches where he has served. We also distributed flyers on the Free Medication Disposal Event to be held from 11 to 1 PM on Tuesday February 25 at the Village Library in partnership with the Library and Hamilton Police Department.

The new brochure on the Hamilton Area Bridges Coalition was distributed at the Trustee meeting.
Shared Services: No report.

Compost Club: No report.              

ZRC: We are nearing completion of  Article III-Zoning Districts  including Residential zones, Institutional Zones, working through Business Zone (including Business Green, Business Eaton Street , Business 12B north, Airpark-Port, Business Peripheral, Business North). We have just started to use Google Documents that will allow the committee members to enter suggestions between meetings.  

TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Director Virgil is preparing to lead a group of Mid-York System librarians at Library Advocacy Day in Albany on 2/26; they plan to speak to Senator Valesky.  Albany is threatening to cut library state funding considerably. A professor and her class from Syracuse’s School of Information Sciences are evaluating the library’s space and developing plans for a teen space with appropriate materials.  The Board is both concerned and puzzled about the Village’s consideration of taking the library off their property insurance policy.

Historical Commission: The February meeting is next Monday.  Denise Leone has again been invited, but has not responded.  The Commission wondered why Regina Silvestri’s proposal, which was presented at the January meeting, was to proclaim 2014 as the “Year of Alexander Hamilton,” because this year does not mark any significant anniversary in his life.  They thought perhaps 2019 – Colgate’s bicentennial- would be more appropriate because the Commission could work with Colgate.  If the Board thinks we should go ahead with it this year, the Commission suggested it work with the Shared Services Committee so the Town could be included.

Parks & Recreation: Harry Jarcho is away this week – the school break week.  He arranged a different activity for each day, e.g. the climbing wall and the Lineberry Pool at Colgate, and Anne Marie Weeks, Chair of the Commission, has been lining up one Commission member, including me, to spend time at each activity to get a sense of how it’s going and how many youngsters are participating in each.  Trustee Lura would like to have better advertising as he stated he had someone ask him about it.  Additional information about the proposed Flag Football which we approved at last month’s meeting – suggested dates: 4/5 – 5/10 and 9/6 – 10/11 on Saturday mornings for scrimmages only.  They will use the outfield of any practice field at Hooks Wiltse which is available.  Since they plan to use cones to set up the field, they won’t need painted lines.  Sign-ups will be the same time as those for Little League and AYSO soccer.

The rink is going beautifully.  Several volunteers have shoveled, used a snow blower to clear snow, etc.  DPW has helped out a lot.  There continues to be difficulty deciding which account to charge or to use only money raised by volunteers.  Chelly Crouch is continuing to raise funds.  The Madison County Grant of $3,500.00 was received.
Mural Commission: No report.
Friends of 4th of July: Linda Gorton, Chair, has been sending Mayor Miller and Trustee Kliman updates.  The theme will be “From Sea to Shining Sea.”  Linda continues to line up bands.  New this year will be an information booth; its location is still being discussed.

Farmers’ Market: A motion was made to continue membership in the Route 20 Association for $75.00 by Trustee Kliman.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried. 
Trails Committee: Communications from several residents have expressed concerns that following one of the recent big snows, snowmobiles “ruined” the trail for walkers and skiers along the West side of the runway towards Woodman’s Pond and from Eaton St. to the West side. Additional signage was requested; last year the Board decided those portions of the trail would be off-limits to snowmobiles.  Margaret talked with Randy and DPW will put up more “No Motorized Vehicle” signs along the areas mentioned.  Residents also suggested that signs be added with “Walkers and Snowshoers Keep Right; Skiers Keep Left.”  We thought people needed to use common sense about this, and the HPD will not be expected to monitor the use of the trail.  Yesterday on NextdoorHamilton someone posted about 2 dangerous incidents that occurred, involving snowmobiles and a walker and 2 snowmobiles that almost collided head-on.  The trail is quite curvy in places which adds to the danger of snowmobiles using it along with walkers and skiers.   The village will contact the Moonlight Riders for assistance.
Friends of the Symphony: The Committee had its first meeting, including new members, Jennifer and Jason Meyers.  Rich Cohen plans to meet with Symphor!a’s administrator in the next couple weeks, and present her with the list we made up of relatively short, lively classical pieces which we would like them to perform in place of so many show tunes and movie themes.  (We don’t want to eliminate these entirely.)  The Trustees did not think that this was necessary.  Trustee Cooper stated that maybe using the words “balanced program” would be sufficient.  We also discussed the donor letter.

