Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 
Approval of Agenda: Changes: Chairman Larson requested under New Business, preliminary discussion of zoning recommendation of possible Annexation of property 12B South of the Village.
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of November 20, 2014, Minutes:  Changes: 
1. Hamilton Theater LLC-5th sentence-add “must be” after “plan”, 8th sentence-delete “a gate”, add a comma after SEQR, delete “with” after “SEQR”

A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
New Business
Scott Williams-Special Permit 3 Lebanon Street-plans labelled Basement Work Room Plan, Jan. 22, 2015, sheet BWR-1, by Bruce Ward Architect, AIA.  Mr. Williams stated that the basement area is needed for prep kitchen space, staff storage, employee bath, and overflow seating.  Chair Larson stated the Special Permit and Building Permit must be signed by the Owner of the property and an EAF short form (SEQR).  Member Fuller asked Mr. Scott to explain the egress in the back of the building.  Mr. Scott remarked that the alley would be lit and signed appropriately according to code.  The overflow seating in the basement will be minimalistic.  Attorney Stokes stated that interior layout and seating is not in the jurisdiction of the Planning Board.  Chair Larson stated that a site plan with the dimensions (width) of the alley up to the gate, down lighting, and public access clearly marked on site plan.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson to accept the site plan for Noodles13346 LLC. At 3 Lebanon Street, drawing dated 8/6/14, revised 9/19/14, revised 11/21/14 for the first floor plan, and lower floor plan dated 1/22/15, with additions to site plan to show full width of the alley way to the East of the shop, showing safe public access to the existing rear door adjacent to the existing gate in the alley way with adequate lighting, etc., with amended paperwork applications that have appropriate signatures, etc., that this is an unlisted action under SEQR and we expected no adverse environmental impacts, a short form EAF needs to be completed.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The store manager was introduced to the Board.
Review Cell Phone Tower Regulation: The Board reviewed the Town of Hamilton’s code on Cell Towers. Attorney Stokes stated this is too broad for the Village.  He recommends determining where towers should be allowed and then write the code.
Zoning Recommendation for Annexation of Route 12B South Property: After discussing, the Board will consider a planned development district for this lot.
Oren Property: CEO Forth gave the Board and FYI that they are looking to annex a parcel on Spring Street.
McDonalds Sign Request: CEO Forth reported McDonalds would like to replace the current interior lighting on the top of their sign with LED lights.  There will be no other changes to the sign.
Hamilton Theater LLC Request: CEO Forth stated that Kate, from the Theater, has stated they may be changing the current marque to LED digital. 
The next meeting will be March 26, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:30p.m.
