Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

No agenda.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of December 16, 2010 - A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the December 16, 2010, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Livestock in Village

Member Barrett asked CEO McGinnis if Joyce Nevison had chickens at her business in the Village on Mill Street in an R3 zone.  CEO McGinnis is unsure, but will investigate.  According to code 174.15, no livestock or fowl may be raised in the Village in R2 or R3 districts.  Chairman McVaugh stated there are very detailed minutes on the uses of this property and can be referenced if needed.

Wesley Wendt proposed use of 12B South property

Chairman McVaugh reported there is a meeting on Wednesday, March 2, 2011, with Wesley Wendt, Representatives from Hamilton Central School, Mayor McVaugh, Director Sean Graham and Town Supervisor Bob Kuiper to discuss the possible annexation of Mr. Wendt’s property at the southend of the Village.  Mr. Wendt is proposing building non-student townhouses.  He would like to have Village water and sewer.  The Planning Board envisions this as an R1 or R2 district.  The Town of Hamilton has this zoned commercial.  Member Fuller suggested the Village provide water and sewer to Mr. Wendt’s property and not annex the property as another possibility.

Parry’s planned move to old Grand Union

CEO McGinnis is concerned that there is not really a plan for the planned district.  Chairman McVaugh stated there needs to be some direction for CEO McGinnis.  The Board suggests following the B2 district guidelines and to require a site plan review.  CEO McGinnis suggested outdoor displays of merchandise and equipment also come before the Board under the site plan review.

A motion was made by Chairman McVaugh that the Board adopt a procedure for the former Ames Plaza planned district, that it be understood to be essentially a B2, but subject to site plan review by the Planning Board.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

Sam Stradling/Food Cupboard
The Food Cupboard is interested in Mr. Sacco’s property on Montgomery Street to construct a new home for the Food Cupboard.  They are trying to create a space for possibly housing the indoor Farmers’ Market, currently in Poolville and Morrisville.  This is completely exploratory.  Chairman McVaugh stated he told Mr. Stradling with new construction the guidelines are unclear within BT, but recommends a slightly residential feel.  Chairman McVaugh asked the Board what category this would fall under.  174.62 (minimum required off-street parking) was reviewed.  Computation of parking spaces will be an issue.  Land Use #23 (non religious, charitable or philanthropic organization, SC in BT) was discussed.  Space for delivery trucks was discussed.  174-60 and 174.60(B) were referenced by Chairman McVaugh as alternatives.  Chairman McVaugh requested Members investigate before this is brought to the Board.

Next meeting is scheduled for March 24, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
