APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Jerry Fuller; Members: Morgan Larson, Ben Eberhardt, and Julie Dudrick; Attorney Jim Stokes; Trustee Cooper; CEO McGinnis; Absent: Member Kristian Newman
Public Present: Harvey Kliman
Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.  
Approval of Agenda: No agenda provided.  
New Business
Airport Signage:  APC Commissioner Harvey Kliman distributed renderings of the 2 proposed signs for the Airport.  A quote from Voss signs is $270.00.  Chair Fuller referenced code 133-9, public information signage.  Member Eberhardt stated that most signs such as these have the elevation listed.  Commissioner Kliman will relay this to the APC.  Member Larson reference code 133-14.  A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to endorse the two signs, drawings dated 2-14-14, with elevation listed, at the Municipal Airport submitted by Commissioner Kliman.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.
Colgate Hockey Rink:  Paul Fick, Jyoti Naik, CEO McGinnis, Administrator Graham and Chair Fuller met in the earlier part of February to discuss the proposed hockey rink.  This is an I1 district.  If the land use activity is within 300ft of a residential district boundary a special permit is needed.  Member Larson referenced 174.22(B).  Colgate’s argument is that there is already a rink in the district.  CEO McGinnis asked does the use encompass the entire zone or just the land disturbance.  There is not a requirement for parking.  The soccer field will be relocated to the west practice field.
Boardinghouse: With the sale of Wayne’s Market and the Laundromat, required parking for some of the boardinghouses will be lost.  CEO McGinnis stated that this will be an issue when it is time for renewal of boardinghouse permits.
Dialysis Center: Member Larson asked if they had a special permit.  He suggested reviewing the special permit at the next meeting it to see if the parking requirement is being met.
Townhouse Development: CEO McGinnis reported plans are to build south of Oneida Savings Bank.  Mr. Kliman stated that some of that space was to remain green due to the old school begin there; CEO McGinnis stated he will search his files and report at the next meeting.
Modifications to Sign Law: Chair Fuller stated that last August the Planning Board was given revisions to the sign law.  The Board will discuss at next month’s meeting.  Chair Fuller will forward documents to Board members.
The next meeting will be March 27, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Chair Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:58p.m.
