The Mayor called the meeting to order at 4:30pm.  President Basher called the meeting to order for the MUC at 4:30pm

A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Village Trustee the hiring of Chris Carhart, a third gas employee, for mechanical tech.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to accept the recommendation by the MUC for the hiring of Chris Carhart as the third gas employee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

Administrator Graham reported that he received a proposal late this afternoon from MRB, for $8,500.00, to address the I & I at the WWTP.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to recommend to the Trustees to authorize the mayor to execute the agreement with MRB as presented by Administrator Graham. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total not to exceed cost, without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton BOT, shall be Eight Thousand Five dollars ($8,500.00).

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  

A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to accept the recommendation of the MUC to authorize the Mayor to execute the application with Tennessee Gas Pipeline Company.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

A motion was made to enter into an executive session by Commissioner Gustafson at 4:36pm to discuss natural gas.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The same motion was made by Trustee Kliman and seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.
A motion was made to exit the executive session at 4:56pm by Commissioner Holcomb and seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The same motion was made by Trustee Kliman, seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
President Basher stated that the bids were read, reviewed and discussed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees award bids as stated in proposal.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
JOINT RESOLUTION 9-2014 

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) and Board Of Trustees (BOT) have received sealed bids for the construction of the natural gas public utility interstate pipeline tap site (“city gate”) and distribution pipeline (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton has received a bid tabulation and recommendation for award from the Project Engineers, Integrity Engineering; and 

WHEREAS, a negative declaration under the State Environmental Quality Review Act has been previously adopted and filed for the Project.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the MUC and BOT, based upon the recommendations of the Project Engineers, that Contract Number 1 (city gate) be awarded to the low bidder, Syracuse Utilities, Inc., in the amount of $475,000.00, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that Contract Number 2 (10” pipeline generally north of Wings Way / Route 12B intersection) be awarded to the low bidder, Adhan Piping Company, Inc., in the amount of $649,790.00, and it is hereby further 

RESOLVED, that Contract Number 3 (pipeline generally inside the Village limits) be awarded to the low bidder, Syracuse Utilities, Inc., in the amount of $1,711,491.00, and it is hereby further 

RESOLVED, that all bids for Contract Number 4 (combination of contracts 2 and 3) be rejected as all were higher than the separate bids hereby awarded for Contract Number 2 and Contract Number 3, and it is hereby further 

RESOLVED, that all bids for unit prices on service installations be rejected, and that the Village will re-evaluate plans and strategies for service installations, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator be, and hereby is authorized to issue Notices of Award to the respective contractors in accordance with the provisions of this resolution, and that the Village Administrator, the Mayor and the attorneys and engineers for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be specified in the Project Contract Documents to carry out the intent of this resolution, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that upon acknowledgement and acceptance of the Notices of Award, that the Village exercise its rights under the various option agreements with land owners to acquire the fee title to the city gate tap site and to acquire the various easements necessary for the installation and construction of the natural gas pipeline, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator, the Mayor, the Village Treasurer and the attorneys and engineers for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be necessary and/or advisable to acquire such real property and easement rights.
