APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of February 10, 2015: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the February 10, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  Administrator Graham reported thirty-six applications were received.  Administrator Graham, Gas Supervisor Carhart, Line Foreman King, MUC President Basher and Trustee Lura will meet to determine who will be interviewed for the utility worker positions.
Administrative Assistant Mitchell will be leaving employment with the Village effective March 17, 2015.  All thanked her for her outstanding service and wish her well.  

Because Administrator Graham will be unavailable for the semi-annual MEUA conference, he is recommending the MUC recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize Ken Staub, from Boonville, as delegate for the Village of Hamilton.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to appoint Ken Staub delegate for the MEUA conference April 29 and 30, 2015, for the Village of Hamilton. Administrator Graham has been contacted by EON, Munnsville Wind Farm, to see if we are interested in purchasing green credits.  We are under contract for our hydro until 2025 and are unable to contract with anyone else.  

Fingerlakes Development:  Administrator Graham stated he has received from Line Foreman King the make ready work details.  Fingerlakes will need to sign a pole attachment agreement.

Line Foreman’s Report: Gas Supervisor Carhart reported Pole 26 transformer failed on Lebanon Street.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no concerns at this time.
Sprinkler System: Four bids were received.  With the help of Phil Peterson, PLM Engineering.  Low bidder was Condor Fire Sprinkler Co., LLC, for $128,900.00.  This project was budgeted $150,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with Condor, for $128, 900.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
Davis-Ulmer: This is the company that tests and monitors our system.   A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with Davis Ulmer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Administrator Graham reported as-builts for the Gas Project need to be completed which will require more survey work by Earlville Land Surveying, totaling $2,425.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract for as-builts with Earlville Land Surveying.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
First Responder Training: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported that the Gas Training by Premier went very well.  Ross Hoham will be providing training sessions for surrounding areas fire departments, police, and ambulance personnel.

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports, organizational chart, and preliminary budgets.  Electric revenue is at 60%, expenses at 56%.  Water revenue is at 69%, expenses at 45%.  Sewer revenue is at 65%, expenses at 155%.  Gas revenue is at 5%, expenses at 9%.  Trustee Lura stated he did not agree with the organizational chart relating to the police chief position.
