President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of February 11, 2014: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the February 11, 2014, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 
Special Meeting Minutes of March 3, 2014: Changes Requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the March 3, 2014, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
PERSONNEL:  
Executive Session: A motion was made by Trustee Lura to enter into an executive session to discuss personnel at 5:20pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to exit the executive session at 6:20pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde is gathering quotes for directional underground boring on Spring Hill Road.  New LED lights have been installed on University Ave.  Pole #1 needed to be replaced on University Ave due to decay.  Line Foreman Rhyde would like to upgrade 4 VT’s at the substation.  The cost is $6,000.00 per unit.  Rhyde would like to order now because the delivery date is 12-14 weeks out.  These are being replaced so the funds will come from the depreciation fund.  The work will be done in house.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the request of 4 VT’s at $6,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  Customers have started calling to voice their concerns over the high PPA on the recent bills.
Status of Delinquent Accounts:  An account on Keefe Road was questioned.  There are no other concerns at this time.
Old Business
Administrator Graham reported that the semi-annual conference will be April 16-17, 2014, in Syracuse and the Village needs to appoint a delegate.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to appoint Administrator Graham as delegate for the Village of Hamilton.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business

On March 18, two check valves will be changed at Payne Brook, the tanks will be filled on Tuesday morning and Colgate will be asked to fill their tank on Monday.

New Business
Sewer Relief-15 Pine Street:  Village Clerk Scheckler explained that Burt Marshall’s rental property had a leak that drained into the dirt floor that was verified by the Village.  They are asking for relief 89 units of water in the amount of $420.08.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to grant the request.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Old Business
TMDL’s:  DEC attorney has contacted our attorney Kevin Brocks. We have let the DEC know that we want this upgrade to be funded by them.

Training: Administrator Graham reported that we are working with John Ryan from Ibedrola to get ride alongs.

Old Business

Natural Gas Update: Administrator Graham stated that we need someone that has experience operating a natural gas system.  We may be able to hire on contract with Ibedrola or a private contractor.  Our welding procedure has been filed with the PSC.
The canal association would like to see the plans for the gas lines coming down the trail.  Administrator Graham reported that the gas lines are not going down the trail.
Scott Ingmire, from Madison County, contacted Administrator Graham after hearing from the Town of Madison.  Mr. Ingmire asked why the Village was not pursuing the eastern route.  Administrator Graham explained that the eastern route was cost prohibitive and that Madison School did not seem interested.  
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports and a draft of the budget for the Commissioners to review.  Trustee Lura explained some of the changes from last year’s budget including money for maintenance to the Village office.  Electric revenue is at 71%, expenses at 75%.  Water revenue is at 74%, expenses at 44%.  Sewer revenue is at 75%, expenses at 72%.  Gas revenue is at .04%, expenses at 29%.
The next meeting will be April 8, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:21pm.
