Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Comment: Ms. Berry stated she believes there is confusion regarding the referendum vote.  She asked if the Village calculated what it would cost the village if the village voted no to the referendum.  The text for the referendum has been posted in six areas in the village, including the library, and was posted in the paper on March 5, 2015.  The Mayor asked the clerk to post a reminder on nextdoorhamilton.com for residents to vote.
The Mayor thanked Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell for her time with the village and wished her well at her new job.

MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.

Bridges: No report.
HBA: At their last meeting the HBA heard from the Zoning Review Committee and parking was discussed.
Hamilton Initiative: No report.
July 4th Committee: Grand Marshalls for the Parade are Gloria & Richard Lenhart.  
The Mayor attended meetings with Dean Nelson and Dean Brown to discuss Spring Party weekend and the progress of Colgate’s master plan for housing on campus which goes to Colgate trustees at their April meeting.
The Mayor met with Professor Jill Harsin, who will be serving as Colgate's interim President, Town Supervisor Eve Ann Shwartz, Colgate’s Vice President for Finance and Administration Brian Hutzley, and Colgate’s Associate Vice President for Community Affairs and Auxiliary Services Joanne Borfitz. They had a good conversation about ambulance service, housing, deer, Hamilton Initiative and PCD.
Chief Gifford and the Mayor met with Colgate’s Director of Alumni Affairs Jenna Webb to discuss plans for reunion weekend.   They have also made a request to declare May 31, Lee Woltman Day for the 50th year class.
The Mayor attended the Association of Governmental Risk Pools conference as an NYMIR Board member.  Former US Sec of Transportation spoke about the crisis of our infrastructure; reps from Minnesota and Colorado spoke about impact of medical and recreational marijuana and the need to be prepared with zoning and licensing regulations in place; Insurance and legal reps spoke about the need to set policies and rules for the use of drones; and a rep from Lexipol, a leading provider of risk management resources for public safety organizations, spoke about the implications of body worn cameras.
TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: Last month a total of 62 cases involving 38 people were heard by the court.  Of those 62 cases, more than half dealt with various motor vehicle violations.  Alcohol related offences accounted for nine cases and criminal possession of a controlled substance, for six.  The remainder of the cases dealt with littering, with the exception of one involving criminal trespass.
Village Fire Dept: The Department is looking to sell its 1986 pumper and trade-in its present 1994 tanker for a new one which would also have the capability to respond to fires outside the hydrant area. Also, looking to comply with the mandated replacement of air packs, a FEMA grant has been sought but there is still no word on that yet.

Pedestrian Safety Committee: The committee did not meet during the month of February.  However, a letter from a 10th-grader at Ballston Spa School who had several suggestions for signage at our three intersections has been received.  Administrator Sean Graham has sent a thoughtful response on behalf of the committee.
Public Relations: Information about two February meetings of the Board of Trustees—the February 4th Public Hearing about the proposed Ambulance District and the February 17th regular session— appeared in the March 5th edition of the Mid-York Weekly.
Farmers’ Market: The next Farmers’ Market will be held on Saturday, March 28th from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at Parry’s.  
Community Coalition (Bridges): At its most recent meeting on March 2nd the members got an update on youth involvement in the coalition’s efforts to prevent under-age drinking and drug involvement.  Talking tips for parents of teens were shared.  The coalition is into media development, moving away from focus on its Facebook page (Facebook seems to have little appeal for youngsters) and into developing a Pinterest webpage which can be seen at https://www.pinterest.com/safehamilton/.  The coalition continues to strive for broad community representation in its membership.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The petition for the school board levy was finalized and submitted on 2/26. 
The financial partnership with the Colgate Bookstore has also been finalized.  The Library will get 13% of the profits from all books sold as a result of special events at the Bookstore for either children or adults. March 24 will be declared Hamilton Public Library Day by the bookstore and 13% of ALL book sales will be donated to the Library.  There will be a kick-off reception at the Bookstore from 1 to 3 on the 24th.  The Bookstore is also going to provide signage about the partnership with the Library. 

