APPROVED MINUTES

PUBLIC PRESENT: Roger Dwyer, Colgate; Joanne Borfitz, Colgate; Gordon Hyatt of Klepper, Hahn and Hyatt; Fred Ploutz, Director of Regional Facilities and Planning, Bassett Healthcare Network

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of February 25, 2010- Chairman McVaugh requested the removal of the second sentence under SEQR Consideration.  Member Fuller corrected the spelling of the Swatkovsky property under 174-47A.  A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.
Special Meeting of March 11, 2010- Member Fuller requested a change in the fourth paragraph under Colgate University Special Permit to change has to had.  A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes as amended .  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.

Special Note- Member Morgan Larson will be recusing himself from the voting of the Bassett Healthcare Special Permit Review, due to conflict of interest.

Unfinished Business

Colgate Inn Special Permit Application; renovations and alterations-Gordon Hyatt presented revised site plans 1a & 1b, parking lot alternatives, dated 3-11-10.

1a: The grass strip along the existing walkway is a little narrower.  The walkway from Madison to property line remains in place.  The lot has the same configuration as before.  Keeping the existing walkway as it runs through the property.  There is a  total of 74 parking spaces with this design.  Parking spaces 1-5 were discussed.  Period lighting will exist around main parking lot and shoe box lighting will be in the rear.

1b: Same scheme.  Seven additional parking spaces with this design and a fence.  No variance will be needed per Chairman McVaugh.  Mr. Hyatt explained with this plan patrons would be backing out across the Pedestrian Walkway.  This plan keeps the same easements.  There is a total of 81 spaces.  Fire lanes remain the same.  No new turning radius needed.  Parking space #6 was discussed.  Member Eberhardt stated Sam Stradling wants an easement to his property.  A public meeting will take place April 8, 2010, at 7pm.

Chairman McVaugh questioned the loading dock in the back.  It is blocked by a dumpster.  The only service will be to park then use the ramp.  The Board is requesting more information on loading.  Member Larson suggested moving the loading dock to the east.  Off street loading is desired by the Planning Board.

The Board had a discussion regarding both parking alternatives.  Member Barrett does not feel that patrons backing out onto the walkway will be an issue.  Member Larson likes the easements the way they are in 1b.  He is concerned with loading.  1a meets the setback requirement. 

Chairman McVaugh stated the outdoor area (terrace) with music, or amplified sound, was part of the Special Permit and needed to be discussed.  The awning and surrounding shrubbery were discussed.  Speaker placement was discussed.  

Mr. Hyatt requested clarification from the Planning Board regarding off street loading.  The Board would like provisions for off street loading.  There is no designation at this time.  Chairman McVaugh cited 174-63A; at least one off street loading facility shall be provided for each business establishment hereafter erected or altered in such a manner that would create a gross floor area in excess of 5000 sq. ft. computed per 174-60.

Bassett Healthcare Special Permit Review, alterations to the Hamilton Clinic- CEO McGinnis reported Basset Healthcare is requesting to make minor alterations to their building, hoping to add another physician.  172-82 A3 states before a building permit be approved there needs to be a review for a Special Permit.  Mr. Fred Ploutz was asked to provide evidence of adequate parking per 174-62, 5 spaces per doctor.  Mr. Ploutz reported that Bassett currently has two physicians.  Bassett has gone into an electronic medical record process which has off loaded the file room.  The old file room would become the new conference room and document imaging room.  The existing conference room would become two examine rooms.  This would allow for another physician.

Mr. Ploutz presented the lease Bassett has with CMH.  They are allotted 30 spaces per lease agreement.  Site plan presented were outdated and vague, dated April 20, 1994, by Lawson Surveying.  The planning Board requested a more recent site plan.

A motion was made by Member Barrett that as soon as documents are provided to certify that 20 spaces are available, the Board gives Chairman McVaugh authority to approve the site plan.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.  Member Larson recused.

SEQR Consideration
A motion was made by Member Barrett that the Board determined action to be Type II under provision 7.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.  Member Larson recused.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Ben Barrett made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:37 p.m.

After adjournment the Board realized no meeting date had been set.  The next meeting will be April 15, 2010 at 7pm.
