PUBLIC PRESENT: Carrie Blackmore and Matt Whalen, Good Nature Brewing; Sandra MacKinnon; Bill and Carolyn Todd; John Blackmore; Jane Welsh.

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of February 24, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the February 24, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Good Nature Brewery, 38 Milford St., Special Permit Request for a Micro-Brewery

Chairman McVaugh stated that this is not a permitted use in this zone.  The use request is #79, light industrial, processing, assembly and packaging.  This will require a special permit in a B3 zone.  

Chairman McVaugh reported that this was originally brought before the ZBA as use #50, retail store, which is not permitted in a B3.  The ZBA determined that if the use is primarily a micro brewery, mainly a processing facility in which retail and serving are accessory uses, that it does not fall under use #50.  

Use #51, facility for serving alcoholic beverages, and use #81, wholesale storage and warehousing were also determined not applicable.

Ms. Carrie Blackmore gave the Planning Board a map of the property and an overview of the business plan.  The brewing space is 900 sq. ft.  The tasting area is 150 sq. ft.  The office and bathroom area is 150 sq. ft.  Parking will be in the back of the building.  They are leasing the back half of the building.  The current status of the building is business office (43A).  The special permit issued will be for the back part of the building only.  Hours of operation will be 1:00-7:00pm for retail, and 8am-7pm for wholesale.  The smell from the processing will smell similar to baking bread.  They are planning on selling beer and souvenirs.  They plan on having a delivery van and anticipate deliveries of materials 3-4 times per month.

Code 174.63, loading docks, is required for businesses with a gross square floor area of more than 5000 sq. ft., therefore, no required loading facility is needed.  There is no requirement to enclose the loading area because it is more than 50 ft. from a residential area.

Code 174.62, parking.  For a retail use, 1 space per 200 sq. ft., more than 1000 sq. ft. of retail store space.  There is no requirement because it is less than 1000 sq. ft.  Factory use, 1 space per 400 sq. ft.  Warehouse use is 1 space per 1200 sq. ft.  The Board stated the minimum they would require are 3 spaces.  ( reference the April 28, 2011, meeting for actual space sizes)

Ms. Blackmore provided a right of way agreement from 1981, to show access to property.

The Board requested a copy of their micro brewery license regulations be filed with CEO McGinnis.

Carolyn Todd questioned if a special permit includes state regulations.  The answer was they work parallel with them.

Sign law 133.16 for B3 would apply.

Member Fuller asked where waste water would be disposed.  Mr. Whalen stated it will go down the drain.

The Board agrees that if all requests by the Board are met, this would be a supportable project.

Mr. Bill Todd stated he believes this is a most imaginative business for Hamilton and is in favor of it.

Code 134.82D, lighting, was referenced by Member Larson, and suggested Ms. Blackmore and Mr. Whalen review.

Items requested for the next meeting:

a SEQR application

a site plan showing lighting, east boundary screening (contacting the neighbor is recommended), minimum of 3 parking spaces, location of dumpster ( contact the DPW), bathroom location.

Chairman McVaugh stated his concern with customer safety with them being able to cross an open loading dock.

Next meeting is scheduled for April 28, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:36 p.m.
