Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of February 25, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: 
1. Robert Bishton S/P Application-#4-after “submitted” change to “to the Planning Board or Code Enforcement Officer
2. 76 Broad Street-change “B2” to “I2”
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes from the February 25, 2016, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Palace Theater: No update.
New Business
N-13, 3 Lebanon Street, Outdoor (sidewalk seating): plans presented this evening by Bruce Ward, Architect A.I.A, dated Feb. 9, 2016, labeled alley seating & plans dated November 21, 2014, labeled Alley Elevation.  Because trees are expected to be replaced along Lebanon Street only one table in front of the business was approved.  The alley way is being considered a public access space.  A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the amended site plan for N13, at 3 Lebanon Street, dated Feb 9 2016, with the exception of the table to the west side of the entrance to N13.  There is not a significant enough change to modify the prior negative declaration.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
76 Broad Street (KDR): The Board of Trustees has granted relief from the moratorium at the March 15, 2016 meeting.  The Planning Board received the Special Permit & Boarding house applications.  CEO Forth stated that per code the building can house up to 30 residents, however, Colgate is planning on 24 residents.  The residents will not have access to the kitchen or basement.  The propane tanks have been removed.  KDR owns the building.  KDR is the entity completing the application.  KDR is leasing the building to Colgate. Chairman Larson stated a complete survey and site plan is needed following code 174.53 is needed because this is considered a new use.  A motion was made by Chairman Larson that the application is incomplete and an accurate and complete site plan pursuant to code 174.53 is needed for the April 21, 2016, Planning Board meeting.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
22 Milford Street, residence in barn: Tim Collins explained that due to life changes, they need to make 22 Milford Street a residence for his father-in-law.  The zone is currently B3 which would make this a non-permitted use.  Mr. Collins is asking to have a zone change to R1.  There are currently two commercial uses on this property.  They would become grandfathered non-conforming uses and will remain. A motion was made by Chairman Larson to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees that the lot at 22 Milford Street currently B3 be rezoned R1.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
40 Broad Street, Kappa Kappa Gamma Sorority screening changes: Colgate would like to remove the current screening of trees and replace with a fence.  Code 174.46 was referenced.  After reviewing the files, CEO Forth stated that screening was a requirement of the special permit.  The Planning Board determined that installing a fence would be a modification to the site plan.  A complete application and site plan are needed before any action can be taken.
