Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. It was noted that the regular Planning Board secretary was absent. The Chair asked Attorney Stokes to act as secretary for the meeting.
Approval of Agenda: A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of February 19, 2015, Minutes:  A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes from the February 19, 2015 meeting. The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

New Business
Town of Hamilton – 38 Milford Street Pre-Application Review:  Architect Beth Crawford, of Crawford & Stearns, presented the Town of Hamilton’s preliminary plans for the rehabilitation of the existing former train depot building at 38 Milford Street for use as a new Town office building. The site is located in a B-3 District, in which municipal facilities are a permitted use with special conditions (use class 85). 

Ms. Crawford explained that the building exterior would remain essentially as is, with new siding and windows. There may be a possible small addition to provide code compliant access for the disabled. The building is approximately 28’ by 72’, with approximately 2,000 square feet of floor area.
The question was raised as whether an area variance would be needed for the 50’ front yard setback requirement. Attorney Stokes noted that as a municipal entity, the Town of Hamilton is not bound by the Village zoning regulations, and as such neither any variances, nor site plan approval from the Village Planning Board is legally required.

The Board expressed its general approval of the Town’s plans, expressed its appreciation to the Town’s representatives for coming to the Board, and asked them to also share the revised plans with the Board, showing greater detail, including exterior lighting and landscaping plans. This will be considered an advisory review.

Old Business
Scott Williams-Special Permit 3 Lebanon Street (Noodles 13346) -The Board reviewed the short environmental assessment form for the proposal reviewed at the February 19, 2015 meeting. All questions on part 2 of the EAF were answered in the negative. A motion was made by Chairman Larson to make a negative declaration with respect to the application, and to ratify and confirm the site plan approval as granted at the February 19, 2015 meeting. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Cultural Arts Center. There was a brief discussion of the status of the application for the Cultural Arts Center. CEO Forth reported that some preliminary plans had been delivered to his office, but no formal application had yet been filed. It was noted that the property at 22 Utica Street is now being included as part of the CAC. The members expressed their position that the entire site, including 22 Utica Street, be included on one site plan and in one site plan application, and that no building demolition or other site work is to be commenced until site plan approval has been granted.  

The next meeting will be April 30, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:16 p.m.
