A motion was made to enter into an executive session by Commissioner Baker at 4:36pm to discuss natural gas engineering, budget/bonding, inspection, environmental aspects, materials bid, and HESS energy.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  The same motion was made by Trustee Cooper and seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
A motion was made to exit the executive session at 6:01pm by President Basher and seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The same motion was made by Mayor Miller, seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.

JOINT RESOLUTION NO. #25-2014 OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) and Board Of Trustees (BOT) have received sealed bids for pipe and other material required for the construction of the natural gas public utility distribution system (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton has received a bid tabulation and recommendation for award from Project Consultant, Gerald LePage, who has performed reference checks and other due diligence regarding the bids and bidders; and 

WHEREAS, a negative declaration under the State Environmental Quality Review Act has been previously adopted and filed for the Project.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the MUC and BOT, based upon the recommendations of the Project Consultant and the Village’s attorneys, that Contract Number 1 (10” HDPE Plastic Gas Pipe) be awarded to the low bidder, ISCO Industries, in the amount of $320,359.23, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that Contract Number 2 (8” HDPE Plastic Gas Pipe and smaller, other materials and equipment) be awarded to the low bidder, HD Supply, in the amount of $139,637.00, and it is hereby further 

RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator be, and hereby is authorized to issue Notices of Award to the respective contractors in accordance with the provisions of this resolution, and that the Village Administrator, the Mayor and the attorneys and engineers for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be specified in the Project Contract Documents to carry out the intent of this resolution.

JOINT RESOLUTION NO. #26-2014 OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) and Board Of Trustees (BOT) through its counsel, Read & Laniado, LLP and its natural gas supply consultant, Thomas R. Hughes & Associates, Inc., has been engaged in discussions with Hess Energy Marketing (“Hess”) with the intention of entering into a natural gas supply agreement for the Village’s natural gas public utility distribution system; and 

WHEREAS, the Village intends to contractually lock in a natural gas supply with Hess in the Spring of 2014 to take advantage of more favorable gas rates during that season; and 

WHEREAS, the New York State Public Service Commission has advised that an executed agreement with Hess will be one of the pre-requisites to the issuance of an Order of the Commission approving the natural gas distribution system project.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the MUC and BOT, based upon the recommendations of its counsel, Read & Laniado, LLP and its natural gas supply consultant, Thomas R. Hughes & Associates, Inc., that the MUC and the Village enter into a Preliminary Agreement with Hess setting forth the expectations of the parties in sufficient detail as to satisfy the requirements of the New York State Public Service Commission, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the President of the MUC and the Mayor be, and hereby are authorized to executed a Preliminary Agreement with Hess in such form and content as may be approved by the Village’s legal counsel and natural gas supply consultant, and that the President of the MUC, the Mayor and the attorneys and natural gas supply consultants for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC) and Board Of Trustees (BOT) through the Village Administrator, has been engaged in discussions with Jason R. Fleming, P.E. (“Fleming Engineering”) regarding the provision of construction inspection services for the Village’s natural gas utility distribution system (“Project”); and 

WHEREAS, the Fleming Engineering has provided a proposed contract to render construction inspection services to the Village for the Project. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the MUC and BOT, based upon the recommendations of the Village Administrator and the Village’s legal counsel that the MUC and the Village enter into a contract with Jason R. Fleming, P.E. for construction inspection services for the Project in an amount not to exceed $263,575.00, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the President of the MUC and the Mayor be, and hereby are authorized to executed a contract for construction inspection services with Jason R. Fleming, P.E. in such form and content as may be approved by the Village’s legal counsel, and that the President of the MUC, the Mayor and the attorneys for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.

RESOLVED, that the President of the MUC and the Mayor be, and hereby are authorized to executed a contract for construction inspection services with DDS in such form and content as may be approved by the Village’s legal counsel, and that the President of the MUC, the Mayor and the attorneys for the Village be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.
