The crew is busy checking and replacing bad meters.  There was a leak on Charles Street that was repaired.

Water Withdrawal Permit: Administrator Graham reported on the Layne & Moody along with a spreadsheet that was distributed to the Commission for the Susquehanna River Basin Commission Permit Renewal.  The information provided pertains to just Well #1.  Trustee Lura had several questions on the pricing of the Moody proposal.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to authorize the Board of Trustees to contract with Moody and Associates, Inc.; subject to specific clarification of services provided as per their proposal; for Well #1.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business
Old Business
GNB: Administrator Graham reported at last month’s meeting the Commission agreed to extend the gas main to the southernmost townhouse.  The Village will create a 30 foot wide utility easement and build the gas main to the townhouses.  In the 30 foot easement the Village will put the gas line as far to the east as possible.  The sewer forced main would also be in this easement.  The 8” water main will become the property of the Village.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve GNB use of the Village’s utility right-of-way that will be created for the extension of the gas main, for a forced sewer main, contingent on receipt and approval of engineering and legal documents.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported the yearly reports have been filed.  We lost only 5% gas we purchased, which is excellent.  

Parry’s Hardware: Ms. Werner was in the office today asking that the late fees be waived on her account.  She also stated that her gas use doubled because of a gas leak that the Village was unable to fix.  The Commission stated that the late fee of $6.73 not be waived because the payment was received late and the gas leak was not the cause of the increase, that after investigating further, most gas customer’s usage doubled due to the weather.
NGA Certification Practical: needs to be scheduled
Josh Knutti: Once Josh is certified, the Commission will determine if he will be the fourth certified gas mechanic/meter tech.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 59%, expenses at 59%.  Water revenue is at 77%, expenses at 50%.  Sewer revenue is at 68%, expenses at 110%.  Gas revenue is at 55%, expenses at 52%.
