Approval of Minutes of the December 1, 2015, meeting:  Approved via email

New Business
Area Variance Request for 32 Lebanon Street, Ed Audi/Todd Enders: Mr. Enders, who is representing Mr. Audi, explained to the Board Mr. Audi’s plan to refurbish the home at 32 Lebanon Street for Mr. Audi’s personal use.  This would not be Mr. Audi’s full time residence.  To offset some of the expense in doing this Mr. Audi would like to put a studio apartment in the basement.  They are asking for an area variance because the property does not meet the 15, 000 sq.ft. requirement.  Attorney Stokes wanted it stated for the record that this is an area variance not a use variance that was on the application.  The Board stated to Mr. Enders that a 10% area variance is not a minimal request. 

A motion was made by Member Davies to grant the variance request.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and unanimously carried.

Reasons for Granting the Variance
1. All but one setback meets the requirements
1. This is a permitted use
1. No objections from neighbors.  Mr. Murphy is in favor of the plan
1. Is keeping with the current character of the neighborhood

There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Davies made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and unanimously carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:01pm.
