President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of March 8, 2016: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the March 8, 2016, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 
Special Meeting of March 17, 2016: Changes Requested: None

A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2016, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried
PERSONNEL:  
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: The crew has been working on the security substation getting data lines in.  The annual transformer oil test results performed by HMT came back.  Some internal testing will need to be done.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: Several accounts were discussed.  
Accounts to be written off: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve $2,682.68 to be written off utility bills.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
NYSEG rate increase: Will only affect NYSEG’s rate payers.
NYMPA Delegate: Administrator Graham and Administrative Assistant Mitchell will be attending the NYMPA conference on April 27-28, 2016, in Syracuse, NY.  The Commission needs to appoint Administrator Graham as our delegate.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to appoint Administrator Sean Graham as the Village’s delegate for this conference.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Old Business
WATER
New Business
Line Foreman King reported there was a leak at 38 University that was repaired.  The 2015 Annual Water Quality Report is out and has been placed in the paper, emailed to customers, on utility bills and placed on the Village website.  Well #2 needs sampling performed for the next several months.  
ISO Report:  President Basher stated that the hydrant testing, system and flow rates were being questioned.  They report that President Basher had will be sent to Line Foreman King.
Permit-Geo Thermal-Chapel: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to grant permission for Colgate University to install the geothermal system at the Chapel House per Administrator Graham’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
Hudson River Energy Rate Study: Administrator Graham reported a water rate case needs to be done at a cost of $6,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the hiring of Hudson River Energy Group to perform a water rate case study.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Old Business

New Business
Oren Development-Spring & Payne: Oren Construction purchased property on the corner of Spring and Payne and would like the Village sewer utility, which means the property, and adjoining property, would need to annex into the Village.  The Commission would like Administrator Graham to investigate the costs of extending the utility to this property.
Old Business
GNB Force Main Agreement: Administrator Graham reported GNB has been allowed to be in our ROW, that runs from 12B to down behind the hospital, most of the ROW is on Colgate property, it is a 30’ wide ROW and runs to the southernmost end of the Townhouses.  GNB would tap from there.  GNB needs to get a ROW from Colgate from the manhole between Reid & Huntington Gyms to the Villages’ ROW.  Administrator Graham needs the MUC to approve an agreement that allows GNB in the utility easement, that GNB will be responsible for the installation, repair, maintenance, relocation if needed, and any DEC or other governmental violations.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Trustees to allow GNB access to the Village of Hamilton Right Of Way.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported plastic certifications for this year are finished.  There are 63 services are in.  Colgate would like 8 more buildings hooked up to gas, which the gas crew will work on throughout the summer.
Josh Knutti: Administrator Graham reported Josh has passed all his testing and can become a Gas Mechanic/Meter Tech as of June 1st.  There is money in the new budget for this.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve Josh Knutti to 1st year Gas Mechanic/Meter Tech effective June 1, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports and a preliminary budget.  Electric revenue is at 69%, expenses at 71%.  Water revenue is at 85%, expenses at 68%.  Sewer revenue is at 77%, expenses at 114%.  Gas revenue is at 66%, expenses at 59%.  Trustee Lura would like a reserve funds established for improvements to the Village Office.
Other Business
Village Office-door: Administrative Assistant Mitchel reported that she is gathering quotes to have the front door repaired and painted.  One contractor did ask if the door can be “squared off” from its original shape.  Because this is a historic building, the Commission does not want the door modified.
Solar Power: Trustee Lura stated that he and Commissioner Gustafson attended a solar energy meeting at Morrisville College.  Oneida Madison Co-op’s hydro contract expires in two years.  They are working on a solar project that will generate power at 7.5 cents per Kwh.  Trustee Lura thinks the Village should look into further.

The next meeting will be May 10, 2016, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:53pm.
