A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the March 10, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman King reported all the LED lights on Hamilton Street have been installed.  A temporary service was installed at Colgate’s NAF for four job trailers.  The spring banners have been hung.  The MUC banners are still being worked on.  Line Foreman King asked to hire two summer helpers.  Posting, interviewing, and hiring of summer help was discussed.  
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no other concerns at this time.
Utility Workers: Thirty-six applications were received. Five applicants were interviewed.  The two candidates for hire are Stanley Welsh and Joshua Knutti.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to hire Stanley Welsh and Joshua Knutti at a rate of $21.66 per hour with the benefits to follow the MUC contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
NYMPA Meeting: Administrator Graham reported the annual meeting is May 20, 2015, in Syracuse.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to appoint Administrator Graham as the Village of Hamilton delegate for the May 20, 2015, NYMPA meeting in Syracuse.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Line Foreman King reported there was a leak on Broad Street by Colgate, near the entrance to Huntington Gym that was repaired.  President Basher asked if the connection of Lebanon and Milford Street is in the budget for this summer.  Line Foreman King said the project will commence after June 1, 2015.  Gas Supervisor Carhart stated he would like see if gas lines could go in at the same time.

Bill Davis, from MRB Group, was invited to the meeting by Administrator Graham to discuss the increase in sewer rates that will result from the mandated DEC sewer treatment plant upgrade and the impact to the rate payers.  As far as the WWTP project; the design plans are 20% complete, surveyors started on Monday, base drawings are complete, and an asbestos and geotech survey will be done next.  The design should be completed by fall, bidding this winter, and construction in the spring.  Mr. Davis distributed a handout labeled Village of Hamilton WWTP Improvement Project, March 2015, Estimate of Anticipated Sewer Rate Increase.  The approximate overall estimated rate increase needed to balance budget is 57%; annual percentage increase to sewer rate is 16.5% (assuming all rate increase is applied equally over the current users and increased once per year over the next three years.)  The Commission discussed the annual rate increase options and asked Mr. Davis to forward the calculations to them for the April 28, 2015, meeting, at the Village Office.  The Commission discussed scheduling public information meetings and asked if Mr. Davis would be available to assist at the meetings.
Natural Gas

New Business 
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported they have been performing maintenance and repair of vehicles and lawns disturbed by the installation of gas lines.  They are also working with Colgate on the Cultural Art & Culture project.

Training: Premier: No word.  Gas Supervisor Carhart stated he attended the training facilitated by Ross Hoham that went very well.
Barton & Logudice: Trustee Lura asked if there has been any progress.  Administrative Assistant stated that they were here on March 18, 2015, but has made no contact since then.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 71%, expenses at 65%.  Water revenue is at 77%, expenses at 50%.  Sewer revenue is at 73%, expenses at 159%.  Gas revenue is at 9%, expenses at 12%.
The next meeting will be May 12, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:13pm.
