The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the February 12, 19, 26, March 5, 12, 19, 26, & April 9, 2014, Budget Meeting:

A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve all the budget minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the March 18, 2014 Regular Meeting: Requested Changes:

A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the March 18, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Public Comment: Kris Young, from the Zen Den, would like to hold Yoga classes in the park at various times including the Farmers’ Market.  The Board was concerned with the liability to the Village.  Ms. Young will supply the Village with a Certificate of Insurance.  The Board does not object providing there is no fee involved (even collecting a donation).  Attorney Stokes would like to have a local policy in place for such requests.  
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.
HBA: No report.
The Mayor represented the Village, with Administrator Graham and Trustee Cooper, at a meeting with Colgate, Birnie Bus, Town, and the Hamilton Central School.  The Focus of the meeting was on finding a site for a new Birnie Bus facility for local administration, maintenance, and vehicle parking.  Colgate, Town and Village discussed sharing the purchase of fuel and some maintenance with Birnie.  President Herbst and Mr. Birnie are eager to have the facility at our airpark.  Trustee Lura suggested possibly the Hillman site might be an option or a site to the north (Den Kelly property) an idea that will be forwarded to President Herbst and Mr. Birnie.  The Trustees are concerned that a business plan proposal has not been provided to them.  Leasing property to Birnie Bus was also discussed.
The Mayor attended an initial meeting of a committee to create a plan/vision for marketing the airpark property.
The Mayor visited Pat Tobin’s Living Communities facility “the Plains” in Oneonta with members of the PCD housing committee.
Mayor Miller participated in the Town Gown Connection Event on Sunday - pie eating contest.
The Mayor has spoken with Randy Ruttenburg and asked if he would meet with the PCD housing committee.  He is in favor of the meeting.
The Mayor has been asked by NYCOM Executive Director Peter Baynes to serve on the NYMIR Board of Governors.  Peter and Kevin Crawford, Executive Director of NYMIR will be in Hamilton on Thursday to talk to the Mayor.   NYMIR has a 12 member Board of Directors and 760 members - municipalities of NYS.  NYMIR annual meeting is May 2 in Albany.
The County is holding an E-Waste recycling day at the Village DPW on April 22, 2014.

The Town is eager to pursue sharing our Village Office space and they are willing to pay for an architect to look at our building.  

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT  
Economic Development: No report.

Hamilton Initiative: Will present the Village with a gift of two gateway signs at a ceremony on Monday April 21, 2014, at 10 AM just north of Wendt University Inn.  
Zoning Board of Appeals: Heard an appeal by James Mosher, 39 W. Kendrick Street, and requesting relief of property at that address to remove an existing garage and replace it with a larger garage that does not have entry to the house but will be attached to the house. The ZBA gave approval to proceed with the project.    
Planning Board:  Planning Board 


The Board met on March 27 to consider the Zoning Review Committee request for further review to the village sign codes. After discussion, the PB returned the proposed changes to the ZRC for further revisions:
a. Clearance passage in feet  required for pedestrian foot traffic 

b. Definitions of banners such as wall banners, projecting banners, freestanding banners,        et.al and placement on buildings, etc.
c. Placement of banners on a building

d. Sandwich board advertising on sidewalks

e. Political banners to comply with recent court decisions as to days of placement and  locations

In his absence, Trustee Kliman sat in for Trustee Cooper at the March mtg.  Chair Jerry Fuller, was absent, so Morgan Larson served as Chair.  Acting Chair Larson read notes he had received from Jerry, suggesting a review of the dialysis center’s special permit at the April meeting.  The remainder of the meeting concerned revisions to the Sign Ordinance which had been made by the ZRC at Paul McGinnis’ request.  A number of issues were raised and the Board decided to return the ordinance to the ZRC for further work.
Airport/Airpark Commission:  Security Substation/Fence: Administrator Graham has received correspondence from the DOT that they will review his most recent letter about the security substation and “We will do a quick in-house review before sending forward to OSC.”


Airport Signs: The signs “Hamilton Municipal Airport”, with elevation noted are completed and will be installed in the near future.


