Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of March 24, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: 
1. N13-4th sentence-change “on” to “one”
2. N13-5th sentence-add “to” in front of “ modify”
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes from the March 24, 2016, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
76 Broad Street (KDR): The Board received a new site plan, SEQRA form, and Boardinghouse applications were submitted.  The Board completed Part II of the SEQRA at the meeting.  There are 29 parking spaces that need to comply with the 180sqft village code.  
A motion was made by Member Fuller declaring the boardinghouse application for 76 Broad Street is an unlisted action under SEQRA with no adverse environmental impact expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the Special Permit and Boardinghouse applications submitted by KDR per drawings labeled job 16-27HN.18, dated 4-13-16, with a maximum occupancy of 29 residents with 29 parking spaces.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Larson and unanimously carried.
New Business
Oliveri’s Pizzeria: Mr. Clare stated they plan to install an 8’x10’ walk in freezer on the 22’x12’ back deck of the restaurant.  The deck will need to be reinforced.  The installation will not interfere with pedestrian traffic.  There are no minimum setback requirements.  Member Newman asked if noise will be an issue.  Mr. Clare said the unit noise is similar to a residential a/c unit.  Access to the freezer will be from inside the restaurant only.  The Board needs a completed site plan as per code 174.53.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that the installation of a freezer at 14 Lebanon Street is an unlisted action with no adverse environmental impact expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve, pending receipt of an adequately executed site plan, along with an application to modify site plan, to Oliveri’s Restaurant at 14 Lebanon Street, for the addition of a 8’x10’ freezer unit attached to the rear of the building, that will be entirely situated on existing back deck, to be accessed from the interior of the building.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Code Official Questions:

38 Broad Street: New Use Flower Shop/Bakery: CEO Forth reported someone is interested in opening the flower shop back up with a small bakery in the back. In the BT, special conditions, if any external modifications to the building require a site plan.  Because no official application has been filed the Board cannot make a determination.
Spring Street: Oren Construction purchased a 4 acre lot on the corner of Spring and Payne Streets.  They would like to annex the property into the village for sewer utilities.  Designation of property will need to be determined if annexed.
Colgate Plans: Parking Lot, 116 Broad Street, Building & Grounds Building: Colgate University has stated the parking lot between the football field and the new athletic facility (NAF) was part of the original NAF plans.  Chairman Larson said it was not.  If they are doing more than repaving they will need a special permit.  116 Broad will now be the president’s house.  They want to put on an addition and move the garage along with other changes.  B&G will be putting on a large addition to their current facility.  Any future modifications to current site plan need to be submitted to the Planning Board for review.
The next meeting will be May 18, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Newman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
