Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of March 23, 2010- Chairman McVaugh requested the removal of the last three sentences in the 4th paragraph under Colgate Inn Special Permit Application.   A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.
Unfinished Business

Colgate Inn Special Permit Application; renovations and alterations
Chairman McVaugh distributed  to the Board, two letters from Sam Stradling dated April 15, 2010, and April 17, 2010 and a letter from Russ Lura, president of Mid-York Senior Homes, Inc., dated April 19, 2010.

Chairman McVaugh distributed copies to the Board of  new local law 1-2010 that was approved by the BOT at their April 13, 2010, meeting.

Chairman McVaugh and the Board reviewed the new loading dock on the revised site plans.  The new plan provides a dumpster and loading dock area.  Chairman McVaugh stated there are not a sufficient number of voting members present tonight for a vote.  However, the plans will be discussed tonight and a Special Meeting will be scheduled.  Member Larson likes the revised loading area.  He suggests showing plans to Randy Weaver to review.  Chairman McVaugh stated this plan addresses Susan Cerasano’s letter dated March 28, 2010, from 15 Madison Street, that was read at the April 8, 2010, Public Hearing, regarding parking and safety.  Member Fuller agrees with Russ Lura regarding keeping the integrity of the east end of lot near Madison Lane.  Member Larson stated that keeping those three parallel spaces on the southside are not worth losing green space and putting pedestrians in danger.  One single place where cars can cross the walkway is a much safer alternative.  Gordon Hyatt stated the dead end parking lot concerns him.  Possible solution of curbing by the walkway was discussed.  Access by emergency vehicles and snowplows was reviewed.  Drainage, ice and snow build up was discussed.  The plan was revised to allow for 66 parking spaces.  Sam Stradling requests the Board require an easement onto his property.  The Board feels this is a private issue and not in their jurisdiction.  Lorraine Withers is requesting that the Inn maintain plantings.  Roger Bauman met individually with homeowners and they would like natural screening, but leave some big trees.  Mr. Hyatt stated he is limited with size of plantings.  A 4' high screen is desired.  Code 174-47.A was referenced by Chairman McVaugh regarding screening.  Robert Dwyer stated they would like a low maintenance screen.  The Colgate Inn’s red trailer and where it is stored was discussed.  The Board is in agreement that the property is maxed out as far as parking.  Roger Bauman led discussion on break away bollards that was raised in Russ Lura’s letter.  In reality it will prohibit traffic, but all feel something is needed.  Ideas were discussed.  Chairman McVaugh stated the neighbor’s need to be considered when deciding on lighting.  The walkway will be illuminated.  No fans will be located on the side of the building.  They are now located on the roof.  Chairman McVaugh requested information on the construction schedule.  The Inn plans on a three month complete shutdown and then a partial shutdown.  Contractors will be parking at the old Grand Union or at the stadium and bussed in.  Madison Street parking will only be affected when the patio addition is constructed.  There will not be a job trailer on site.  There will be a construction office on Lebanon Street.  For the Special Meeting planned for April 29, 2010, at 7pm, the Board recommends new plans with modifications to lighting, screening, and parking

Chairman McVaugh reported that CEO McGinnis received adequate information regarding parking from Bassett Healthcare and was approved.

Village of Hamilton’s Security Substation-build a new Security Substation

Trustee Albrecht reported the Village is in negotiations with the Sheriff’s Department to share space.  CEO McGinnis presented plans to the Board, dated 7/2009, L1.2, by Klepper, Hahn, and Hyatt.  CEO McGinnis stated he is requesting a Special Permit application and site plan review. CEO McGinnis stated a storm water police and prevention plan for the DEC have been applied for by Klepper, Hahn, and Hyatt.  Phase I consists of 1.5 acres, a 3500 sq. ft. building, 14 parking spaces, 2 garage bays, an armory, offices, interview rooms, classroom, lockers, and a restroom.  Use Line 85 -Municipal or Publicly Owned Building or Structure.  It is in a B6 Zone.  It requires a Special Permit.  General conditions apply.  No loading dock is needed.  Requires 13 parking spaces.  Requires 1 parking space per 200 sq. ft more than 1000 sq. ft based on office guidelines.  Some lighting exists already, but is not optimal.  The plans did not include details for the lighting.  Screening appears to be adequate, although no details were provided.  The Board did not raise any concerns with the plans as presented, but requested more information on exterior lighting.

SEQR Consideration

A motion was made by Member Larson that the Security Substation is a Type II SEQR.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.  CEO McGinnis will send out to the County on April 23, 2010.

Elan, Inc. and the 5 Way Intersection Task Force will meet on Tuesday, April 27, 2010.  Chairman McVaugh led a discussion on the proposal.  The bumpouts were deemed unnecessary.  The Board did not agree with the tightening of streets.  Restructuring of the Village Parking Lot was acceptable.  Phased traffic lights were considered a good idea.  Chairman McVaugh will be attending the meeting and will share the concerns of the Planning Board.  The DOT will possibly be paving 12B in the next few years.
There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:13 p.m.
