Regular Meeting of April 28, 2011

APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Ben Barrett, Morgan Larson, and Ben Eberhardt; CEO Paul McGinnis; Trustee Margaret Miller

PUBLIC PRESENT: Carrie Blackmore and Matt Whalen, Good Nature Brewing; Sandra MacKinnon; Sue Barrett; Pat Tobin, Living Communities; Carl Albrecht; Robert Dwyer.

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Member Fuller requested Mobil Mart Vending Machine be added to tonight’s agenda.

A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes

Member Fuller and Chairman McVaugh requested a change to the first sentence to change the word “are” to “area”, and to add the word “of” after the word area.  An addition was also requested under Good Nature Brewery to specify that dimensions listed were approximate and to reference tonight’s minutes for clarification.  Chairman McVaugh stated there currently are no design restrictions in Sacco’s planned district.

Regular Meeting of March 24, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the March 24, 2011, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Unfinished Business
Good Nature Brewery, 38 Milford St., Special Permit Request for a Micro-Brewery

Ms Blackmore and Mr. Whalen stated that original plans were lost in a computer glitch.  They did present drawings to scale.  Chairman McVaugh reviewed items requested from last meeting which were lighting, east boundary screening, minimum of 3 parking spaces, location of dumpster and bathroom.  Mr. Whalen stated there would not be a dumpster.  He stated they will be removing waste from site themselves.  The floor plan was discussed.  The site plan presented does not meet Board requirements in order to proceed.  Discussion continued regarding items needed by the Board to grant the SEQR request.  The ramp does not have adequate turning radius per the ADA.  The size and location of the parking spaces were discussed; having the parking on a diagonal was suggested.  Installing a safety gate to redirect pedestrian traffic was discussed..  Access to the walking trail was discussed.  The Board reviewed a 2006 survey that was provided by Ms. Blackmore and Mr. Whalen.  A central flood light, ramp light and sign light were discussed.  Items required for the next meeting: a site plan, one document, that details lighting, parking spaces, trash or dumpster location, ramp, gate, and floor plan of public spaces (tasting room and bathrooms).  Member Eberhardt asked if the business will be using an open flame.  Everything will be electric.  Member Fuller asked how waste would be stored.  Mr. Whalen has 55 gallon drums.  Ms. Joyce Nevison has already asked to use waste as mulch or compost.

New Business

Colgate Inn Site Plan-Signage Review

Robert Dwyer, representing the Colgate Inn, is requesting two free standing signs.  The signs are two different sizes.  The larger sign will be on Payne Street.  Mr. Dwyer referenced site plan PB 1A.  He indicated where the signs would be located.  The issue with the signs are that they are free standing.  Chairman McVaugh and the Board referenced 133.12, 133.13, 133.16, 133.13B, 133.13B3, 133.16A & B, 133.13A, 133.6, 133.13B2, 133.16A,133.16D, and 133.11B.  The Board reviewed the definition of a front yard and referenced 174.7, 174.43 and 174.42.  At this point of the discussion, Member Eberhardt recused himself from voting.

Chairman McVaugh stated the Board should consider Madison and Payne Streets as the front yards as the B1 has no front yard requirements for purposes of 133.16, Lighting 133.22 and 133.23 were reviewed.

A motion was made by Member Larson that the Board’s interpretation is that free standing signs be allowed in a front yard in the B1district and will comply with 133.16 and other limitation covered under 133.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller.

Living Communities

ABC House-7Charles St.

Discussion tonight is just preliminary.  The definition of a functional family unit was explored.  Items discussed were 174.82E4, Use line 14, 174.82E4B & C, 174.51, 174.52, 174.82D.  The Board will not consider specifics of either the R1 or the ABC proposal.
CU Fitness Center Detention Basin

CEO McGinnis reported the detention basin is not working.  It was observed to be percolating out of the basin.  It was recommended to have Colgate provided a perc data or have an engineer to review and provide the Board with a report.

Bill Parry-Old Grand Union

CEO McGinnis stated Bill Parry has expressed his plans to include a garden center at the old Grand Union. The building follows B2 regulations.

Next meeting is scheduled for June 2, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:36 p.m.
