APPROVED MINUTES

Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:01pm
Approval of Agenda: CEO Forth asked that the McDonald’s sign be added to the agenda under new business.  A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of March 26, 2015, Minutes:  A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes from the March 26, 2015 meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

New Business
Madison Lane Apartments-New Fence Approval: CEO Forth stated that Madison Lane would like to install a natural wood fence, 100’ long, and 6’ high, a short SEQR form needs to be completed by the applicant and submitted to the Village.  This is a planned district.  Code 174.47 was referenced.
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the application letter from Madison Lane Apartments for installation of a 100 foot long, six foot high border fence against Mr. Linn Abbotts property as presented, this is considered an unlisted action under SEQR, with no adverse environmental impact, that the applicant must submit a short form of SEQR, that there be a buffer strip of six feet, this is approved as amendment to the original site plan.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

Betty Webb/Lindsey LaRuffa-Proposed driveway located in front yard: Betty Webb explained to the Board that she would like to request a variance for 15 Broad Street.  They have an appropriate cutout to the left of the house and would like to put in a circular drive in the front of the home.  They have a business “Manor on the Green” and feel for the guests and herself, not having this driveway available is a safety concern as well as an inconvenience.  This is currently zoned BT, allowing for residential and commercial uses.  The property currently shares a driveway with the Methodist Church and the church does not want an egress through their property.  Ms. Webb stated that there is no all-night parking on the street or in the municipal lot making this their only option.  Code 174.83D, 174.63, 174.60, 174.60A, 174.62, 174.60E, 174.53D were all discussed.  Attorney Stokes questioned if a B&B was a permitted use.  It was determined to be permitted, but the home would need to be a one family dwelling.  The Board requested a site plan with 4-5 bedrooms, parking, and SEQR with application for special conditions and site plan review (174.53D) were needed to proceed with this request.  Number of parking spaces-1 per guest room plus two for the owner is required.  
CAC Center for Arts-Submittal and review of site plan application: Kathleen Bennett, attorney for Colgate, stated in addition to the plans the Board already received, (Special Permit, Site Plan & Subdivision Application, plans by Adjaye Associates, labeled A011.00,G101,G102) she distributed a “Statement Pursuant to Section 174-53(D)(1)(I)”.   This project includes four tax map parcels.  The property is zoned B1.  A special permit is not required and was withdrawn.  The university has acquired 22 Utica Street; the 2nd floor will be used as office space for the CAC as well as a café on the first floor with a pedestrian connector to the CAC.  With the addition of 22 Utica Street the new square foot total is 18,736, with 25 required parking spaces needed that are satisfied on new site plan.  Steve Hughes, from Colgate, explained renderings that had been given to the Board.  
Chairman Larson stated the renderings and site plans do not match.  The application must match drawings.  The owner is stated as Colgate University on the application and survey says land of Hamilton Initiative.  The alley way from Utica to Madison is not part of the property although it is on the site plan.  A new survey showing new lot lines is needed.  On the site plan there shows two bus parking spaces on Madison Street that should not be part of the site plan.  The SEQR application needs to address the project as a whole.  Member Newman questioned the location of the dumpster and the handicap parking spaces.  CEO Forth stated that if the building is 40feet high a fire lane is needed.  Joe Bello from Colgate stated the building is 38’6” high.  No exterior lighting is shown on the site plan and must be.  Member Fuller stated the entrance and exit of the loading zone may want to be switched.  Attorney Stokes stated all entrances and exit to the building and the pedestrian walkways need to be shown.  The chiller will generate less noise than the village law requires.  Signage, fences, storm water drainage, turning radius, handicap entrance, 174.47, 174.60C, snow removal, .87 acres of disturbance, northside buffer strip,  photometric for lighting, café were all discussed and will be addressed on the revised site plan.  John Basher asked if this project is tax exempt.  No answer was given.  CEO Forth asked what the schedule for the project will be.  First, after July 4th, demolition will begin, then the relocation of utilities, this winter will be focusing on getting permits, finalizing paperwork, sending out to bid to begin construction in the spring.  
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that the Colgate Center for Art and Culture application is incomplete.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Chairman the Planning Board is assuming lead agency regarding SEQR for this application, with the Board of Trustees as an involved agency.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.
Old Business
Cell Tower Regulations: Attorney Stokes is working on a re-draft and asked if there were any additional concerns.  He will email to the Members before the next meeting.
McDonalds: The sign and graphic will be slightly different.  The Board stated that as long as the lumination does not exceed what exists the Board stated CEO Forth can make a determination. 

ZRC:  Bob McVaugh had a question regarding definition for resident operator, 174-83(A) (1&2).  Attorney Stokes will research and get back to the Board.  Chairman Larson stated at training they were told from the Department of State that only entities not subject to zoning are Federal and State government and Town and Villages were subject to zoning regulations.  Attorney Stokes will research.
The next meeting will be May 26, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chairman Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
