New Business
Line Foreman’s Report
Line Foreman Rhyde reported poles are being set on Spring Street.  The crew is collecting information on all water and electric meters to make needed updates to existing records.  Line Foreman Rhyde has received four quotes for the purchase of 50 poles.  Cox quote was $319.00, Thomas quote was $372.00, North Pacific quote was $331.00, and Cascade quote was $349.00.  Line Foreman Rhyde recommends purchasing from Cox.

A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to purchase poles from Cox as recommended by Line Foreman Rhyde.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Bona and carried.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported two homes are expected to be built at 5 Trees.

Delinquent Accounts
Clerk/Treasurer Winn distributed the list of delinquent accounts to the Commissioners.  The Commission discussed a residence on Wylie Street which service will be terminated on April 15, 2011, for lack of payment.   Contact has been made to the resident and family members in attempts to resolve this issue. There are no other concerns at this time.

Director Graham reported on a conference call he had this morning.  Wellsville, Richmondville, and Little Valley are all on board.  Kevin Brocks is sending a franchise/pole attachment agreement.  David Gregory, from Colgate, stated ION had contacted them.  Director Graham stated he is not sure about the payback for the Village to become a broadband.

Director Graham reported the semi annual MEUA meeting is April 27 & 28, 2011.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to appoint Director Graham delegate for the semi annual meeting.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Bona and carried.
