Call to Order: Chairman Clough called the meeting to order at 7:02pm
Approval of Agenda: No agenda presented.
Approval of Minutes of the December 5, 2013, meeting:  Changes:

1. New Business-change septic to the south to septic to the north
2. Change reason #4 to : The structure will not detract from the character of the neighborhood
A motion was made by Member Upton to approve the minutes as presented.   The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and unanimously carried.
New Business
James Moser, 39 W. Kendrick Ave, Area Variance (requesting relief from side yard setback)
CAD renderings were distributed to the Board of the proposed structure Mr. Moser intends to build if granted the variance.  He explained to the Board that the garage currently is not sufficient in size to house his vehicle, the concrete slab is in disrepair, the whole structure leans 3” to the west, and the current structure is not salvageable. The plan is to enlarge and expand the new garage next to the house.  It will be a pass through garage allowing access to the back yard.  The roof lines of the house and new garage will merge and the building will be moving forward six feet.  The inside of the garage will have fire-proof Gypsum board.

Chairman Clough stated that there are no concerns with the rear setback, but was concerned with snow removal.  Mr. Moser explained how he handles snow removal to the satisfaction of the Board.

A motion was made by Member Upton to grant the variance request for 39 W. Kendrick Ave.  The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and unanimously carried.
Reasons for granting variance:

1. No complaints from the neighbors

2. Minimizes the impact to the property
3. Substandard lot width, but new structure will maintain present garage side set back.
4. The structure will not be a detriment to the neighborhood
There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Upton made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:23pm.
