2014 DECENTRALIZATION FUNDING AGREEMENT

RESOLUTION #41-2014 
WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees at their April 9, 2014, special meeting reviewed the 2014 Decentralization Funding Agreement of $1,300.00 for CNY Arts, Inc., which will be awarded to the Village in the 2014-2015 fiscal year. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton authorize the Mayor to execute the attached 2014 Decentralization Funding Agreement.

Budget: Changes from the March 26, 2014:
1. Page 2: Water Fund: Other Revenue will increase from $522,500.00 to $528,500.00 due to increase revenue from rental property from $21,000.00 to $27,000.00. APPR CASH (use surplus) decrease from $26,960.00 to $20,960.00. Page 17: Change Rental of Property-Tank Space from $21,000.00 to $27,000.00
2.  Page 2: Reduction of Assessment of the old Ames property from 1,704,500 to 1,200,000 for a decrease in Assessment of $504,500.00, which affects the tax base.  
3. Page 5: CHIPS will increase from $43,000.00 to $48,092.00, which will change the revenue amount on page 2 and Page 5
4. Page 34: Schedule 4: Change Debt Service: Estimated Available May 31, 2014 to $249,280.00.  Estimated Balance May 31, 2015 to $0.00

A motion was made to Trustee Lura to approve the changes to the tentative budget.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Adjournment: There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Cooper made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and carried.   The meeting adjourned at 2:21pm.
