APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of April 12, 2016: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the April 12, 2016, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  Administrator Graham reported 34 applications were received for the utility worker position.  Five applicants were interviewed.  The interview committee is recommending Trevor Reed for the position.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to hire Mr. Reed for the position.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Administrator Graham reported the transformer at Wynn Hall caught fire today.  The crew finished up at the Security Substation and continue to work at Chappell House.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: Several accounts were discussed.  
TCC’s: This is an annual fee to cover congestion charges.  The fee this year is $86,716.56, with 25% due by 7/8 and 75% due by 10/1.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with the NYISO.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Clean Energy Standard: The Commission received a packet for their review only.  No action needed.

Administrator Graham reported that several hydrants were flushed.  Broken water meters are being replaced.  Frank Radigan, from Hudson River Energy Group, is recommending that the rate increase should be spread out over 3 years like the sewer increase is planned.

Gas Supervisor Carhart reported that the crew is working on lawn and driveway restoration.  Four new services were installed.
PSC Visit: Supervisor Carhart reported that the paper audit went very well.
Easement: The new bakery at 7 Maple would like gas and that means an easement is required at a cost of $1,700.00 for professional services.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize Earlville Land Surveyor to provide professional services for the easement behind the Smithblock.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
First Responder Training: Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated that additional training is needed.  She contacted Ross Hoham who suggested a table top exercise and the Commission thought that was a good idea.
Gas Mechanic Position:  Administrator Graham will contact the county and report back to the Commission.
City Gate Trees: There are five trees that need to be replaced.  The Commission would like to know the cost before they agree to have them replaced.

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 78%, expenses at 78%.  Water revenue is at 92%, expenses at 79%.  Sewer revenue is at 142%, expenses at 122%.  Gas revenue is at 75%, expenses at 64%.

Executive Session: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to enter into an executive session at 5:52 to discuss personnel.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 6:12pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
