APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Administrator Graham asked to have an executive session added to the agenda.  The agenda was approved as amended.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of April 14, 2015: Changes requested:

Line Foreman’s Report: None
Status of Delinquent Accounts: The Commissioners were concerned with the number of customers on the list.  Yellow notices will go out.  
Generator Quotes: Administrative Assistant Mitchell distributed the three quotes she received for the new generator for the DPW garage.  IEEP said that they will pay the cost of the generator.  The Village crew will be installing the equipment.  The Commission had several questions regarding the warranty, shipping costs, and a remote annunciator that Administrative Assistant Mitchell will get answers to and report back at the next meeting.  The low bid appears to be Power Generation.
Meter Tester: Line Foreman King reported that the PSC mandates that 20% of all meters be tested each year.  The meter board at the Powerhouse is outdated.  This equipment would make it possible to test meters on site.  The Commission reviewed a quote for a meter tester from ProbeWell for $9,725.00.  There will be an annual licensing fee of $200.00.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the purchase of the meter tester from ProbeWell.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
The purchase of this will be taken from the Electric Fund.

Camera: Last week there was a demo on a camera to locate sewer lines.
Sewer Relief Request-11 Wylie Street: Seeking relief of 179 units caused by a leak.  Crew confirmed.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to grant the request for 11 Wylie Street in the amount of $844.88.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

Gas Supervisor Carhart reported the crew has been cleaning up installation sites, finished training, are working on an installation schedule, and working with Colgate on the CAC & NAF.

Administrator Graham reported the MUC Electric and Gas Departments will pool money to share the expense of a directional drill.

The monthly gas usage plan has been filed.

Contractor List: Administrative Assistant stated she has many requests for a contractor list from gas customers.  The village policy is to not make recommendations for contractors.  It was suggested that Administrative Assistant Mitchell tell customers to contact their suppliers of propane and fuel oil.

Timetable for Installations: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported residents are asking when gas is going by their house.  She was told to get all those interested to fill out the paperwork and added to the list.
Old Business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 82%, expenses at 76%.  Water revenue is at 84%, expenses at 69%.  Sewer revenue is at 81%, expenses at 164%.  Gas revenue is at 13%, expenses at 14%.
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to enter into an executive session at 5:45pm to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 6:11pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  No action was taken.
The next meeting will be June 9, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:12pm.
