Mayor McVaugh called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. 
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: 
1. Public Hearing 7:05pm-Sound Variance Colgate

A motion was made by Trustee Loveless to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the April 19, 2016, Regular Monthly Meeting: Changes Requested: 
1. Security Substation: Police Chief Rick Gifford was asked to come before the Board to explain how he intended to transition from the downtown building to the new facility at the Airpark.  Chief Gifford stated he realizes that change is difficult and that the residents are comfortable knowing the police station is at 3 Broad.  He explained some “myths”:  that there is someone in the police station at all times, the clerk is there from 8am-1pm on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays, the Chief splits his time half doing administrative duties, the other half patrolling.  Some facts are: patrol cars are really the officer’s office, 90% of the time the officers are patrolling on foot or in their cars or are summoned to a location, actual public foot traffic to the office at 3 East Broad St. is minimal. As presented by Chief Gifford, the advantages of moving the entire department to the substation facility at the Airpark include:

· All operations under one roof

· Specified controlled access

· Airport security

· New facility is mandate compliant

· Much more humane ability to handle prisoners

· Constant video surveillance to help limit liability

· Handicap accessible

· Safer environment for clerk

· Modern space for interviewing

· Limited escape risk for prisoners

· Operating two facilities may be costly

· New policies will need to be put in place

· Evidence transfer

Board members explored many of these claims in a lively discussion.  Mayor McVaugh proposed a model of an ongoing Police Department whose administrative center (Chief, clerk, active records) remained at 3 East Broad as part of the overall Village administration while officers remained active in the “patrol car offices” and while the much needed modern armory, interview rooms, processing facilities, and officer locker rooms are located at the Airpark police facility.
 Trustee Servedio is in favor of moving the entire operation to the Airpark.  Trustee Loveless is struggling with not having a police presence at 3 Broad.  Trustee Carter is in favor of a slow transition, keeping the Chief at 3 Broad Street for a few months.  Trustee Lura prefers to keep the police a 3 Broad.  Mayor McVaugh wants the Chief, the Clerk and short-term records at 3 Broad.  A motion was made by Trustee Loveless to start the transition of evidence, the armory, and inactive records moved to the Airpark, but that the Chief, clerk and active records will remain at 3 Broad Street and that no later than 6 months the Board will review the transition process.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter.  4-aye, 1 nay-Trustee Servedio.  The motion carried.  

A motion was made by Mayor McVaugh to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2016, meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.

Public Comment: Carolyn Todd, 58 Payne Street, came before the Board to comment that after Chief Gifford’s outstanding presentation last month, she believes it would be best for the police department to have all operations and personnel operating out of the security substation on Wings Way.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Robert Maxwell Request: Mr. Maxwell stated he purchased 16’ of land from his neighbor, John Basher, several years ago.  He believes his property now is zoned B2 & BT.  He would like it all to be zoned B2 and is asking the Board to consider a zone change.  The Board stated they are in the process of rezoning the Village so it might be best for Mr. Maxwell to wait.  Mr. Maxwell was asked if he had dissolved the lot line through the County and legally affixed to his property.  Mr. Maxwell was directed to contact CEO Forth.  Attorney Stokes also will also check with the County.  Attorney Stokes stated in the future, a zone request should contain a written request from the property owner with the address, parcel information and the zone requested maps of the property, and a short EAF form. 
2. Colgate Inn-Block Party: The Colgate Inn is requesting to have their annual Block Party on July 3, 2016.  It was pointed out that the Inn did not follow the policy of 51-2015.  No action was taken.  Mr. Eberhardt will be notified.  Bridges has suggested changes to the Village policy.  The Mayor reported Chief Gifford has raised concerns with the Block Party.

UAS (Drone) Use Policy and Use Notification Form

Staff, PP, AICP, Senior Planner for Aviation for McFarland Johnson, legal counsel for the Village and the contract operator for the Airport regarding the use of UAS and has developed the attached policy and use notification form which the Commission has recommended for adoption by this Board of Trustees.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1.  Interviews were held for filling the utility worker position, waste water division, and an applicant selected. The Board will probably vote on the hiring this evening.  

2.  First responder training is scheduled for May 25th at the firehouse.  Ross Hoham will be the presenter.  In addition, another training session—probably a “table top” exercise—will be scheduled.

3.  The cost of the Transmission Congestion Contract (TCC) with the NY Independent Services Operator (NYISO) is expected to rise.  The fee allows us to purchase a guaranteed amount of power despite an increased usage by others throughout the system (thereby causing a congestion).

4.  The MUC is beginning water rate study to see if rates are currently appropriate.  They are probably too low.  Colgate has successfully implemented a reduction in their water use, and that adversely affects our rates.

5.  Several dead trees at the natural gas city gate north of town will be replaced.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 

DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1.  The DPW open house is Saturday, May 28th.

