Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of April 21, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: 
1. Colgate Plans: 1st sentence-Begin sentence with “Colgate University has stated the”, then delete after (NAF) “that this”, add as final sentence “Any future modifications to current site plan will need to be submitted for Planning Board review”
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the minutes from the April 21, 2016, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Oliveri’s Pizzeria: CEO Forth reported an updated site plan has not been received.  CEO Forth also stated that Oliveri’s have added a second outside cooler and extended the deck that was not part of the original site plan.  CEO Forth would like the Board to stop by the site.
New Business
Colgate University: Andy Kerr Parking Lot Reconstruction: Plans presented: Colgate University Andy Kerr Parking Lot Reconstruction, dated 5-11-16, labeled L2-01, L4-01, L5-03, L5-04, L3-01, and L6-03.  Site Plan, Short Form EAF and Special Permit Application have all been submitted.  Attorney Bennett wanted it stated for the record, we are here for a special use permit and site plan review for Andy Kerr Stadium reconstruction parking lot because it is within 300 feet of a residential zone.  Mr. Hyatt stated that storm drains, asphalt paving, curbing, concrete sidewalks, new lighting, and new fencing are being put in.  The fence is still waiting for approval and funding (L5-04). Location of the handicap spaces was discussed and moving one handicap space to make 3 spaces close to the NAF side of the parking lot.  The proposed parking spaces are 162 sqft, not the 180 sqft requirement per the Village Code.  Ms. Bennett pointed out that this is institutional zone and parking requirements do not apply.  The fire lane was discussed and approved.  The Fire Department met with Colgate and has stated they have no issue with the turning radius proposed.  Signage will need to be on the site plan.  The storm system is in conjunction with the NAF’s system and none of the stormwater will be part of the village storm system.  Colgate received their DEC permit.  Locations of the light fixtures need to be on the site plan; plan L2-01 will be resubmitted with the lighting information.  Part II of the SEQRA was completed by the Planning Board.  
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that this project for the Andy Kerr Stadium is an unlisted action with no adverse environmental impacts are expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the special permit application and site plan for Colgate University Andy Kerr Parking Lot reconstruction project KAH-114002AKP, revision date 5-11-2016, L1-01-site demolition plan, L1-02 site layout plan, L3-01 site grading and drainage plan, L4-01 site planting plan, L5-01 site details, L5-02 site drainage detail; also to include a L5-03 & L5-04 fencing & pier layout details; with an updated L2-01to include locations of all lighting fixtures that will throw light onto the parking lot whether they are on site or not.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Code Official Questions:

Driveway Request Ben Eberhardt: Mr. Eberhardt wants to install a gravel driveway along the easement to his home to gain back access to his barn.  There is a 12’ easement starts at Madison Lane and crosses into the Eberhardt.  DPW Supervisor Weaver will need to be consulted.  
Good Nature Brewing: CEO Forth stated he received construction drawings two days ago.  GNB will be on next month’s agenda.
The next meeting will be June 23, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Newman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
