Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the April 21, 2015 Regular Meeting: Requested Changes: Several grammatical errors.
A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the April 21, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report.

Bridges: No report.
HBA: At the May HBA meeting, information was shared on the Machine Project (storefront art) – Machine Project’s vision will bring about 10 artists into town that want to interact with the community.  Their work is very community based and the artists will ask business owners if they would be willing to have a designer work on a graphic that is specifically designed for their business. They will be here from 9/9/15-11/9/15.   The Mayor wonders if sculpture could be a possible replacement for the trees on the south side of Lebanon St.

Hamilton Initiative: No report.
July 4th Committee: July 4th Chair  Linda Gorton reports that she has 46 entries for the parade and the judges’ stand location will be on the Lebanon St side of the intersection this year.  Ms. Gorton and Deputy Clerk Taranto are working on finding spaces for the vendors on the Green.

Chief Gifford and Mayor Miller met with three members of the Beta Fraternity to discuss future parties at their location.  They are in the process of planning one for September 12th and were receptive to addressing the concerns of the community.  The hours of the party will be 6-10pm with live bands instead of DJ’s that tend to have more bass subwoofer noise.  They plan to file for a sound variance requesting db of 85 as was allowed last year and will have a representative at the August 2015 meeting to present their request.

At the Ambulance Work Committee meeting, John Morrissey, the Senior Rep from NYS Department of Health, Bureau of Emergency Medical Services spoke. He explained what it means to hold a Certificate of Need (CON) and what it means for municipalities.  He provided a lot of information that will need to be considered as we move forward.  At the next meeting in June, the County’s new emergency management coordinator will be the guest speaker.  Mayor Miller offered to Town of Hamilton Supervisor Eve Ann Shwartz that the Town and Village Boards meet to discuss SOMAC finances - their Board members are available June 3 or 4. 

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court:  Fifty-six cases were heard during the month of April almost all of which dealt with vehicular violations such as stop sign violations (9), unlicensed driving (8) and cell phone use while driving (5). There was one case which involved leaving the scene of an accident and one of nuisance noise.  On personnel matters, Wendy Fisher has given notice of resignation from her position as Assistant Court Clerk on May 5th.
Village Fire Dept: At its’ May meeting the department elected the following  officers: Chief, Brian Marks; Assistant Chief, Jason Murray; Second Assistant Chief, Ross Hoham; Captain, Brendt Simpson; Lieutenants, Jim Jerome, Ahmad Khazaee, and Lance Bassett; and Safety Officer, John Basher.  During the month of April the department responded to 21fire calls and 11 Emergency Medical calls.
Pedestrian Safety Committee: Recent events have caused radical changes in this committee.  Two members, Dan Rains and Matthew Barber, have moved out of the village.  The membership of two other seasoned members, Julie Dudrick and Jamie Mitchell, expired in July of 2014.  One new member, Samanthi Martinez, has resigned because of other commitments.  Fortunately, Amy Jerome who came on board this year is still serving; further Jamie Mitchell has agreed to serve for another year and Julie Dudrick, to serve until the end of this calendar year.  A meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, June 8th.
Public Relations: A report on the April meetings of the Board, two public hearings on the 15th and the regular session on the 21st, appeared in the May 14th issue of the Mid-York Weekly.
Farmers’ Market: Robin Maciag, representing Farm Credit East, has extended an invitation for our Farmers’ Market to participate in their Farm Market Initiative. Each participating market allows the use of its name and images to be used by Farm Credit East in promotional efforts and in turn receives a grant of $500.00 and a donation of 250 reusable bags sporting the Farm Credit East logo. The Village Board has decided to participate in the program.  On another front, Kim Taranto is trying to set up a meeting with Fourth of July Organizer Linda Gorton and Farmers’ Market representatives Fran Belitz and Deb Niles for coordination of the Independence Day activities. 
A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the agreement with Farm Credit East and their Farm Market Initiative and authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Community Coalition (Bridges): No report
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Renee Rashford from Waterville, was appointed as Library Clerk effective June 1, 2015. Staff Evaluations – all staff members will complete a self-evaluation, following which they will meet first with Sandy Crumb, then with Hilary Virgil.  The self-evaluation form was developed to fit with job descriptions.  Payroll Policy –was approved by Board.  Procurement Policy – was discussed; will be approved at June meeting.  Friends of Library – Judith Straub (President) and Erin Dineen are resigning effective June 30.  Welcome suggestions for new members.

