Acting Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

Agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of April 22, 2010- A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes of the April 22, 2010, meeting as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.

Special Meeting of April 17, 2010- A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the minutes of  Special Meeting of the April 17, 2010, meeting as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.

Special Meeting of April 29, 2010- A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the minutes of Special Meeting of the April 29, 2010, meeting as written.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.
Unfinished Business
Village of Hamilton’s Security Substation

Exterior lighting was the issue.  CEO McGinnis presented new plans by MacFarland Johnson, dated April 2010.  Page E.2 of plans show some exterior lighting on the building, but a site lighting plan was not presented.  The Board questioned the lack of lighting on the north side of building and recommends at least one F-11 style.  The location of the light pole by the entrance is redundant. The Board recommends moving it to the NW area of the parking lot.  The information presented tonight is not adequate for a decision at this time.  CEO McGinnis will contact Director Graham with the questions  Member Larson detailed on the site plans.
New Business

Tom Brauer, S&S Appliance, Special Permit Application, Laundry Use #77 at 171 Utica Street

CEO McGinnis distributed site plans by Meyers Engineering, Stanley Meyers P.E.#036437-1, 265 Bates-Wilson Rd., So. Plymouth, NY, 13844.  Sheet 1 dated, October 2010.  Sheet 2 dated, May 2010.  Mr Brauer stated that S&S has been a drop off for dry cleaning for Clinton Cleaners.  Now that Morrisville Cleaners is gone the dry cleaning business has increased.  He would like to build on to the existing building to add a dry cleaning pick up and also a laundromat.  No dry cleaning equipment will be located on premises.  This will be located in a B2 Zone.  CEO McGinnis stated he believes a Special Permit is needed.  The addition will double the size of the existing building, making it approximately 8,000 sq. ft.  35 parking spaces will be requires using the store calculations of 1 space per 200 sq. ft. over 1,000 sq ft.  A loading area is needed and is already in existence.  Mr. Brauer explained the separator for the washing machines and that it will be pumped out once a month.  Line Use 77 was discussed and determined not to apply to this project.  The Board reviewed Uses #60, 58, and 174.82D. There will be a 2" water feed.  Acting Chairman Fuller stated the flood plain is not an issue.

A motion was made by Member Larson to allow the CEO to approve the proposed extension of the S&S Appliance building under Line Use # 60, retail outlet for laundry and dry cleaning.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and carried.

The project now is a permitted use.  Completing a SEQR was discussed and determined by the Board  not to be needed.

Member Barrett formally thanked BOT Carl Albrecht for his years of service to the Village.  He added that Trustee Albrecht has been a source of information and guidance and will be truly missed.

Next meeting is scheduled for June 24, 2010.
There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Barrett made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Larson and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:01 p.m.
