APPROVED MINUTES

Present: Mayor Margaret Miller; Trustees:  Debbie Kliman, Sam Cooper, and Russ Lura; Administrator Sean Graham; DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver; MUC President John Basher; Absent: Trustee Jen Servedio
Public Present: Sally Lura; Jason Fleming, Depot Engineering
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 8:05a.m.
DPW Building: Administrator Graham explained that the doors will be upgraded from R6.6 to R19.  This will result in an additional cost of $4,200.00.  The bids came in and the low bid was from Secor Building for $128,490.00.  DPW Supervisor Weaver checked references and only received good remarks.  The total cost of the building is expected to be $165,000.00.  The bid was awarded based on value.  This will be a prevailing wage project.  A purchase order is needed today.  As-builts will be given to CEO McGinnis.
Resolution #67-2014
SECOR Building Solutions Bid

DPW Building

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees (BOT) has received bids for the construction of a new Department of Public Works (DPW) facility; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of BOT has determined that the bid submitted by SECOR Building Solutions (SECOR) in the Amount of One Hundred and Twenty Eight Thousand Four Hundred and Ninety Dollars ($128,490.00) is the low responsible bid; and

WHEREAS, it has been recommended that the BOT upgrade and increase the efficiency of the garage doors with an additional cost of Four Thousand Two Hundred dollars ($4,200.00); now  
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorize the Mayor to execute the Notice of Award, after the Village has received the required insurances, and building plans, to SECOR; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total not to exceed cost for said services, without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, shall be One Hundred Thirty Two Thousand Six Hundred and Ninety dollars ($132,690.00).

Motion by: Trustee Lura, Second by: Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Terminal Hangar: Administrator Graham reported that there is a NYSDOT grant that the Village could apply for that could help to refurbish the terminal hangar.  The APPC is comfortable, after reviewing the financials, with applying for $500,000.00.  After discussing the anticipated work needed to the hangar with Zach from McFarland Johnson, it was determined that the grant request would be $530,000.00.  This would be a 10% match grant.  This money would be used to upgrade not to replace the hangar.  Trustee Lura asked if the Northern Borders Grant could be included to remodel the office and kitchen areas.  Administrator Graham will contact McFarland Johnson to ask.  The Board would like Administrator Graham to get clarification of grant money amount from Zach Staff.
Resolution #68-2014
Airport Terminal Hangar Funding

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Airport Airpark Commission (APPC) has determined that the Airport Terminal Hangar is in need of repair and updating; and 

WHEREAS, the APPC has been informed by Airport Consultant McFarland Johnson that the New York State Department of Public Works Aviation Bureau (NYSDOT) has grant monies available for this type of project; and

WHEREAS, the APPC has determined that the Terminal Hangar is in need of, but not limited to, a new roof, windows, doors, hangar door, insulation, electrical, plumbing, male/female rest rooms and outer siding; and

WHEREAS, the APPC makes recommendation to the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, (BOT) that they authorize McFarland and Johnson to prepare the NYSDOT Grant Application in the amount of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00), and

WHEREAS, the Villages share of said grant is Ten percent (10%) of the project; and

WHEREAS, McFarland Johnson recommends to the BOT’S that based on the proposed project and the estimated costs associated with the project that the Grant Application be increased to Five Hundred and Thirty thousand dollars ($530,000.000); now 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes the McFarland Johnson to prepare all documentation required to apply for said grant in the amount of Five Hundred and Thirty Thousand dollars ($530,000.00); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the BOT authorizes the Mayor to execute all documentation associated with this project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total Village share of said project shall not to exceed Fifty Three Thousand dollars ($53,000.00) without prior written approval of the Village of Hamilton BOT.

JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has utilized DDS Engineering (“DDS”) for engineering services related to the Village of Hamilton Natural Gas Project; and 

WHEREAS, DDS has provided a second proposal for engineering services to the Village for the project; now 

THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the BOT, based upon the recommendations of the Village Administrator and the Village’s legal counsel, that the MUC and the Village enter into a contract with DDS for additional engineering services as specified in the DDS proposal submitted on May 27, 2014; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the cost of said services shall not exceed Ninety Thousand dollars ($90,000.00) without written authorization of the BOT; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the President of the MUC and the Mayor be, and hereby are authorized to executed a contract for engineering services with DDS, and are hereby authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.

Depot Engineering: 
RESOLUTION 70-2014
DEPOT ENGINEERING SERVICES

WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees has utilized Depot Engineering for engineering services related to the Village of Hamilton Natural Gas Project; and 

WHEREAS, Depot Engineering has been asked to provide a proposal for additional engineering services to the Village for the project; now 

THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the BOT, based upon the recommendations of the Village Administrator and the Village’s legal counsel, that the MUC and the Village enter into a contract with Depot Engineering to provide additional engineering services as specified in the Depot Engineering proposal submitted on May 20, 2014; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the cost of said services shall not exceed Thirty Nine Thousand dollars ($39,000.00) without written authorization of the BOT; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the President of the MUC and the Mayor be, and hereby are authorized to executed a contract for engineering services with Depot Engineering, and are hereby authorized to take such further appropriate actions as may be prudent and/or necessary to carry out the intent of this resolution.
Motion by:   Trustee Lura, Second by: Trustee Cooper, Carried: unanimously
Fire Department: President Basher reported the Fire Dept. needs to start replacing self-contained breathing apparatus.  There is a FEMA grant that could help with the expenses.  The Fire Department would like to hire a grant writer for $750.00 to help secure the grant.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to authorize the Mayor to sign the contract with the FEMA grant writer.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.  President Basher also reported the Fire Dept. is starting the process to purchase a new fire truck.
Planning Board Meeting: There was a brief discussion on the Fairmount Properties proposal.  The original plan has changed.  
Wages for new positions: Tabled.
Blinebry’s: Mr. Blinebry came into the office requesting to put a bench in the park.  Their request was denied last summer.
Tent on Village Lawn: The Board was concerned that Colgate Alumni had not requested permission to use the side lawn for their tents.  Mayor Miller reported that she had discussed this when she met with Colgate’s Tim Mansfield.
NODAM: There has been a NODAM for Colgate Alumni fireworks and Village Clerk Scheckler will post on NextDoorHamilton.
Executive Session: A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to enter into an executive session at 9:09am to discuss natural gas contractual issues.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 9:31am.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.  No action was taken.
Adjournment: There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Cooper made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.   The meeting adjourned at 9:32am.
