President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of May 13, 2014: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the May 13, 2014, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  No report

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman Rhyde reported they are getting ready to order wire for the Colgate soccer fields.  They are working with NYSEG for setting the pole wire and transformer at the gate house on Route 46.  HMT is working on the substation design.  A transformer burned up on May 24 on University Ave.

Status of Delinquent Accounts:  No report.

RFP – Office Building: Administrator Graham reported that the Town of Hamilton is interested in sharing office space.  A structural engineering is needed to review the current condition of the Village Office.  In the 2014-2015 MUC budget, $200,000.00 has been allocated for building repairs.  Trustee Lura would like Village MUC money to be used for initial assessment, but stated that any work needed to accommodate the Town’s request to share space should be the financial burden of the Town.  Administrator Graham will categorize, “phase out,” the project and email to the Commissioners to review.  Commissioner Gustafson knows an engineer from Waterville, Mr. Bill Speck, and will contact him.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve monies allocated for repairs to be used for an RFP for an engineer’s study.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Annual TCC’s: Administrator Graham reported Mark Cordeiro, from NYMPA, is recommending we enter into an agreement with the ISO to purchase 8 mega-watts at $86,716.56.  Twenty-five percent will be due on July 9, 2014 and the remaining seventy-five percent is due on October 1, 2014.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement with the ISO for 8 mega-watts.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.

Woodman Pond: Scott Prindle, aquatics biologist, is requesting that Woodman Pond be open for fishing.  The Commission stated that because this is our secondary water source it needs to be protected; along with the public uses now of bird watching of protected species and home to snapping turtles; they denied the request. 
Line Foreman Rhyde reported a leak was detected at Hamilton Auto Clinic on Montgomery Street while the gas lines were being installed.  A leak was repaired at 5.7 University Ave.  A leak was reported at Lally Lane; the old 4” was shut off; this is an old line that is not in service.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported they are waiting for a rainy spell to do infiltration work on water and sewer lines.

TMDL’s: Administrator Graham distributed a letter drafted by Village Attorney Kevin Brock’s to the DEC “accepting the limits under protest”.  The Commission reviewed the letter and agreed it should be sent.

New Business  

Administrator Graham reported that Village has terminated the contract with Adhan.  Syracuse Utilities has been awarded contract #2.  There will be a contractors meeting on June 11, 2014.  Upon pot holing on Eaton Street, the smell of gasoline was immediately detected.  The contaminated spoils will be removed and 20 mil plastic will be used.   The DEC was notified.   The gas crew will be going to Bath, NY for some on the job training for meter installation and leak detection.  Administrator Graham will be the proctor for all gas testing.  June 19th is the fusion test.  The Commission discussed a letter from the Town of Madison congratulating the Village on their natural gas franchise and letting the Village know that the Town of Madison is interested in receiving gas from the Village of Hamilton.  The Commissioners are concerned that the Town of Madison does not realize that Madison will have to pay the total cost for the expansion to their area.  An informational sheet is being worked on for residents that will answer some of the frequently asked questions.
Administrator Graham reported that he has prepared inter-municipal agreement for the use and repair of Perkins Road with the Town of Eaton.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement with the Town of Eaton.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Trustee Lura asked if the Commission could receive, at the next meeting, a proposed annual operational budget.

Old Business

Natural Gas Update: See new business
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 113%, expenses at 93%.  Water revenue is at 102%, expenses at 78%.  Sewer revenue is at 103%, expenses at 87%.  Gas revenue is at .05%, expenses at 61%.
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to enter into an executive session at 5:28pm to discuss personnel.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to exit the executive session at 5:49pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  The Commission gave the go ahead to advertise for the position of Administrative Assistant and to get the list from the County for an Office Assistant 1 position. 
The next meeting will be July 8, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:50pm.
