Approval of Minutes of the April 8, 2014, meeting:  Changes:

1. Approval of Minutes: change 2014 to 2013
2. Reasons for granting variance #3: delete sentence after width and add but new structure will maintain present garage setback

A motion was made by Member Upton to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and unanimously carried.

New Business
Tim & Suzanne Collins, 22 Milford Street, Area Variance for Open Roof Structure, Appendix “A”- Schedule II – Side Yard Dimension – B-3:
The Collins’ would like to build a deck on the barn located at 22 Milford Street that would reduce the area to 13’ of the lot line of their property on 32 Milford Street.  Mr. Collins has letters from his neighbors on either side stating they have no issues with the building of this deck. Chairman Clough stated he would rather have the properties joined rather than grant a variance.  Mr. Collins stated he is in the process of obtaining property from Sandy MacKinnon and is reluctant to join the property until he has researched all his options once the properties have been surveyed and purchased.

A motion was made by Member Trueworthy to grant the area variance for 22 Milford Street.  The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and unanimously carried.
Reasons for granting the variance:
1. No detriment to the neighborhood or neighbors

2. Not a substantial change to current structure

3. No complaints from neighbors

4. Only encroaching on applicant

5. Applicants will continue to pursue joining the properties

James Moser, 39 W. Kendrick Ave, Area Variance for front porch, Appendix “A”- Schedule II, Bulk Zoning 25 Ft Front Yard Set Back:
Mr. Moser would like to increase the size of his front porch from 50”x65” to 6’x12’.  It would be similar to the adjacent properties.  Mr. Moser provided drawings for the Board.
A motion was made by Member Upton to grant the requested area variance.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and unanimously carried.

Reasons for granting the variance:

1. Request is keeping with the neighborhood

2. Request will help maintain the character of the village
3. Request will improve the appearance of the house

4. No complaints from the neighbors

Dian Zheng, 60 Utica Street, Conversion to a two family dwelling’ 174-82 E (2):
Mr. Zheng would like a variance to allow him to make this property into a two apartment building.  The lot size would be short 625 sq.ft. from the required 15,000sq.ft.  Mr. Zheng originally wanted to make into a 3 dwelling unit but was denied at the Planning Board.  There is ample parking in the rear.  The property has had retail in the downstairs portion of the building in the past
A motion was made by Member Trueworthy to grant the variance request for 60 Utica Street.  The motion was seconded by Member Manchester and unanimously carried.
Reasons for granting variance:

1. Request is keeping with character of the neighborhood

2. Request will improve the appearance of the property

3. Request is minimal (625sq.ft.)

4. No other uses available 
There being no further business to come before the Board, Member Upton made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Trueworthy and carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:58pm.
