President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of May 10, 2016: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve the May 10, 2016, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business
Line Foreman Report: Crew Chief King reported they are working on inventory.  A pole was hit on River Road which caused a 30 minute power outage.  Mr. King does not know if there were any injuries.  The Wynn transformer passed all tests and is okay to use.  The culvert has been laid out on College Street.  Met with GNB last week at the site of their new building.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: Several accounts were discussed.  
Accounts to be Written Off: Village Clerk Scheckler presented a list of stale accounts from 2006-2010 in the amount of $2492.65 to be written off.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to write off the accounts presented in the amount of $2492.65.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Switch Gear Bid: Administrator Graham reported the switch gear bid opening for the Colgate Heating Plant was June 7th.  Three bids were received with the lowest bid coming from VJ Brown at $21,130.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Board of Trustees to award the bid to VJ Brown for $21,130.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.

Rate Analysis: Line Crew Chief King reported they are working on water meter inventory for the rate analysis.  Administrator Graham reported at the MEUA meeting AMR & AMI meters were discussed and Frank Radigan from the Hudson River Energy Group will be asked to use the information to determine a rate case.  Administrator Graham stated he would like the cost of installing a new well figured into the rate analysis.  
Insertion Valves: Two valves will be replaced. One on E. Broad Street and one on the corner of Broad Street and West Pleasant Street.

Hydrants: A hydrant on Spring Street and one on Madison Street are scheduled to be replaced.

Sewer Relief-12 Lebanon Street: A water softener was determined to be the cause of the high reading.  Since the water did go through the sewer system no relief will be given.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to deny the relief request for 12 Lebanon Street.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Sewer Relief-18 Hamilton Street: Village Clerk Scheckler explained there was an error with the billing of this account that resulted in two tenants being charged sewer when they should not have been.  The total amount of the refund is $161.65.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to grant the refund for 18 Hamilton Street.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
WWTP Pre-Select: Trustee Lura stated that the report from MRB Group was not clearly written and would like clarification.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb recommend to the Board of Trustees to contract with Veolia Water Technologies for Contract #1, Xylem for Contract #2, and BDP Industries for Contract #3.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business  
Gas Meter Rate: Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated she placed this on the agenda in error.
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported we have 63 gas customers with 23 other services installed.  The pipe has been ordered for the GNB project as well as University, Payne, East Pleasant, and West Pleasant.  As soon as Spring Hill is staked out they will start installing electric conduit.  
Colgate Meeting: will be scheduled for some time in July to review Natural Gas.

Old Business

Gas Mechanic Position-Josh: A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to approve Josh Knutti to the gas mechanic position at $26.62 per hour as of June 1, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson unanimously carried.
Training: There is a gas training meeting on June 15.  
CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 78%, expenses at 78%.  Water revenue is at 92%, expenses at 79%.  Sewer revenue is at 142%, expenses at 122%.  Gas revenue is at 75%, expenses at 64%.  
Capital Reserve Fund: A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the Building Reserve resolution for the Village Office Building.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Other Business: 
Village Office Bids: Administrative Assistant Mitchell received two bids.  MJ Dakota’s bid was $175,000.00 and Stroh’s bid was $69,000.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to contract with Stroh’s for the exterior painting and repairs for the Village office.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Executive Session: A motion was made by Trustee Lura to enter into an executive session at 5:47pm to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 6:23pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried
The next meeting will be July 12, 2016, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
