The Deputy Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: Deputy Mayor Lura asked for the following to be added to tonight’s agenda

A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the May 20, 2014 Regular Meeting: Requested Changes:

A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the May 20, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the May 29, 2014 Special Meeting: Requested Changes: None
A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the minutes of the May 29, 2014, special meeting as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Public Comment: Carolyn Todd, 58 Payne Street, expressed her appreciation to Trustee Cooper and stated he has set a higher standard of service for future Trustees.  That he has been sensitive to the needs of the residents.
Bill Todd, 58 Payne Street, also expressed his appreciation for Trustee Cooper’s service as Trustee.

Harvey Kliman, 21 W. Pleasant Street, expressed his gratitude for Trustee Cooper’s Service for the past 3 years.

Trustee Lura stated that Trustee Cooper has made many contributions to the Village; three of the most noticeable were the sound ordinance, the new village signs, and the bicycle racks.

Dave Hollis, Radiofreehamilton.com, asked if there was any conversation with TWC/Comcast on the proposed merger and if it would affect the rates and service.  Administrator Graham reported the Village is in the beginning stages of the process.

TRUSTEE COOPER’s REPORT  
Economic Development: No report.

Zoning Board of Appeals: Tim & Suzanne Collins, 22 Milford Street, Area Variance for Open Roof Structure, Appendix “A”- Schedule II – Side Yard Dimension – B-3: The Collins’ requested a variance to build a deck on the barn located at 22 Milford Street that would reduce the area to 13’ of the lot line of their property on 32 Milford Street.  Mr. Collins has letters from his neighbors on either side stating they have no issues with the building of this deck. Chairman Clough stated he would rather have the properties joined rather than grant a variance.  Mr. Collins stated he is in the process of obtaining property from Sandy MacKinnon and is reluctant to join the property until he has researched all his options once the properties have been surveyed and purchased. Motion to approve was unanimously carried. 

     James Moser, 39 W. Kendrick Ave, Area Variance for front porch, Appendix “A”- Schedule II, Bulk Zoning 25 Ft Front Yard Set Back: 
Mr. Moser would like to increase the size of his front porch from 50”x65” to 6’x12’.  It would be similar to the adjacent properties.  Mr. Moser provided drawings for the Board. The motion was carried. 

Dian Zheng, 60 Utica Street, Conversion to a two family dwelling’ 174-82 E (2): Mr. Zheng would like a variance to allow him to make this property into a two apartment building.  The lot size would be short 625 sq. from the required 15,000sq.ft.  Mr. Zheng originally wanted to make into a three dwelling unit but was denied at the Planning Board.  There is ample parking in the rear.  The property has had retail in the downstairs portion of the building in the past. The motion was unanimously carried.

Planning Board: The Board heard a request from Dian Zeng for a special permit to create three apartments at 60 Utica Street. The Board denied the request as being out of compliance with code for three apartments.  Heard an initial development overview presentation by representatives from Fairmount Properties for the construction of a new building at 11-13 Eaton Street.  Additional planning and design by the developer is needed for next presentation. 

Airport/Airpark Commission: Security Substation/Fence: Continuing to wait for action by NYS.


Airport Signs: The signs “Hamilton Municipal Airport”, with lightening, soon to be installed.


Marketing: Commissioner Steneri reported that the plan to form a new committee has been “shelved”.   Trustee Cooper reported that the flyers that were made for Alumni weekend promoting the Airpark generated interest from two people.  In addition, Trustee Cooper asked if the Commission would like Google, who will be in the Village next week, to take pictures of the Airport for publicity free of charge.  The Commission thought this was a good idea and gave permission to proceed. 


Birnie Bus: The Commissioners participated in a question/ answer and discussions with representatives from Birnie Transportation on the concept of a building to house an administrative office and a vehicle maintenance facility. Mr. Tim 
Birnie introduced Julien Clark, from Plumley Engineering, who presented two drawings, labelled Phase I, C201, by Plumley Engineering and C202, Phase II, by Plumley Engineering.  Mr. Clark stated that this facility would sit on 5.4 acres, 19,500 sq., will have two entrances from Wings Way, Will have 38 bus spaces (40x12), 50 automobile spaces, a fueling facility in the 
back that will be above ground and hold at least 10,000 gallons of diesel and one smaller tank for gas, storm water 
management will be on the east side, the storm water system will be designed to handle the complete design, Phase II.  The major difference from Phase I & II is that there are 17 more bus spaces and a drive lane along the west side.  They are hoping to get both Phases approved today.  Lighting will be downward directional.  The height of the building is 21’ 9”.  There will be landscaping, similar to the Rome complex.  Mr. Birnie stated that if they needed to expand their parking capabilities, they would be interested on leasing the property across the street from the proposed facility site. A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the plans, Phase I & II, submitted from Birnie Bus.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.  Trustee Lura questioned the process that was used to make the recommendation.  The Board determined the recommendation as incomplete; Trustee Cooper will bring back to the APC for clarification.

