Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: Under New Business
A motion was made by Trustee Carter to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes of the May 19, 2015 Regular Meeting: Requested Changes:

A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to approve the May 19, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the minutes from the June 3, 2015, special meeting as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.

Public Comment: Carolyn Todd expressed her appreciation to Mayor Miller for her outstanding service to the Village as well as to Trustee Kliman.  She came before the Board to express her concern over the proposed Festival at the Airpark; safety & security.  To use Village property is creating a “slippery slope”.  She discussed the numbers of attendees, underage drinking, fake id’s, and the enormous liability to the Village.  Trustee Carter stated that she discussed Resolution #51-2015 with the Community Coalition.  They would like several changes to the resolution such as: active TIPS training, limit the number of people in attendance, active on-premises liquor license, identity bracelets with tags, limit hours of selling beer, having only over 21 years of age.  It was suggested that the Coalition contact Good Nature Brewing or send a formal request to the Board of Trustees.

HBA: Working on Father’s Day Fly-In Breakfast, June 21, 2015, from 8am-Noon, at the Airport.
Hamilton Initiative: No report.
July 4th Committee: To date there are 77 entries for the parade!
TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court:  According to Justice Haight’s report, twelve people were brought before the court in May accounting for a total of seventeen infractions the most numerous of which were alcohol related. The court has announced that as of June this year there will be only two sessions of court each month and these on the first and fourth Mondays beginning at 5:00 p.m. (just for the summer months)
Village Fire Dept: With Colgate’s commencement exercises this year, the Fire Department lost five of its volunteer fire fighters, four of whom were also trained EMT responders.  Specifications for the new fire truck are being looked over before going out for bids.  A FEMA grant to replace the self-contained breathing apparatus has been applied for.  There are plans to apply for a $1,000.00 matching grant from NYSDEC to put in dry hydrants (a section of PVC pipe placed at a rural water source providing a quick and easy hookup to water) in the outer parts of the fire district.
Pedestrian Safety Committee: The committee has been working to recruit new members to fill the vacancies left by the two who moved away this year.  Recruitment has yielded three volunteers: Sarah Curtis, Emily Steiger, and Deborah Kliman.  Seasoned member Julie Dudrick has suggested that she be moved to an ad hoc position since she will be away for at least 6 months starting in January of 2016.  The committee recommends that the mayor appoint the three volunteers to fill the three vacancies.
Public Relations: A report on the May meetings of the Board, was sent to the “Mid-York Weekly” on June 2nd and appeared in the June 11th issue of the paper
Farmers’ Market: Linda Wimmer of WMCR-FM (Mix 106) located in Oneida has offered a live-interview slot for an informed representative (such as Kim Taranto) to speak about the Hamilton Farmers’ Market as part of a radio package for $200.00.  The group will be broadcasting the July 4th parade in Hamilton.  She is also looking to interview vendors from the market.  A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to authorize the radio package from WMCR for $200.00 to be paid for from the Farm Credit grant money.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.
Community Coalition (Bridges): At its May 29th meeting, Coalition members learned that HCS recently hosted neuroscientist and comedian Matt Bellace who spoke to 7th-12th graders pointing out the brain’s capacity to “get high naturally” without the use of alcohol and/or drugs. The school also had a Life Skills training program designed to enhance knowledge, skills and attitudes for its 7th graders.  Coalition Representative Maureen Campanie continues to meet with ADAC (Alcohol and Drug Assessment Center) as she makes herself available for support in the planning of social events for Colgate students. At a subsequent meeting held on June 15th members discussed ways to be supportive of the Village as it establishes minimum standards for consideration of permits for commercial events serving alcohol.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board:  Approved retroactively, appointment of Wendy Watkins as Library Clerk effective June 1,’15 and also approved appointment of Caprice Markowski as Library Clerk, effective June 29,’15.



Procurement Policy was approved.



Summer Reading Program kick-off was Monday, with an ice cream social, along with sign-ups.



Friends of the Library – David Hopper is the new President; Liz Bodian, Vice-President.  Their Annual Meeting, open to the public, is 7/15 at 5:00pm


Three events will occur in July, as part of the children’s summer program and Hilary would like to use the lawn between the VO and Library for them.  They are:  July 8, 3-4pm.; July 20, 3-4pm.; and July 29, 5-6pm.  No rain date.



The budget Resolution, approving the 2015-16 budget was adopted.

Historical Commission:   The Atanasoff reception and dinner were both big successes.  Am passing out article about Atanasoff – Jack was interviewed by a reporter from the Fredericksburg, MD paper for it.  John Atanasoff lived there the last years of his life and is buried there.  


Recreation Commission: Sign-ups held on June 8 & 9; Harry will be at the VO for late registrations after school on 6/22 & 23.  Total sign-ups on the first two days numbered 178 children.  Harry optimistic that the 200 needed to break even will be reached.  Children can also register on the first few days of the program.

Friends of the Symphony: Signs have arrived and will soon be distributed to merchants and public buildings.  Banner, new this year, will go up Friday in the frame above the side of Swank.

ZRC: Has been working on Design Standards for the business district.  



Information about the Historic District suggests that some of it may be inaccurate and the former Parry’s building perhaps should be included.  The ZRC met with Jack Loop and Joan Prindle from the Historical Commission on 6/16 to discuss.  Decided that the Commission needs to reassess buildings in the Historic District during the summer.

