Regular Meeting of June 2, 2011

APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Ben Barrett, Morgan Larson, and Ben Eberhardt; Trustee Margaret Miller

PUBLIC PRESENT: Sue Barrett; Norm vonWettberg; Barbara Frost; Sam Stradling; Ruth Ogden. 

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Agenda

Chairman McVaugh added Mike Sacco’s property on Montgomery Street.  Member Fuller added Sidewalks by the Fitness Center.

A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes

Chairman McVaugh requested “Street and yard” in section Colgate Inn Site Plan-Signage Review, be changed to “Streets and yards.”  In section Living Communities, add “in” after “is” in the third paragraph.  In section ABC House-7 Charles Street, in the second sentence change the number “23" to “14.”.  Member Fuller requested “peculating” be changed to “percolating.”  Chairman McVaugh requested to strike the second sentence under Bill Parry-Old Grand Union.

Regular Meeting of April 28, 2011 - A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the April 28, 2011, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.
Unfinished Business
Functional Family Unit-Special Permit R-2 Zone

Chairman McVaugh stated the Planning Board has not received a formal application from the ABC House.  Functional Family use is permitted with a special permit in an R2.  The Board will consider what would be appropriate if an application for such use was received for R2. That consideration will focus on the potential impact on the neighborhood.  A special permit request requires review by the Planning Board to see if there are necessary mitigation that should take place to protect the neighborhood.  No request for a functional family unit has never come to the Planning Board before.  Functional family units are explicitly not group residences.  No one in a functional family unit can be over 18, except the supervising adults.  Referenced 174.82E.  Board members suggested that the following constraints be considered appropriate even though they are not stipulated in the law.  They can be seen as an application of 174.82D. A) A functional family unit should be considered a single family if it has no more than five dependent residents.  If it has 6 to 9 dependent residents, it should be considered a two-family unit so far as the bulk zoning provisions provide.  For every three dependents beyond 9, it should be considered an additional dwelling unit.  Additional concerns for parking were discussed as well as concerns for availability of bathrooms depending on number of dependents. 174.82D was discussed and how the standards would apply.  
New Business

19 Lebanon Street-New Group Residences

Norm vonWettberg, representing Pat McGaugh, presented site plans and an application for two new group residences.  New group residences are permitted in B1, use line 13 with a special permit.  174.82E3 general provisions for group residences were referenced.

SEQR Consideration

Chairman McVaugh proposed to the Board to identify a negative declaration which does not require any forms, because this can be classified as a Type II action.  Modifications to interior, with no significant change to the structure, line 617.5, section C, section1.

A motion was made by Member Barrett to accept as a Type II.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Parking requirements are 1 per resident, the Board stated there is sufficient parking in place.

One concern for CEO McGinnis is the 2nd floor egress.  Chairman McVaugh stated Mr. vonWettberg will be required to check with CEO McGinnis regarding this.  Must meet all fire codes.

A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the application for a special permit as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Mike Sacco-Montgomery Street Property

Chairman McVaugh stated Mike Sacco reiterated his desire/hope for the Planning Board to discuss subdividing his property next the Courthouse.  The difficulty is the law states the Board may not create a land locked lot.  It is in the BT zone.  No action was taken.

Fashion Kraze
Trustee Miller asked if there was any information regarding new tenants at Fashion Kraze.  Nothing to report, only speculation.

Member Barrett stated he has a concern that he would like CEO McGinnis or the Police to investigate.  He stated a Santaro garbage truck is parking all weekend in the Fashion Kraze parking lot.  Parking provisions 174.60, 174.60E, 174.61 and 174.62 were reviewed.  CEO McGinnis will need to check to verify that Fashion Kraze is not renting out spaces.

Member Fuller stated his concern with Colgate using blacktop for sidewalks at the new Fitness Center.  CEO McGinnis is aware of this.

Next meeting is scheduled for June 23, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Barrett made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:53 p.m.
