Approval of the Regular Meeting of May 18, 2016, Minutes:  Changes:

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the minutes from the May 18, 2016, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Oliveri’s Pizzeria: Site plan is not ready.  Will be on July agenda
New Business
Preliminary Site Plan Review for WG Critical Care, Wings Way: Justin Lattierre and David Aiello came before Board with plans labeled Warehouse/Manufacturing WG Critical Care, Wings Way, Hamilton, NY, Bergmann Associates Architects//Engineers// Planner, Rochester, NY, Conceptual Site Plan CP-02, and dated June 20, 2016.  The warehouse will be 12,000 sq. ft., they will have a recessed loading dock, will have an office area, the bio retention area specifications are incomplete at this time, CEO Forth stated they can reduce the number of handicap spots per code, the plans show extra parking to accommodate expansion of business.  A special permit, site plan and SEQR form, as well as requirements of code 174.53 will be needed for future meetings.
Special Permit Application for 34 Broad Street: Connie Ioset plans to have a 1200 sq. ft. bridal boutique on the second floor front apartment.  The signage will be on the front porch.  There are currently 11 parking spaces for the dental offices and apartments.  The Board determined 2 spaces are needed for the boutique.  The Board stated this falls under Land Use 53 and requires a site plan.  Part II of the short SEQR form was completed at the meeting.  Minimal modifications to interior of apartment such as adding chandeliers and removing the stove and refrigerator will be made.  The Board was unsure if this needs to go to the County because it is within 500ft of a State highway.  Attorney Stokes will need to be consulted.  
Dick & Karen Holcomb, 5 Mill Street: Karen & Dick Holcomb came before the Board with preliminary options on expanding their 5 Mill Street B&B to accommodate an owner’s living quarters seeking advice from the Board on the best wat to move forward.  According to the current zoning, a B&B must be owner occupied.  The Board suggested the Holcomb’s wait for the new zoning to be approved before they make any final decisions.  They will also need to go before the ZBA for a variance for lot size and setbacks.  
Code Official Questions:

NBT Bank: The bank wants to install an ATM machine where the current door is on Madison Street and make the exit out to the back alley.  This is B1 zone and they do not need a special permit or site plan review.
Dance Studio-Lebanon Street: CEO Forth stated he believes this land use 45.  The Board will research.  
The next meeting will be July 21, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
