Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:01pm
Approval of Agenda: Chairman Larson added under new business-C. preliminary discussion of planned district for Good Nature Brewing.  A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of May 26, 2015, Minutes:  Changes:

1. Change next meeting from June 26 to June 25.

A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the minutes from the May 26, 2015 meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

New Business
CAC Center for Arts-Submittal and review of site plan application: The Planning Board is in the process of reviewing a submitted site plan application, presented by Colgate University, for the new Center of Art & Culture, so called CAC, at 18 Utica Street, which is not yet complete.  Kathleen Bennett, attorney for Colgate, stated the Board was provided a subdivision application form, identifying the parcels for re-subdivision; proposed subdivision plan prepared by Delta Engineers, dated 5/22/15; the site plan application form; new site plan drawing labeled L-1, dated June 12, 2015 by Klepper, Hahn & Hyatt; a written statement pursuant to section 174-53D of zoning code; correspondence from the office of Parks, Recreation & Historic Preservation received since the last meeting, in which they indicated that demolition of the building at 18-20 Utica Street would not have significant adverse impact, that there is a need to demolish the building, that the design of the new CAC do not appear to compete with the existing architectural character of the district; elevation rendering of building from Utica Street; provided precast material sheet; and lighting cut sheets; identified changes from the plan presented in connection with the zone change of 2013; new building footprint has been proportionately reduced in size;  number of parking spaces has increased from 21 to 27;  layout of the site has changed to allow for safer ingress and egress for vehicular and pedestrian traffic; location of the loading dock has moved to provide safer circulation; public entrance has been reduced to just one in the front that is ADA compliant; the University has acquired 22 Utica Street and will use that in connection with the CAC, a 12 x 16 connector will be constructed to provide access from the CAC to 22 Utica Street; the offices will be moved to the second floor of 22 Utica Street; the community room will also be moved to 22 Utica Street, this allows for reconfiguration of the basement space in the CAC; the max building height will be 37 feet, 6 inches; signage will be in the front alcove and the rear; landscaping; lighting will be designed with shields to minimize spillage.  Chairman Larson stated that the SHIPPO letters were not in the packets provided.  Attorney Bennett stated she would forward those to the Board.  
Gordon Hyatt stated they have made a comprehensive plan showing all the site features, new utilities, building location, handicap accessibility, loading docks and dumpsters; 22 Utica Street: will provide handicap access into the building, maintained handicap accessible alley, sidewalks(tan area), landscaping( dashed area), trees on Madison Street, service for dumpster, fencing-relocated along property line, landscape buffer, site lighting, underground detention will be connected to the storm system (with storm calculations to follow), screen for condensing unit, parking calculations, building area, owner is Colgate University, property line (after subdivision), fencing on site plan adjacent to the No. 10 tavern will be screening, an ADA entrance at 22 Utica Street in the rear, all three of the pods have been proportionately reduced but were not on the rendering presented at this evenings meeting, access for utilities, exterior lighting from another property (L & T), Colgate will now own the building.

Need letter of consent from Hamilton Initiative for lighting

Plans say 22 Utica Street is three stories-needs to be fixed

Chairman Larson asked if more than one SEQR needs to be done.  Attorney Stokes stated that this is one action that covers both applications.  Chairman Larson stated the site plan is incomplete with reasons listed above.  The site plan application states 80% of lot will be covered by buildings which is not accurate.  Need written verification from Village MUC & DPW for utilities and right-of ways/easements.  The Board reviewed 174.53: D(1) incomplete, H incomplete, I incomplete.  The rendering presented tonight is not the current plan.  Chairman Larson stated SEQR and public hearing need to be done before the building can be demolished.  SHIPPO will be added as other involved agency to SEQR.   Chairman Larson suggested hiring our own engineer to verify the status of the building.  Subdivision application: making five lots into one, the law allows 80% of the lot can be covered by a structure, this rendering is creating a substandard/nonconforming lot (need 367sqft, but only have 210sqft).  Chairman Larson stated that a variance would be needed.  Colgate stated they would move the line to make it legal.  Code 143.15 was referenced.  Documentation has Hamilton Initiative at 11 Pine that will need to be changed.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that the site plan application is still incomplete.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Determine/Approve recommendation for Zoning type for new annexed Colgate property on Route 12B: Chairman Larson reported that the Village has received the petition for annexation, the short environmental assessment form, and a survey for 6.768 acres done by Delta Engineers, dated May 22, 2015.  Chairman Larson stated that parcel A & B would be annexed into the Village.  The property to the north is zoned I1, it is already a business district in the Town of Hamilton, a business district here does not follow the Village plan for this area.  Member Newman referenced 174-8D.  A motion was made by Member Newman to recommend to the Board of Trustees to rezone this property to an I1.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.
Informal Review of Preliminary Plan for Planned District for Good Nature Brewing: Chairman Larson stated that this is an informal discussion only.  The Board reviewed the plan packet GNB provided.  Carrie Blackmore explained the existing building will be used to house the manufacturing area, office area, storage, tap & tasting room, with a small commercial kitchen serving lite fair.  There will be an outdoor beer garden area accessible only from the main entrance.  The Board questioned the bio retention area.  The floor drains will be going directly into the municipal utilities.  The proposed camping area was discussed. Storm water management plan is needed.  Items discussed: a true site plan, traffic-trip generation study, drainage, sanitary sewer, placement and directional lighting, parking lot, dumpster location, sidewalks, signage, gardens, storage area, code 174.31 was referenced, requirements for a preliminary development plan, feasibility study, storm water, camping area, bio retention area definition, indoor/outdoor event area.
Old Business
Cell Tower Regulations: Tabled
The next meeting will be July 23, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Chairman Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:20 p.m.
