Chairman Fuller called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes:

1. #6-Fairmount Properties, 11-13 Eaton Street

2. #7-Review Sign Law

A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Approval of Minutes:  Changes: 
1. Called to order-change Member Larson to Chairman Fuller
2. Fairmount Properties-add to end of second paragraph , Mr. Elbin stated that Fairmount would bring the building forward to the street to make it compatible with other downtown structures, and that the east elevation of the building would be redesigned to make it appear like a building front, again for compatibility purposes  Attorney Stokes suggested that they finalize their discussions with the owner of 9 Eaton St. prior to revising the site plan, as control of that property would make a significant difference in the site design.
A motion was made by Member Larson to approve the May 22, 2014, as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.
New Business
Fairmount Properties, 11-13 Eaton Street, Three Story Residential Building:  Randy Ruttenberg explained that they were here tonight to update the Board on changes made from the initial meeting.  The position of the building has been brought up closer to the street, within the 25’ setback.  Fairmount is in negotiations for an easement lease with 9 Eaton Street.  New drawings were presented showing a new brick facade for the entire building, retail storefront (2500 sq. ft.)with residents in the back and the 2nd and 3rd floors, 73 on-site parking spaces plus 32 on 9 Eaton Street plus 15 leased from Curtis Lumber.  Member Eberhardt asked if the building would be used in the summer.  Programs that are run at Colgate, academics and athletics, will use this facility for housing.  An on-site management person will be year-round.  Mr. Balakian voiced his concern with safety and traffic flow.  The building is expected to house seniors, although there is a backfill clause if the rooms are not filled.  Ms. deBisschop asked if Fairmount will be required to follow the lottery guidelines the other landlords must follow.  Fairmount answered yes, they are.  
Mr. vonWettberg asked if the Board has considered the greater Hamilton good.  He will deliver an in-depth analysis to all the members.

Dian Zheng, 60 Utica Street, conversion to a Multi-Family Dwelling:  CEO McGinnis reported the ZBA granted the area variance.  Mr. Zheng would like to make this building a two-family dwelling; a small commercial space will be left on the first floor.  Mr. Zheng expressed his plan to make this into a boardinghouse, but the Board stated a new Boardinghouse is not permitted in the BT.  The Board stated that a site plan is needed detailing the rear and side setbacks, parking, and drawing of the interior layout.  Member Larson referenced 174.53.  The plans submitted were inadequate and the Board declared the application as incomplete.  No action was taken.
Philip Cenicola, 63 W. Kendrick Ave, Conversion to two family dwelling: Mr. Cenicola and Mr. MacKinnon presented a drawing of the proposed changes.  Member Larson questioned the ownership of the driveway.  The Board stated that a site plan is needed detailing the rear and side setbacks, parking, and drawing of the interior layout to scale.  Member Larson referenced 174.53, Appendix A.  The plans submitted were inadequate and the Board declared the application as incomplete.  No action was taken.
DeAngelis Rusch Properties, 137 Lebanon Street, Increase Boardinghouse to Six Occupants: Mr. Rusch would like to increase the number of occupants from 5 to 6 by installing a wall in one of the rooms in the basement.  A site plan is needed to modify the special permit.  

David Parry, B2G2, 8-12 Lebanon Street, Increase Boardinghouse to Eighteen Occupants: Mr. Parry reported he plans to add one bedroom in each floor. Presently the 2nd floor has two 4 bedrooms units.  There are two units on each floor.  The bedrooms will be 14x17 feet.  The Board asked for a site plan with parking requirements.  The Board referenced code 174.62, 174.61, 174.82 E (3), 174.82 B.  It was determined that there are no parking requirements in the B1 for boardinghouses.  No outside modifications are being made.  
A motion was made by Member Larson to amend the special permit for 8-12 Lebanon Street, that this is an unlisted action with no adverse environmental impact with the following changes being made: 

1. 2nd floor – Apt 1 – adding a bedroom 14x17  feet

2. 3rd floor –Apt 4 – adding a bedroom 15x20 feet

3. Allowing a total of 5 residents in apartment #1 and 5 residents in apartment #4; apartments #2 & #3 will remain the same.

The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.

Dave Parry, Utica Park LLC, 45 Utica Street, New Parking Lot: Mr. Steely would like to make this into a 20 space parking lot.  The existing building will remain.  A 6 foot buffer with fence of shrubbery is required.  The driveway will be repaved.  A site plan is needed and must be sent to the County.  The Board referenced code 174.46 & 174.47.
Mr. Balakian asked for an update on the proposed Hamilton Glen project.  The Board stated that they have not received any request for this project.

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to thank Trustee Cooper for his dedicated service to the Village during his time as Trustee.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.
Sign Law: Tabled.
The next meeting will be July 8, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Larson made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:07p.m.
