Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: Request for access to Woodman’s Pond & Tree Replacement
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
Public Comment: 
Public Hearing-“Open Container”:  The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:02pm.  The Mayor read the current law and the proposed law to those in attendance.  Attorney Stokes stated there are two issues before the Board this evening.  One is the open container law and the second is whether the village should authorize any event on village property.  The local law is an effort by the Board of Trustees to bring our penial code and our long standing village practices together; it does not authorize any events, festivals or gatherings.  
“Except as otherwise provided in this section, no person shall carry or have in his or her possession alcoholic beverages on any of the streets, sidewalks, parks or other public places within the Village of Hamilton, with the intent of such person, or another, to consume alcoholic beverages in such places. The provisions of this section shall not apply to persons possessing or consuming alcoholic beverages in areas and at times specifically authorized by a sidewalk restaurant permit or an event permit approved by resolution of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, nor to authorized “tastings” or “samplings” of alcoholic beverages sold by authorized vendors at the Hamilton Farmers Market, or at any similar event specifically sponsored or authorized by resolution of the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees.”
Grattan Johnson: asked what the permit process was.
Bob Cornell:  Expressed his concern with the wording of the open container law.
Ron Hoham: Asked about the Good Nature Brewing Event.  Stated there are no regulations posted at the Eaton Street park.  
Matt Whalen: Good Nature Brewing has moved the event to the Airpark.  
Trustee Carter: Asked for clarification of the law
Bob McVaugh: Stated that this law will make village practice and the law consistent

Gair Meres:  Asked about village liability & additional insurance.  Asked if the police department is in favor of this change.  Asked if Triangle Park could be excluded from areas being able to have parties.
Harvey Kliman: asked about Colgate and off site parties; asked if extra village services will be billed to event organizers
Carolyn Todd: asked if other property, private, could be used for festivals with large numbers of people
Ben Eberhardt: asked if this will cause the Board of Trustees more liability

Bev Wise: asked if only non-profits would be allowed to have parties and what, if any, the fees will be.

Regina Silvestri: asked about fees and what the consequences would be for not following rules-fines, etc.
Morgan Larson:  the change of the local law will not have any effect on the permitting process.

Thad Mantaro: Asked when is the Good Nature Brewing event.  Asked if there is precedent to not having alcohol on public property.  
Jane Todd: asked the “carding” policy of Good Nature Brewing

Trustee Carter:  suggested that only private parties can use public land having alcohol
The Mayor closed the public hearing at 8:15pm.

RESOLUTION #50-2015
A RESOLUTION ENACTING A LOCAL LAW

TO AMEND CHAPTER 34 OF THE CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON


WHEREAS, upon notice duly published and posted as required, a public hearing was held by the Board of Trustees on June 3, 2015 on the adoption of a proposed local law of the Village of Hamilton entitled “ A local law to amend Chapter 34 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton (Alcoholic Beverages)”, and 


WHEREAS, the adoption of this local law is not an action that may have an effect on the environment as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, and is therefore not an action subject to SEQRA.


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED as follows:


After due deliberation, the Board finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this local law, and does hereby adopt the local law entitled “A local law to amend Chapter 34 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton (Alcoholic Beverages)”.  The Village Clerk is hereby directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes of this meeting, and to give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the Secretary of State.

Resolution No. #51-2015
Resolution Establishing Minimum Standards for Consideration of Permits for

Commercial Events that will Include the Serving of Alcoholic Beverages

WHEREAS, the “Block Party” sponsored by the Colgate Inn has been part of the Village’s Fourth of July celebration for many years, and 
WHEREAS, Good Nature Brewery has recently requested permission to hold a festival that will feature its farm brewery products, and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees deems it prudent to establish certain standards by which all requests to hold these types of events on Village property will be evaluated.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby establishes the following minimum standards that shall apply to all applicants for an event permit to hold a celebration, festival or other event on Village property if alcoholic beverages are to be sold and/or served in conjunction with the event:

1. The applicant must presently hold an on-premises liquor license from the State of New York for an establishment currently located in the Village of Hamilton or an adjoining township;

2. The applicant must provide, for review and consideration of the Board of Trustees, a copy of the Special Event Permit Application submitted, or to be submitted to the NYS Liquor Authority, which shall include a diagram or sketch of the specific area for the event and the area(s) within which alcoholic beverages are to be sold and consumed, including the type and location of security fencing, which must surround the entire perimeter of the site;

3. The applicant must provide a copy of the dram shop insurance policy, or an insurance certificate, demonstrating that the operator has dram shop insurance coverage in effect for the dates covered by the event;

4. The Applicant shall, as a condition of the permit granted, enter into an agreement with the Village to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village, its officers, agents, and employees from any and all claims or lawsuits for damages, losses and expenses of any kind, including attorneys’ fees and court costs, for any and all bodily injury, sickness, disease or death to any third parties, or injury to, or destruction of property of the Village and/or of any third parties, to the maximum extent permitted by law in all instances, when any such damages, destruction, loss or expense arises out of the event, but is not proximately caused by the negligence of the Village. The Applicant shall cause the Village to be named as an additional insured on the Applicant’s general liability policy with respect to the event, and shall provide the Village with a certificate of insurance showing the Village listed as an additional insured under said general liability policy.

