President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of May 12, 2015: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the May 12, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  
Office Help: Village Clerk Scheckler proposed changing the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer position from a part-time to a full time position and creating a new part-time clerk position to better manage the work duties in the Village office.  She stated that Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Joerger is interested in the new part-time clerk position if it is created.  Attorney Stokes stated that essentially this is eliminating the position of part-time Deputy Clerk-Treasurer and creating two new positions: a part-time clerk and full-time deputy clerk-treasurer.  Attorney Stokes will write a resolution to present to the Board of Trustees. A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve recommendation by Village Clerk Scheckler.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman King reported poles were set at the new ice rink at Colgate.  Poles are being set on Randallsville Road.  HMT will be forwarding quotes for oil samples in the substation.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are no other concerns at this time.
Generator: Line Foreman King was able to get answers to the Commissioners questions from last month regarding warranty, shipping costs and a remote annunciator.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the purchase of a generator from the low bidder Power Generation for $30,767.64.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Barton & Loguiduce Update:  Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported a draft proposal will be forwarded to the Commissioners as soon as she receives it.  Barton & Loguiduce would like to meet with the Commission to discuss the final proposal
TCC’s: Administrator Graham reported the annual TCC’s are due.  This is protection from unforeseen congestion charges.  The total is $86,716.56.  Twenty-five percent is due by July 8, 2015, with the remaining seventy-five percent due by October 1, 2015.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Trustees to pay the TCC’s.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

New Business

Line Foreman King reported Burrows installed a tap for sprinkler line for the new Athletic Facility at Colgate.  At the Powerhouse, tapped 10” & 6” into building for the sprinkler system.
Water Leak-Broad Street:  Administrator Graham reported that the temporary patch of the road from this winter’s water main break is deteriorating and need to be repaired.  In order to do this, valves under the road need to be replaced.  Line Foreman King secured two quotes; one from HS Supply Waterworks for $4,800.00, and the second from Glenn Davis Valve Installation for $6,500.00.  Commissioner Gustafson asked to have a caution or bump sign to warn motorists.  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to accept the quote from HD Supply for $4,800.00.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
FCC: License has been filed for the water tanks.

Madison Marketplace Request/Attorney Stokes: There was a meeting with the owner, Sphere, of Madison Marketplace.  They would like our water and sewer service but not be part of the Village.  Sphere has proposed the possibility of paying the equivalent of Village taxes in water and sewer district charges if the Village would agree to provide services.  Sphere would also have to pay the initial cost of extending the water and sewer lines, and any other related infrastructure costs.  The policy has been if you want those services, you must annex into the Village.  Administrator Graham stated that he believes downtown businesses would move from the downtown.  Administrator Graham is not in favor of extending service to Madison Marketplace.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees not to extend services to Madison Marketplace unless they annex into the Village as is the current policy.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried. 
Old Business
Sewer Project Power Point: The revised presentation was distributed.  Administrator Graham asked the Commissioners to forward any changes to him.  A public hearing will need to be scheduled. A special informational meeting was set for July 22, at 7:00pm, at the Library.

Gas Supervisor Carhart reported that services have been installed at the Post Office, Marshalls, 75 &77 W Kendrick Ave.  Scheduled for install are 60 Broad Street, Chenango Nursery School, and 69 W Kendrick.

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 91%, expenses at 79%.  Water revenue is at 91%, expenses at 75%.  Sewer revenue is at 89%, expenses at 168%.  Gas revenue is at 94%, expenses at 16%.
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to pass finance resolution 2016-2 Budget Schedule #5 Admin Asst. & General, Airport & Rec Fund Revisions.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Auditors will be in the office from 6/16-6/18/15.

The next meeting will be July 14, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Holcomb made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:35pm.
