New Business
Line Foreman Report (given by Administrator Graham): Poles were relocated on College Street for the culvert project.  The Spring Hill project is underway.  HMT has been testing at the substation; we will have the results for the August meeting.

RESOLUTION TO REPAIR AND PAINT EXTERIOR OF 
VILLAGE OFFICE BUILDING

WHEREAS the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees, at their regularly scheduled meeting held June 21, 2016, has approve the repair and painting of the exterior of the Village Office Building project, for a cost not to exceed seventy-nine thousand dollars ($79,000.00); and

WHEREAS, thirty-three thousand dollars ($33,000.00) has been budgeted in the 2016 - 2017 budget from the Electric, Water & Sewer funds ($11,000.00 each) to finance the project; and

WHEREAS, an additional forty-six thousand dollars ($46,000.00) is required and is available from the Building Repair and Capital Improvement Reserve;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Municipal Utility Commission does hereby authorize the transfer from the Building Repair and Capital Improvement Reserve, of forty-six thousand dollars ($46,000.00) to the Electric ($15,333.33), Water ($15,333.33) & Sewer ($15,333.34), Funds, subject to permissive referendum.
