President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:32p.m.

Mayor McVaugh thanked those in attendance for all of the good work that this Commission does.
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of June 9, 2015: Changes requested: 
1. Add Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell to “Present”

2. Office Help-1st sentence-after Scheckler “proposed changing the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer position from a part-time to a full time position and creating a new part-time clerk position to better manage the work duties in the Village office.”

4. Madison Marketplace-3rd sentence- Sphere has proposed the possibility of paying the equivalent of Village taxes in water and sewer district charges if the Village would agree to provide services.  Sphere would also have to pay the initial cost of extending the water and sewer lines, and any other related infrastructure costs.  Delete the fifth sentence.
5. Change public hearing location to the Library.
A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the June 9, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL: We have received two applications for the Deputy Clerk-Treasurer position. Applications will be accepted until July 24, 2015.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Administrator Graham reported that HMT has taken oil samples from the substation.  Gas Supervisor Carhart reported that the crew continues to put up poles on Randallsville Road.  They are testing new wood chippers.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: 41 Madison Street & 16 Milford were discussed.  There are no other concerns at this time.
Generator Bids: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported she sent out 7 packets and there may be a possible addendum regarding a transfer switch.
MEUA Delegate: This year’s MEUA 85th Annual Conference will be held in Lake Placid on September 15-18.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to appoint Administrator Sean Graham to be the Village of Hamilton delegate at the MEUA conference in Lake Placid.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Colgate-Sales Tax: Village Clerk Scheckler explained that 4 utility accounts have been charged sales tax when they should not have been.  Trustee Lura asked to have Clerk Scheckler and Treasurer Henderson contact Madison County to recoup the tax.

Colgate would like to get an additional meter on Tyler’s Field to separate the domestic water from the water that is used to wet down the artificial turf to avoid paying sewer charges.  The Commission does not want to develop a new policy for this request, setting a precedent.

16 College Street #3: Clerk Scheckler reported 16 College Street #3 had a water heater leak using 156 units instead of the normal 2 units.  They do have a dirt floor that was verified by Chris Carhart.  They are asking for $726.88 in sewer relief.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to grant the request, seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Good Nature Brewing: Administrator Graham reported he received a letter from NYS DEC regarding Good Nature Brewing potential increase in “loading” at their new facility.  The DEC may have a review & approval process.  This information was forwarded to Good Nature Brewing.
CAC: Administrator Graham, Line Foreman King, DPW Supervisor Weaver, and Gas Supervisor Carhart have been working with Colgate on the utilities.
Informational Meeting, July 22, Library: HCS, CMH, and Colgate will meet at 4pm, village residents and businesses will meet at 7pm at the Library with MRB Group, Administrator Graham and WWTP Operator Dave Jordan to discuss the proposed sewer rate increase.

Tyler Tech Quote: Clerk Scheckler explained that due to the PSC breakdown requirement for each gas bill, we need to upgrade our gas billing software.  Tyler Tech (Incode) has given a quote of $1,250.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to purchase the software, seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.
New Customers: Since our last meeting, the Post Office, Burt Marshall, and 34 Maple-Lynn Staley are now hooked up to Natural Gas. 

Consultants Meeting: Tom Hughes, Frank Radigan, Direct Energy, Jim Stokes, Rod Georgian, and Administrator Graham are planning an end of the first year meeting to discuss how we are doing, pre-buying gas, future services, etc.
Directional Drill: Gas Supervisor Carhart reported that he and Josh Knutti went to Albany to try out a directional drill.

CLAIMS: Commissioner Baker reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 4%, expenses at 5%.  Water revenue is at 8%, expenses at 9%.  Sewer revenue is at 6%, expenses at 79%.  Gas revenue is at 4%, expenses at 8%.
Cell Phones: Several employees are using personal cell phones for work business.  The possibility of getting those Village phones or a stipend was discussed.  Tabled until more information is gathered.
Barton & Loguidice: Received a draft proposal.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will invite them to the August meeting.
The next meeting will be August 11, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