Shared Services Committee:  No report.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report.
PCD: 
1.  The housing committee continues to look at options for new housing.
2.  The By-laws committee is in the process of revising the by-laws.  Micro assistance grants are available for small businesses.
TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Trustee Servedio met with Chief Gifford and talked about initiatives like tasers and bicycles for the officers and the many hidden costs involved with implementation of them.  He has been working on his budget and feels that he has things in order.
Hamilton Fire Department: Chief Holcomb is getting a quote for new cabinet and shelves for the communication room.  He is also working with Treasurer Henderson on the budget.


Hamilton Court: Working on the upcoming budget.  Talked with Judge Bogan about eliminating the Village Justice seat.  Based on a study done 4 years ago the Village would lose revenue.  His budget is ready and he will be submitting it.

Pedestrian Safety: Bruce Moseley and Bill Ferguson were guests - they spoke about the crosswalks between Trudy Fitness Center and Reid Athletic Center and in front of the Post Office.  Julie Dudrick recommended writing a letter and asking  the village to submit it - addressing previous steps that the DOT took to remedy this problem.  

Bruce Moseley talked about the crosswalks at Hamilton College have flashing lights and lights in the pavement that are activated when someone is in the crosswalk.  Matt Barber said that there is a crosswalk in Cazenovia where they put a sign in the middle and a light in the middle and now drivers are aware of it.  

Bruce Moseley will work with Julie Dudrick to draft a letter to the state DOT and Trustee Servedio will find out who should be copied on this letter - Dave Valesky, Bill Magee, etc...  We will include the previous letter sent by Sue McVaugh that encouraged them to lower the speed limit.  The letter will be sent to the BOT to send on behalf of the PSC.

Julie Dudrick suggested we write a letter to the new developer in the village to let them know that we are a very walking/pedestrian friendly community and that we would appreciate them taking that into consideration when building.  We want them to know that we are in support of their plans and want to work with them.  Possibly use this letter as a template for future developers coming into the village.  The letter will be sent to the BOT to send on behalf of the PSC.

Talked about the 4-way stop at Maple and Lebanon.  Trustee Servedio will bring this up at the BOT meeting to see where we are now that the STEP grant has fallen through.  Unsure how to proceed with possible new development at that intersection.

Anna Roberts has been trying to coordinate with Madison Lane to teach the residents how to use the Colgate cruiser.  Since then the cruiser has stopped going to Madison Lane.  Anna Roberts has written a resolution, through Colgate’s Student Senate, to ask them to stop there again.  
Tree Committee:  No report.



Campus Safety: Bill Ferguson reported all is going well this semester. Chief Gifford and Bill Ferguson explained how Campus Safety can now talk directly to the state police from their radios - thanks to HPD!   

5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.

Other: Spring Party Weekend meeting 2/6/14.  Trustee Servedio attended the SPW meeting in place of Mayor Miller.  Michael Maningas reported that they are trying to cut the event down to Friday and Saturday - in the past it has grown to almost a full week.  All events will conclude by 2am, all concerts will end by midnight to comply with the sound law.  Michael Maningas asked if there were costs incurred by HPD, HFD, and DPW during this event.   Last year SOMAC submitted a bill to them to cover their costs.  Chief Gifford said that it cost the HPD roughly $9,500. Treasurer Henderson is looking into any other fees incurred.

WHEREAS, it has been determined that the gas route shall start at the corner of NYS Route 46 and Perkins Road Within the Town of Eaton and move South through the Town of Madison through the Village of Hamilton and Terminate at the Southern boundary of the Village of Hamilton, including other distribution pipe throughout the Village streets and private property; and

WHEREAS, Earlville Land Surveying (ELS) shall provide professional Land Surveying services as stipulated in their proposal submitted on January 24th, 2014 marked "Branch Easements"; and

WHEREAS, The Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission makes recommendation to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees that they authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement between ELS and the Village of Hamilton as described above; now