Each library in the Mid York System in Madison County will have a recycling bin for cans and bottles at the County Fair and the individual libraries will receive the profits.

All the clerks at the Library are now wearing nametags – first name only.

Today, Colgate’s Konosioni Club is doing various St. Patrick’s Day-related crafts with children who come to the Library.

Hilary plans to establish a Building and Grounds Committee of the Board, and also wants to establish policies for maternity leave and evaluation of both staff and director. The Board is currently in the process of evaluating the Director.

The Friends of the Library will be helping Hilary get the Library newsletter out.  Besides highlighting news about the Library and resources available, the newsletter starts the major fund raising campaign for the Friends to support the Library.

Historical Commission: The next exhibit will be a “member’s choice,” in which each Commission member will choose 2 artifacts which otherwise might never be seen to be shown in the Historical Commission room downstairs.

Atanasoff Reception – Jack reported that Tom Brackett is happy to be a speaker for this event and he will try to identify one more member of the Computer Sciences Dep’t to also speak.  Several members of the Atanasoff family are planning to come, and the reception will be held on the afternoon of June 6 with light refreshments.

Joan is giving a talk in June on the history of the Colgate Inn and was lucky enough to find a picture of the Inn when it first opened in 1925 in the Earlville Standard (no longer published).

Recreation Commission: Chelly Crouch, with the help of the Lions Club, had planned a skating day to raise funds for the rink by selling hot chocolate and cookies on March 15th.  Obviously, the weather didn’t cooperate.  The Commission learned from this experience that it is a bad idea to have one person in charge of what goes on at the rink.  The whole Commission will plan to have a similar event next year in December or January.
Parks Advisory Committee: No report

Shared Services Committee: No report
Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
ZRC: On March 4, most of us met with the HBA to get their ideas on the proposed ideas we’ve been working on about parking and to hear their thoughts.  Most HBA members in attendance were concerned about parking, and their ideas included better signage for the Municipal Lot; expanding that lot; putting in a new parking, lot on Madison St., next to the lots currently used by Colgate; putting a lot in where the laundromat and/or dry cleaners used to be.  They did realize that the latter would use up prime retail space. Our thinking during our meetings has focused on new parking requirements (outside the Business Core and Business Green) must be met on site; parking lots and supplemental lots that border the sidewalk on property frontage must be set back beyond a 4 foot buffer strip with maintained plantings high enough to block headlights from the lot onto the street and low enough to allow seeing into the lot from the street for safety reasons.  

We’ve also discussed parking spaces for B & B’s, supplemental apartments and rooming houses.  Site Plan Review should pay special attention to parking. 

These are just some of the potential thoughts we’ve had; obviously nothing is finalized, and we’re eager to get feedback and opinions at the work session with the Planning Board and BOT on April 2. Trustee Lura stated that the material needs to be handed in by April 2, the work session is scheduled for April 16.
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1.  Applications for the two utility worker openings have been reviewed and interviews have been scheduled.

2.  EON windmills have contacted the Village to see if we are interested in purchasing their electricity.

3.  Bids for the powerhouse sprinkler system have been reviewed with recommendation that contract be awarded to Condor.

4.  Several meetings have been held with Good Nature Brewery regarding a sewer hook-up for their proposed expansion site.

5.  The first gas training for staff put on by Premier is complete.  Training for surrounding public safety agencies will be next.

6.  The MRB group is working on the necessary rate increases for the expansion of the waste water plant.

7.  Several water leaks have occurred, the most serious of which took place at the five corners intersection.

Airport/Airpark Commission: Fence: Commissioner Kliman reported the Chenango Canal Association will hold a Fun Run on May 2, 2015 and all sign-up information is online. Commissioner Kliman attended the last budget meeting where DPW.  Supervisor Weaver assured him the trail would be ready by then.