The Commissioners discussed a request from a potential airport-airport property buyer and passed along to Mayor Miller their thinking on how the proposed use aligns with the Preferred Uses document.  They also voted to recommend to the Village Board that the Airport-Airpark Commission remain as originally chartered. 


Hillman Extension Update: Because of a conflict in meetings, the scheduled discussion with Mr. Hillman was tabled to the next meeting.


Charter: The proposed changes to the APC charter were briefly discussed.   Chairman Albrecht stated that the Commissioners need time to consider the draft changes before any further discussion by the Board of Trustees.  


  The Commission also sent to the Village Trustees an expansion of Preferred Uses description the need for potential businesses/enterprises that is sensitive to environmental concerns. 

Bridges: The committee discussed the successful February medication collection at the village library, plans for an upcoming media campaign with an appearance from Jacy Good on May 1 at the school at 8 AM. She is a nationwide public speaker who will speak about distracted driving.  We also received updates regarding the substance free prom party which will be at the high school from midnight to three AM, including a bon fire on the school property. 

Shared Services: No report.

Compost Club: No report.              

ZRC 
Worked on making changes to the selected parts of sign law suggested by the Planning Board.  Work remains on political signs. We will then return the recommendations to the PB for consideration and then recommend PB to forward to the Trustees and attorney for further action. Additionally, the ZRC started to work on modifications for consideration by the PB to the code on Time Sharing issues and Temporary Housing.  

Deer Management Planning Meeting:  Trustee Cooper attended a Peter Darby, Town Councilor, called meeting that included the Town Clerk, Peter Darby, Dr. Catherine Cardelus from Colgate University, and Trustee Cooper to share ideas on the next step for organizing a group of interested persons who share a concern for the number of deer in the Town of Hamilton. Dr. Cardelus led the student research project for deer management this past year. She distributed several documents used at the public presentation of the student study. Peter Darby is heading up the town effort.  Suzanne Collins stated she and Greg Owens had a conversation regarding the deer and currently there are 35 deer per square mile.  The goal is 15 deer per square mile.  There are 30 square miles in the Town of Hamilton.  Culling the deer would cost between $300, 00.00 to $1 million dollars and would not work unless other towns were involved.

Public Hearing-Sound Variance Delta Upsilon: The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:22pm.  Jim DeSico, from Delta Upsilon, would like to be granted a sound variance for 110db for their party on Spring Party weekend.  Trustee Cooper was not agreeable to 110db and gave several reasons why.  The Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:31pm.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to grant the sound variance at 85db.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and carried. TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Director Virgil is working with John Robinson from Colgate on the technology project for the Community Room.  A new Public Access Computer has been installed and a new laptop is on order for the Community Rm.  When it arrives, the old one will be reformatted and used as a “floating” Public Access Computer throughout the Library.

A staff member has resigned; however, a current staff member would like more hours, so no new hire will be needed.  Trustee Lura asked if the Library follows the Village’s employment policies.  They do not.
The Friends of the Library are working on the spring Library newsletter, which will also include the Friends’ fundraising request.  The goal is to send a newsletter to every household in Hamilton, Madison, and Bouckville.  Donations on line will be possible and encouraged for the first time this year.

Historical Commission: Denise Leone came to the March meeting and did a power point presentation on the Lee Brown Coye mural in the Post Office.  She would still like to have it moved to the Library.  Trustee Lura stated that this piece of art belongs to the Village and the Trustees decide the location of the artwork.  Ms. Leone was able to identify the artists for a couple of the other murals in the village, but agreed that we should do an inventory of all of them and try to find out who the artist was.  We are all aware that in particular, the mural on the side of the Hamilton Whole Foods store needs considerable touching up.  Ms. Leone will put Joan Prindle in touch with the artist.

Recreation Commission: The ice rink has been taken down.  It appeared to be a resounding success; the one negative is that Chelly Crouch went ahead and named it Plesniarski Pond without consulting anyone, even the Rec Commission, and thus, did not follow appropriate procedures for naming properties or events, which the Parks Committee had worked hard to put in place.  Apparently, Chelly Crouch promised most of the donors that this would be done, and I think that we should let it go.  However, I will discuss the issue with her.