2.  At the new garage, the paving is down with both the stripping and landscaping complete.

3.  The DPW has been working on catch basin repairs.

4.  Trees were planted on Lebanon, the green, Triangle park, and at the city gate.

5.  The new loader and skid steer have arrived.

6.  A lot of time has been spent mowing and timing.

7.  Randy is working on getting a hot mix for Eaton and Madison Streets rather than nova chip.  The price of asphalt has dropped significantly, and the price may allow hot mix instead.

Madison Street Cemetery:

PCD: 
1.  The PCD held a second public meeting on potential enhancements to the area’s trail system.

2.  The report from Cornell was expected to be finished by now but is not complete.

3.  The time frame for responses to the RFP for the airpark study is finished, and the committee will now review them and schedule interviews.

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT 
Village Court:   A committee of three, Don Haight, Suzanne Collins and I, interviewed candidates for the court clerk position on May 11th.   The committee unanimously recommends that the Board appoint Dorothy Janczuk for the position with a starting date of Monday, May 23rd.  Court activity this month saw Judge Bogan processing 29 cases involving 26 people; of those cases, five were dismissed and six were reduced to a lesser violation.  Judge Haight handled 40 cases involving 32 people and of those cases, 10 were dismissed and 8 were reduced to a lesser violation.  The great majority of the cases heard by both judges involved traffic violations.

Fire Department: The Department responded to 33 calls this past month.  A backlog of costly truck repairs has been completed; it is anticipated that next year’s repairs will be less extensive.  One volunteer was recruited from the Department’s recent open house.  Work on the new tanker is underway at Toyne.  Pictures of the tanker can be seen at http://www.toyne.com/contact-us/#trackOrder; once at the site enter 11757 (the ID#) and the Hamilton zip code.  Delivery is anticipated to be mid-September of this year.
Police Department:   As preparations continue for the relocation of items to the new substation, the Police continue their vigilance in the Village.  Preparations for torchlight and graduation are apace.  They are also working on an emergency plan for the Village Library.  In their routine duties, Village police processed 23 cases, 15 of which resulted in arrests. 
Campus Safety: Hamilton Police responded to a case of property damage at O’Connor Dining Hall.

BRiDGES/Hamilton Area Community Coalition (HACC): This community based group of citizens which advocates for an alcohol-and-drug-free environment for teenagers has worked hard to produce a sample policy for the Board to consider.  The next meeting of the group is set for Wednesday, May 18th.
Alcohol and Other Drugs Advisory Committee (ADAC):  With the academic year drawing to a close, meetings of the committee are temporarily suspended.

MAYOR McVAUGH’s REPORT  

The contract negotiations continued on May 3 (this followed three days of meetings on April 12-14) with the Union Representatives for the DPW and the MUC.  In the case of the former, Russ Lura, Sean Graham and I were joined by Whitney Kummerow of Hancock Estabrook in representing the Village.  With the MUC the same group was joined by John Basher.  We did not reach an agreement on the 3rd, and the next stage with be mediation.  We can look forward to resolution I the coming month.  Negotiations with the Police Union have not yet commenced.


I attended the NYCOM Meetings in Saratoga Springs on Sunday, May 1.  Ruth Ann  registered for the three day conference and I was only able to attend on Sunday afternoon and evening.  I attended a very useful meeting regarding financial relationships of Towns and Villages.  The substance of that meeting was that NYCOM strongly recommends that Villages are actively vigilant regarding the distribution tax collection and costs  in the town’s A and B funds.  The former draws on properties in the entire town and the latter draw on properties outside Village limits.  The state requires that certain town functions draw from the town-wide funds.  It is much less clear on what must be funded by the “outside” funds, though towns have the option to assign certain functions to outside funds.  According to NYCOM it is not uncommon for Village residents to be “charged” for services that should arguably be assigned to “outside” funds.  We should try to pay close attention to the budgeting processes of the three towns in which the Village is located during the fall.


On Sunday evening, Hamilton was awarded one of NYCOM’s annual Local Government Achievement Awards for the Natural Gas project.  I accepted the award for the Village, supported by the attendance of Frank Radigan, Ruth Ann, Mary Ann, Jim Stokes, and Sue McVaugh, who was mayor when the project was initiated. Regrettably Margaret Miller, Sean Graham, and John Basher, all of whom were critical to the realization of the Gas Project, could not attend for personal reasons.  They deserve a lion’s share of the glory and the thanks of the community.


I met with next year’s Student Government President at Colgate, Matt Swain, and we discussed potentials for enhancing student civility within the community.


I continue to meet with members of the Colgate administration regarding University concerns regarding reports of an absence of optimal support for the community of color from the Hamilton Police.


I attended a Madison County Economic Summit on May 11 at the Colgate Inn.  In conjunction with the meeting, I met James Fayle and showed him the Airpark.  My particular focus was our distinct capacity to provide developable land next to a rural airport with a 5,000 foot runway.  I also outlined the conundrum presented by the very high costs of land release associated the FAA and explored whether grant opportunities might exist to help with the costs of those releases.  He has followed up with steps to put some links for our airpark on his offices development website.

Tree Committee: The Mayor made a motion to appoint Antonio Barrara to the Tree Committee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