Historical Commission: Focus on planning for Atanasoff event.  Reception will be at the Village library, June 6 at 3:30pm.  Village officials have received invitations along with former Commission members.  Event is open to the public.  Jack Loop has written article to go in the Mid York Weekly.  The Commission drafted a proposed contract for Judy Lyrek (book on Hamilton homes, 100 years or more, old), that will go to the Trustees for review.  
The Historical Commission has requested funds for the Atanasoff event in the sum of $420.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Carter to grant the request for $420.00 from the Historical Commission.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.

Recreation Commission: Anne Marie Weeks, Chair of the Recreation Commission came before the Board to ask permission to hold an “open garage sale” at the Eaton Street Fields on June 20, 2015, which is the same day as the Mid-York Little League playoffs.  Each participant in the sale would pay a fee.  All proceeds would go towards the ice rink expenses.  A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the Recreation Commissions’ request to use the Eaton Street property for a garage sale fundraiser.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.  
Harry Jarcho, summer rec director, will have sign ups on June 8 & 9.  

Parks Advisory Committee: The committee had a morning work session on 5/13; they pruned and weeded native grasses by fountain.  Suggested that fountains be drained and bottoms painted blue again.  
Trails Committee: No report
Friends of the Symphony: Plans in full swing.  Have seen and approved program chosen by committee and Symphoria.  Conductor has not been announced.  Donations are coming in slowly; this of some concern.

Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
ZRC: Met with Joanne Borfitz and seemed to allay her concerns about some of our proposals.  We are waiting for Attorney Stokes clarification of the meaning of “resident operator” in the current law.  Trustee Kliman brought in several articles from Midwestern towns and cities which indicated this designation could not be used in zoning law.  “Zoning relates to land use, not people who can use the land.” Looking at parking requirements associated with residential uses in both residential and business districts.  Reconsidering definitions of family and functional family to open more housing opportunities to young professionals, while disallowing more than 2 students in apartments in residential areas.  Current dwelling units classified as boarding houses will be allowed if new zoning laws passed.



Joint meeting with ZRC and BOT planned for May 27 is postponed until June 3.

Salt/Sand Storage Building

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has received bids for the construction of a Salt/Sand storage building for the Village DPW; and


WHEREAS, the Village Administrator and the DPW Supervisor have reviewed the bids from Richard E. Alexander Co, Inc. for $137,480.00 and SECOR Building Solutions for $137,459.00; and

WHEREAS, the Village Administrator and the DPW Supervisor recommend to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees that the bid be awarded to the low bidder, SECOR Building Solutions, for one hundred thirty seven thousand four hundred fifty-nine dollars ($137,459.00); and

WHEREAS, money to cover the cost of this building contract is appropriated in the current DPW budget; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees accepts the low bid of SECOR Building Solutions in the amount of one hundred thirty seven thousand four hundred fifty-nine dollars ($137,459.00) and approves the contract with SECOR Building Solutions for said amount; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total cost for said project shall not exceed one hundred thirty seven thousand four hundred fifty-nine dollars ($137,459.00), without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor be, and hereby is authorized to execute the contract with SECOR Building Solutions, as well as all other documents required to proceed with and complete this project.

Airport/Airpark Commission: Lew Peterson will be retiring in the fall.  We are working on finding a replacement for him.

Tree Committee:   Looking at replacing the trees in the sidewalk by the businesses on Lebanon Street.  Waiting on word from Greg Owens.   


Campus Safety: The semester ended well, Commencement was a success - gearing up for summer programs and reunion.


Deer Task Force: No report.

Planning Board: An application for Madison Lane Apartments to install a 100' long wooden fence, six feet in height-to border the Abbotts property was approved.

Betty Webb requested a variance to create a circular driveway in front of 15 Broad Street. Proposed driveway located in front yard.  She runs a B&B there called Manor on the Green. The Board requested a site plan with 4-5 bedrooms, parking, and SEQR with application for special conditions and site plan review.  