Terminal Hanger Grant:  Village Administrator Graham informed the Commissioners that McFarland Johnson increased the projected cost by an additional $30,000. Applying for the grant continues with the understanding that there is no obligation to accept, if awarded. 


Airport-Airpark Charter Revision: Chairman Albrecht, Trustee Cooper, Trustee Lura, Commissioner Kliman, Commissioner Steneri, and Administrator Graham met earlier in the week to discuss the draft charter written by Trustee Lura and Trustee Kliman.  Trustee Cooper presented the latest version of the charter dated June 11, 2014.  The Commission discussed the charter and made several changes.  Trustee Cooper will revise and work on a definition that will be added to the introduction section of the charter.  The Commission will review at the next meeting and then forward to the Trustees for approval and adoption.  

Chairman Albrecht, Commissioner Steneri and Commissioner Kliman have agreed to continue to serve on the APC for another term.  Trustee Cooper will let the Trustees know at the next meeting.  Trustee Lura stated that the charter will have to be changed in order for the appointments take place.

TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Almost all the technology equipment for the library has been completed.    Many, many thanks to Jeff Schindler, Dave Rhyde, and Chris Carhart for their invaluable assistance.  The Construction Grant monies have finally been released by Albany.  Our library will receive $28, 207.  Two internet only computers have been added for public use.  The summer reading program kick-off will be held tomorrow from 6 to 7PM. 

Historical Commission: The Commission met with the Parks Advisory Committee to discuss the possibility of a “wall of fame” in the park, or simply, a plaque noting that John Vincent Atanasoff, inventor of the first electronic digital computer, was born near Hamilton.  Also, Mark Manchester has found three books about Atanasoff and read two, so far, and all of us who have Googled him have not found out exactly where he was born.  His mother was from Lebanon and it’s possible she went home to her family to have him.  The Commission decided the simplest thing to do for now, was to buy the three books, write up something about Atanasoff, hopefully find a picture of him, and use one of the display cases in the library to highlight him.  The Commission has a new computer and printer which everyone finds much easier to use than the old one, and hopes to buy a scanner which is highly recommended by Matthew Urtz, County Historian.  It costs about $150.00.
Recreation Commission: Shortly after “regular” sign-up (children can sign-up the first week of the program, but are less likely to get the activities they prefer, especially swimming), 194 signed up the two nights of registration.  This represents 117 families; 9 at reduced tuition, and 1 who requested free.  Harry Jarcho, Director, thinks that 194 is the highest number for on-time registration since 2011, and there will be more who sign-up the first week of the program.  The program begins on July 7.  A motion was made by Trustee Cooper to approve the Village of Hamilton Recreation Employees list of 40 employees at a cost of $33,993.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.
Poetry in the Park: The request Suzanne Farrington made at our last meeting to have a poetry reading at the Farmers’ Market started last Saturday.  It will be held on the 2nd and 4th Saturdays, under the oak tree by the front of the Gazebo and starts about 11:00 AM.  Last Saturday there were about 12-15 people in attendance.  They will use the library if it rains.

Parks Advisory Committee:  When you look closely at the Green, you see the area around the Gazebo and the fountains are overgrown with weeds.  The growth of the weeds and replacement with some bushes or ground cover is more than DPW can undertake.   If something is not done fairly soon, any plants or bushes that are there now, will be completely smothered and die.  Elizabeth Douglas, who is on the Committee, has a degree in Landscape Design, has contacted Landscapes East, Inc. from Kirkville, who are well known and Elizabeth swears by them.  She and Trustee Kliman reviewed what needs to be done with one of the top men from Landscapes East – he did not charge, but usually does – Trustee Kliman will email his proposal to the Trustees.  It will be expensive; can be done some at a time. The Green is a centerpiece of the Village.  The PAC does not have a budget; when it was formed, Mayor Miller told me to ask when we needed money.  DPW Randy Weaver agrees that this work needs to be done by a professional.

I’d like to nominate Rob Nemes for a new Committee member.

The PAC planted about 20 fountain grass plants around the sides and back of the fountain.  Randy and crew mulched them the very next day.   They replace shrubs that were dying which DPW removed this spring.

Shared Services Committee: The next is meeting on 6/26, primarily to discuss the possibility of a combined Town and Village office.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 1. They discussed the transportation congestion charge ($86,000) and the need for an agreement to ensure that electricity flows at all times regardless of any congestion in the system.  There will be a resolution regarding it this evening.

2. The commission approved putting together a RFP to undertake a structural analysis of the office building in its current condition and whether changes might be possible to allow the Town to have office space as well.