Airport/Airpark Commission: Missed the May meeting.  Next Meeting is June 30

Tree Committee:   Met with Greg Owens about the trees near the businesses on Lebanon Street.  Trustee Servedio told him about the complaints from JJ's about the stained awnings.  Mr. Owens said it's not from the trees - you can actually see where the awnings are higher than the trees so there is no way the staining came from them.    
His recommendations -

· Remove the 3 dead trees   

· Prune the remaining 4 trees

· Replace with honey locust (or similar) trees - they need to be tall enough to not block the front of the business.

· No shrubs - they will block too much of the sidewalk

· We have an investment in the pits and grates - should put trees in

Trustee Servedio spoke to Randy Weaver - the three dead trees were removed by DPW.  We need to decide what to do with the remaining four trees.  They pose a problem with DPW trying to clear snow and ice from the sidewalk.  Right now there is a trip hazard since the trees were removed.  Randy recommends that we remove the trees, grates and put concrete.  Randy also mentioned that there is a tree in front of the library needs to come down.  Administrator Graham stated two trees at the Library need to come down.
Harvey Kliman, Bill Todd, and Bob McVaugh are in favor of keeping trees in the downtown.  John Basher stated that years ago there were potted trees that were stored at the DPW in the winter.  The Board would like a recommendation from the Tree Committee.

Campus Safety: No report.

Deer Task Force: Information was emailed to the Board that will be discussed at the July meeting.

Planning Board: Missed the May 26 meeting.  Next meeting is June 25.

ADMINISTRATOR GRAHAM’s REPORT

Hamilton Movie Theater Request: The Theater is requesting the closure of Lebanon Street on 7/30 from 5-7pm, 7/31 from 5:30-8:15pm, and 8/1 from 5-7pm.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to grant the request and added that the Theater contact the businesses on Lebanon Street; and that the sign law will be waived for those businesses which would like to put out signs on the corner stating that they are open. WWTP: Administrator Graham reported that due to the Chesapeake Bay Program created by the EPA, the Village will need to make significant upgrades to our Waste Water Treatment Plant.  This will result in a rate increase to all customers.  A power point presentation has been created for a public hearing to be held by the MUC for July 22, 2015, at 7:00pm, at the Village Library.

Resolution Amending the Charter of the Hamilton Historical Commission

Whereas, the Charter of the Hamilton Historical Commission under “Appointment and Vacancies,” number 1, states that “The Commission shall consist of seven members,” and

Whereas, the current Commission would like to have the opportunity to add more members, and

Whereas, the Commission hereby would like to amend the Charter to state:  “The Commission shall consist of at least seven, but no more than eleven, members,”

Now Therefore Be It Resolved that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby approves the amended charter of the Historical Commission effective June 17, 2015 to read as follows:

VILLAGE OF HAMILTON HISTORICAL COMMISSION CHARTER

Introduction: This document describes the purpose, authority, membership, and functioning of the Hamilton Historical Commission.

Background: The Village of Hamilton has acquired, through donation and collection, many artifacts related to the history of the Village. These varied items are of significant value and require careful maintenance, security, and display.

Existence: The existence of the Hamilton Historical Commission is hereby confirmed, ratified and approved.
Authority and Responsibilities: The responsibilities and duties of the Commission are to: 

1. Catalogue, organize, and otherwise maintain items of historic value and interest acquired by the Village of Hamilton.

2. Function as an advisory body to the Village Board of Trustees, including making recommendations to the Board of Trustees regarding appropriate historical items offered to the Village from donors.

3. Organize, as appropriate, displays of groupings of certain artifacts.

4. Consider specific related issues that may be referred to the Commission by the Mayor, Trustees, or, at the discretion of the Commission, from private citizens.

5. Establish liaisons with other governmental agencies as necessary.

Appointment and Vacancies:

1. The Commission shall consist of at least seven, but no more than eleven members, who shall be appointed by the Mayor subject to the approval of the Board of Trustees. All members shall reside in the greater Hamilton-Madison area. Terms shall be for two years, and members may be re-appointed to repeated terms without limit. Terms shall be staggered so that no more than four members’ terms expire in any given year. The Village/ Town Historian shall always be a member of the Commission.

2. The Commission members shall elect the Chairperson of the Commission.

3. Vacancies will be filled by the Mayor for the remainder of the departing member’s term. If the Chairperson should resign before the end of his/her term, the members shall choose a new Chairperson from among the Commission members.

Liaison with the Board of Trustees:

The Mayor may appoint a member from among the Trustees to be a liaison between the Commission, the Mayor, and the Board of Trustees. The liaison may attend all meetings, but shall not have a vote.

Meetings:

1. Meetings shall be held monthly unless the Chairperson determines otherwise.

2. Special meetings may be held if required, and meetings may be called by the Mayor or Village Administrator as deemed necessary, but not on less than two (2) days’ notice, except in cases of emergency.

3. Minutes of all meetings shall be kept and filed in the office of the Village Clerk. The Commission shall designate from among its members a secretary or other individual to take such minutes.

4. A quorum shall consist of a majority of the number of appointed members. All actions, motions and resolutions of the Commission shall require approval by a quorum of the Commission.