5. The applicant must provide bonded security personnel to monitor the event, provide for crowd control and ensure adherence to NYS liquor laws;

6. The applicant must provide personnel and measures, including but not limited to the issuance of identity bracelets, specifically designed to prevent the consumption of alcoholic beverages by those under the age of 21;

7. The applicant must demonstrate coordination with local police agencies for traffic and crowd control measures; 

8. All events must conclude no later than midnight;

9. Service of alcoholic beverages shall be limited to beer, wine and other farm brewery/distillery/winery products;

10. The applicant shall identify all prepared food vendors planned to operate at the event, shall obtain food service permits, as required, from the Madison County Health Department and provide copies of same to the Village Clerk;

11. The Applicant must demonstrate adequate measures for garbage collection and disposal. Event locations shall be clean (including the removal of all portable toilet units) and any damage to the premises restored by the end of the next day following the event;

12. All events shall be conducted in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 109 of the Village Code (Noise) including the limits of any sound permit or sound variance issued for the event;

13. The applicant shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Board of Trustees that the event shall not otherwise adversely impact any adjacent or nearby residential neighborhoods 

AND IT IS HEREBY FURTHER RESOLVED, that  the above-stated standards and the  requirement to obtain an event permit shall not apply to families, groups or organizations who are issued a permit to use Hooks Wiltse Field or Pavilion for a social event not open to the public and for which no admission charge in any form is collected, nor to any permitted vendor at the Hamilton Farmers’ Market that allows tastings or samplings of alcoholic beverages permitted to be sold as part of the Farmers’ Market, and it is hereby 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the adoption of this resolution and the minimum standards enumerated herein, and/or the adherence of any applicant to these standards shall not in any way restrict or limit the discretion and authority of the Board of Trustees in its consideration of any application, or in the Board’s decision to approve or deny any particular application.

Colgate Inn Block Party: A request was made on May 20, 2015 from the Colgate Inn for the annual Block Party on July 3, 2015.  The Inn is requesting that Payne Street be closed in front of the Inn from 1pm-midnight. Trustee Lura amended the resolution-adding that the Colgate Inn must supply all documents needed now with the passing of resolution #51. Good Nature Brewing: Matt Whalen explained their festival will be on September 5, 2015, at the Airpark.  They are expecting 500-700 people; they will be having bands, food, and will be selling their beer.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the request to use the Airpark for their festival on September 5 at the Airpark with any operational details worked out with the Airport/Airpark Commission and the submittal of all documents as per Resolution #51.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.

WHEREAS the Village of Hamilton  has received unanticipated revenues from the sale of Salt Brine to local municipalities in the amount of $17,917.00 as of May 14, 2015, to provide shared and cooperative service resources and which has not been budgeted for in the 2014-2015 fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the 2014-2015 budget has appropriated $120,000.00 for the Salt Shed and the two Salt Shed Building project bids were $137,459.00 & 137,480.00; and

WHEREAS, if one of the bids is awarded, the unanticipated revenue from the sale of slat brine would cover the deficit for the salt shed building;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby authorizes the Village Treasurer to modify the 2014-2015 Village Budget by increasing the General Fund’s Public Works (01-4-1710.000) revenue and Street Maintenance – Equipment & Capital Outlay (01-5-5110.200) appropriation line items by $17,917.00 to recognize the receipt of the sale of Salt Brine and the anticipated expenditure of monies for the salt shed building project.

2. Resolution-Part-Time Office Staff:

PT Clerk for the Village Office

WHEREAS, the Village office staff is down one person due to an unanticipated resignation, and 

WHEREAS, remaining office personnel have taken on additional duties to ensure necessary tasks are performed, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton deems it in the best interest of the Village to hire an additional person to assist with Village office tasks going forward.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of Hamilton does hereby approve a temporary, part-time clerk position for the Village office, with that position to be classified for purposes of NYS civil service as office as Clerk, Part Time, and as such the number of hours which may be worked under this position shall be limited to 1040 hours per year. The actual hours to be worked and the duration of this temporary position shall be determined by the Village Administrator. The rate of pay for this position shall be ten dollars/hour ($10.00/hr.) with no benefits, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby approves the hiring of Carol Dewey at a salary rate of $10.00 per hour to fill the position hereby created.

3. SOMAC Discussion with the Town of Hamilton: The Town of Hamilton is requesting $57,000.00 in aid from the Village of Hamilton for SOMAC.  The auditors are still working on the books.  Peter Darby stated the Town has committed $114,000.00 from the town wide (A side)-which includes the Village.  Mayor Miller stated that the residents of the Village have already contributed through their taxes.  Mr. Darby said that because of the purchase of a new building that was paid for from the A-side, it leaves their fund balance low.  
4. Request for Woodman’s Pond: A gentleman has asked to drive his vehicle on the trail for his disabled relative.  The request was denied.  No motorized vehicles are allowed.  We would also need to pay an employee to come in to (minimum of three hours) to come in to unlock/lock the gates.
5. Police Car: A motion was made by Mayor Miller to approve the purchase of a 2016 Black Ford Taurus 4D Sedan for $16210.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman.  Motion carried: 4-aye, 1-nay.
OLD BUSINESS

1. Lebanon Street Trees-Removal: It has been recommended that three trees be removed.  Tabled.
2. Replacement of Trees: There is an opportunity to replace a tree in the park that had to be taken down.  Tabled.