 At last week’s Town meeting, the Council discussed the letter they had received from Anne Marie Weeks, Chair of the Commission, asking for a contribution specifically for the ice pond.  Much of the discussion revolved around the fact that the Town already contributes substantially to the Summer Rec Program.  They decided to table the issue until Suzanne Collins has a chance to talk with Anne Marie Weeks and/or Chelly Crouch to get more specifics on what an additional contribution would be used for.

The next meeting will firm up personnel and activities for the summer rec program.  Yoga may be a new activity for the Eaton Street group.

Parks Advisory Committee:  No report
Mural Commission: No report.  Trustee Kliman would like to move that the Mural Commission be disbanded. The Trustees decided not to fill the current vacancies on this commission, but not to disband it.

Friends of 4th of July: No report. 
Farmers’ Market:  Trustee Kliman put discussion of selling liquor at the Market under New Business.  We are still searching for a Market Monitor.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to set a public hearing to amend the open container law pertaining to tastings at the Farmers’ Market at 7pm on May 20, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Cooper and unanimously carried.

Shared Services Committee:  No report. 
“Madison County Adventure Challenge”:  This is a proposal to attract visitors to the CNY area in the summer.  Some county staff members who vacationed in West Dover, VT., learned about the “Green Mountain Adventure Challenge” while there, and brought back the idea to Madison Co.’s “Buy Madison” project.  Scott Ingmire invited representatives from the Town and Village of Hamilton, Colgate, the HBA, and the PCD to get together for an initial mtg.  Margaret asked me to take her place on this committee, and I suggested that a member of the Historical Commission also be included, so Joan Prindle represented that Commission.

Hamilton Fire Department: Chief Holcomb reported that the banquet on Saturday night went very well. He is also just about finished with estimates for the communications room.  There is an open house on Saturday, April 26 as part of recruit NY.

Pedestrian Safety:  Julie Dudrick distributed a draft of a letter that will be sent to the new developer in town.  This letter will be finalized at the April meeting and sent to the Trustees for approval in May.  Chair Rains will be drafting a letter regarding safety concerns about the crosswalk near Trudy Fitness Center.  He will be soliciting input from Bruce Moseley.  The group discussed Colgate’s Master Plan and Julie Dudrick talked about Citizinvest.  This is a website where projects, like the ice rink, can be posted and people who visit can donate.  The next meeting is scheduled for April 29.

THE ZONING CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON
WHEREAS, proposed legislation of the Village of Hamilton, entitled “A Local law to amend chapter 174 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton with respect to application fees”, has been duly introduced before this Board, and

WHEREAS, upon notice duly published, posted and served as required, a public hearing on the adoption of proposed Local Law was held by this Village Board, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a referral duly made pursuant to the provisions of Section 239-m of the General Municipal Law, the Madison County Planning Agency has reviewed this proposed Local Law and has recommended that the question of the adoption of this local law be returned to this Board of Trustees for local determination, and

WHEREAS, this Board, after due deliberation, finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this Local Law, and further finds the proposed local law to be in accordance with the comprehensive plan for the Village of Hamilton, and

WHEREAS, this Board has considered the likelihood of any potential adverse environmental impacts that might result from the adoption of this Local Law.

      NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the enactment of the Local Law of the         Village of Hamilton, entitled “A Local law to amend chapter 174 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton with respect to application fees”, is an unlisted action, that there are no other involved agencies, and that the enactment of this Local Law will not have any significant adverse effects upon the environment, and that a negative declaration be prepared and filed.  The basis for this determination is that the proposed local law is a legislative act which effects only text amendments to the zoning ordinance which are not expected to lead to any specific development or physical disturbance of the environment. The enactment of this local law neither authorizes any development or construction activity, nor makes any such development or construction activity more likely, and

IT IS FURTHER HEREBY RESOLVED that the Local Law of the Village of Hamilton, entitled “A Local law to amend chapter 174 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton with respect to application fees”, is hereby adopted, and that the Village Clerk be and hereby is directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes of this meeting and in the Local Law Book of the Village of Hamilton, and to give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the public and to the Secretary of State.