Colgate representatives were present to review the CAC Center for Arts-Submittal and review of site plan application.  The university now owns 22 Utica Street - the second floor of the property will be used for CAC employee offices and the first floor will remain a cafe with a connecting walkway to the CAC.  The new site plan including 22 Utica Street has a total of 18,736 square feet.  They have also met the required 25 parking spaces.  

Upon review it was pointed out that the renderings and site plans do not match. They will make the necessary changes and submit them.  Demolition of the building will not happen before July 4.  The project will happen in phases - beginning with demolition this year with the bid for construction going out in the spring.  

ADMINISTRATOR GRAHAM’s REPORT
Asbestos Survey: Administrator Graham reported the asbestos survey at the DPW found asbestos in the caulk around the windows and fire doors.  
Trustee Lura stated that there has been discussion on extending the DPW Building by 20’ to accommodate the Gas utility and would like to find the cost to do this and how to fund it.
TREASURER HENDERSON’s REPORT

GENERAL FUND BUDGET MODIFICATION

Unemployment Insurance Payment Reserve

FINANCE RESOLUTION NO. 45-2015

WHEREAS, per George Persons of SaxBST, Village Auditor, has advised the Village Treasurer that resolution #94-2015 approved by the Board of Trustees on July 15, 2014, is not an acceptable reserve transfer and must be rescinded; and

Ref: Resolution # 94-2014 (July 15, 2014)

WHEREAS the Village of Hamilton has elected to transfer the entire excess balance of the Unemployment Insurance Payment Reserve, $31,756.38 as of May 31, 2014, to the Lebanon Street Project (2013) Capital Project to increase the budget appropriations (33-5-9730.700) Bond Anticipation Note interest; and

WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees, as per the General Municipal Law Section 6-m, are within 60 days from the close of the 2013-2014 fiscal year to elect this transfer be completed,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the General Fund makes an Interfund transfer to Capital Project (01-5-9950.900) to the Lebanon Street Project 2013 Capital Project (33-4-5031.000) of the entire balance in the Unemployment Insurance Payment Reserve and the Reserve itself is terminated. 

WHEREAS, the Office of State Comptroller’s regulations state the following:

“Use of Unexpended Balances:

If at the end of any fiscal year, the moneys in the fund exceed amounts required to be paid into the Unemployment Insurance Fund as described above, plus any additional amounts required to pay all pending claims, the governing board, within 60 days of the close of the fiscal year, may elect to transfer all or part of the excess amounts to certain other reserve funds, or apply all or part of the excess to the budget appropriation of the next succeeding fiscal year. If the local government terminates its election to become liable for payments in lieu of contributions (i.e., elects to convert to “tax contribution” basis), moneys remaining in the fund may be transferred to certain other reserve funds, to the extent moneys in the fund exceed amounts sufficient to pay all pending claims;” and

WHEREAS, Mr. Persons explained that the statement “may elect to transfer all or part of the excess amounts to certain other reserve funds, or apply all or part of the excess to the budget appropriation of the next succeeding fiscal year” of the regulations,  represents transfer to another capital reserve or the budget appropriation for unemployment, not a capital project;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that resolution #94-2014 be rescinded

WHEREAS, the Partnership for Community Development, Ltd. (“PCD”) is a not-for-profit corporation which defines its mission as “to enhance sustainable economic opportunity and community vitality in the village and town of Hamilton and the surrounding areas”; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees deems the PCD as a cost effective vehicle for promoting economic growth and improving the quality of life within Village of Hamilton; and 

WHEREAS, a three year agreement has been proposed between the PCD, the Village of Hamilton, the Town of Hamilton and Colgate University, by which the Village, the Town and Colgate University will make contract payments to the PCD and the PCD will pursue a host of economic and community development activities within the Village and Town of Hamilton; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees deems it in the public interest to enter into the proposed contract with the PCD. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village enter into the proposed three year contract for services with the PCD, the Town of Hamilton and Colgate University, effective June 1, 2015 through May 31, 2018, and that the Village pay the PCD the amount of $25,000 per contract year as provided therein, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Mayor be, and hereby is authorized to executed the proposed three year contract for services with the PCD, the Town of Hamilton and Colgate University, effective June 1, 2015 through May 31, 2018, and that the Mayor, the Village Administrator, Village Treasurer and other Village officials and employees be, and hereby are authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.