3.  The MUC is accepting the DEC's TDML proposal under protest.  The proposal leaves us no room for expansion.

4.  The MUC received an inquiry as to whether Woodman Pond could be opened to fishing.  The Commission reiterated their opposition to it since it remains a back-up source of drinking water, it is an important birding site, users of the pond for fishing might stray onto the airport, and the location of the firing range is too close to the pond.

5.  The contract with Adhan was terminated and a new contract with Syracuse Utilities has been negotiated for the completion of the gas line.

6.  The crews found contaminated soil at the corner of Lebanon and Maple, the site of the former dry cleaners.  The DEC came and reviewed it and approved its removal.  The DPW removed the contaminated soil to the airport for air remediation.

PCD: The PCD held its annual meeting at which Jim Leach was elected president and Vicki Migonis was elected VP.

Randy Ruttenburg met with housing committee to review his proposed apartment house as well as his housing proposal on Broad St. next to the OSB.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1. The building should be started in early July.

2.  The paving is complete for the year.

3.  They have been doing truck maintenance.

4.  Randy would like the Village to consider replacing the leaf vacuum.  Money was in the budget for a new loader, but that was paid for out of last year's budget, so there are sufficient funds available for the purchase.

5.  The new back-hoe will be ordered in July.

6.  The DPW has provided assistance to the gas project as necessary, e.g., the soil contamination problem.

7.  They have been cleaning curbs so they can be repainted.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report. 

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Chief Gifford is putting a plan together to present to the Board of Trustees regarding tasers.  New part time officer Kenneth Gates started and is being trained by Sgt. Worthley.  
Hamilton Fire Department: Leland Cole and Sean Fadale were elected to active membership to the Fountain Fire Company No. 1 on June 2, 2014.   
Chief Holcomb reported that they are working with electricians on the communications room renovation.  They will be meeting with the grant writer later this week to start the process for the FEMA grant to replace air pacs.  There are 20 expiring in 2015 and 25 expiring in 2016 and they cost roughly $6,000 each.
The truck committee is looking at specs for a new tanker to replace two old trucks - 196 and the old pumper 193.   
Trustee Servedio talked to Jason Murray, Chief Holcomb, Brian Marks and John Basher about confidential information on computers in the firehouse.  She was told that there is a computer in the radio room that the fire department owns and is restricted for fire reporting, no personal information is allowed.  There is another computer owned by the fountain fire company and Trustee Servedio need to get confirmation about what is stored on it.
The Central NY Fireman's Association Convention that is coming to Hamilton this year is training and seminars.  It’s held at White Eagle and is one of many events of this type throughout the state.  Chief Holcomb said that HFD is not involved with it.

5 Way Intersection Task Force: No report.
Pedestrian Safety: The PSC has a new email account - hamiltonpedestriansafety@gmail.com for use in publications and is monitored by the committee chair.

Emily Oren and Valerie Morkevicius spoke about their concerns with the intersection of Hamilton Street/University Ave/East Kendrick.  The PSC reviewed their requests and recommends a four-way stop sign in that area to reduce the speed of motorists and make it safer for children walking to school.  Emily and Valerie would like to come to the July meeting to discuss this further.  Administrator Graham would like them to speak with him first.
Fitness Center crosswalk – new photos were taken for the press release, which will be submitted to the Mid York to remind motorists to yield to pedestrians in crosswalks.

Matt Barber will be taking over as chair beginning with the July meeting.  Dan Rains will remain a member; Sami Martinez has agreed to serve on the committee.

ADMINISTRATOR GRAHAM’s REPORT 
Citizens Campaign:  They are requesting to go door to door.  The Board had no issues; Clerk Scheckler will mail their contract and the Village solicitation rules to them.
Village Employment:  Administrator Graham reported that ads are ready to be placed for the new positions.

Shared Service: Administrator Graham reported that he met with Sue Collins, Sue Reymers, and Peter Darby, from the Town of Hamilton, to discuss an RFP for the Village Office Building.

WWTP: A letter was sent to the DEC form the Village of Hamilton regarding the TMDL’s, detailing our concerns and objections to the mandate.

Lebanon Street: Several complaints have been received regarding the reseeding of lawns.  It seems that instead of grass, weeds were planted.  Administrator Graham reported that the contractor, Barrett Paving, has been contacted and will rectify at no cost to the Village.

Eaton Street Sidewalk Request: Administrator Graham forwarded to the Board an email from Ron Hoham requesting a sidewalk on Eaton Street on the ballfield side of the road.  Graham reported that the cost would be approximately $13,000-$15,000.00 if the Village does the work.  Trustee Lura stated that this can be paid from the fund balance once there is a plan.
Natural Gas: Our employees are taking exams, the practical for fusions are 6/19 & 6/20; Go to Ebodrola (NYSEG) training on 6/21 for 2weeks.  As of June 12, 36% of the pipe is in on Contract #3, pipe is being fused at the Airport (contract #2), the PSC will be on site on 7/10, we are finalizing our loads with Hess, still working on the consents for the PSC.
